Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee K. Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Deputy Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Leesa Frederking, Jared Spear, Lisa Simmons, Carly Errebo, Sharon Thompson, Karen Jeffers, Kelly Larson, LaDonna Reinert, Don & Rhonda Base, Rosanna Nelson and Maggie Peterson.    
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
Three items were added to the agenda, one regarding a temporary CMB Permit, another discussing a building on City right of way, and the other involving City CDBG Grants.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, minutes of the January 12, 2015, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 15-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $48,329.64, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $85,263.86, and unpaid invoices totaling $132,740.18.  Upon motion by Flinn, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices in the amount of $218,004.04, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Five (5) accounts, totaling $1,462.06, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
INTRODUCTION:
Don & Rhonda Base, owners of Family Hair Flair 2, introduced their staff that was present, Rosanna Nelson & Maggie Peterson.  She explained that they plan to open sometime in March after finishing renovation to the building.  She questioned the council on parking areas and owners responsibility regarding snow removal.  She was encouraged to get in touch with the Chamber of Commerce for a list of businesses for a Grand Opening.   
TEMPORARY CMB PERMIT:
On behalf of the St. Patrick’s Altar Society, Leesa Frederking asked about obtaining a Temporary Cereal Malt Beverage Special Event Permit, for March 27th, at the Knights of Columbus Shrimp Boil held at the Parish Hall.  She was given the necessary paperwork and asked to apply at the March meeting.  
RIGHT OF WAY:
The Governing Body reviewed correspondence from Karen Jeffers apologizing for constructing a fence on city right of way; she agreed that if the fence needed moved for any reason it would be at their expense.  Attorney Metz instructed her to check with her insurance company to insure that the City would not be liable for any damages to the fence on city property.  Superintendent Meyer verified that the fence was not in conflict with utilities at the current location.  Crispin made a motion to approve the waiver of right of way requirement, Zsuzsics seconded.  Motion carried.


 Jared Spear addressed the Governing Body regarding a building he recently constructed with part of the structure on city right of way.  Superintendent Meyer verified it was clear from utilities & snow removal.  A motion was made by Flinn to approve the waiver of right of way requirement, seconded by Crispin, carried.
REC COMM APPT.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Laura Keever to a 4-year term on the Lincoln Recreation Commission.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.

CDBG GRANT FUNDS:
Lincoln County Economic Development Director, Kelly Larson, reported on four potential CDBG grants that are in the scope for the City.  She explained that only one grant could be attained each year and urged the City to look at what direction they intend to go with the deadlines coming as early as June.
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ANIMAL CONTROL:
The Governing Body reviewed the City of Larned’s Code & Ordinances over animal control, which was provided by the Lincoln Area Humane Society (LAHS).  LaDonna Reinert inquired as to why the City couldn’t have a cat code similar to the current dog code.  Sharon Thompson reported on the success of her relocation of stray cats and urged the City to consider the “Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR)” program.  Council encouraged Ms. Thompson to continue her work and requested that someone from the LAHS attend the next meeting with a comprehensive plan.

PERSONNEL:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Heather N. Simms acting City Clerk effective March 1, 2015.  Crispin moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Larsen, carried.

Feldkamp moved to make Heather N. Simms the City’s new KPERS Designated Agent effective February 9, 2015, seconded by Crispin.  Motion carried.

RV PARK RULES:
The City Council reviewed the resolution for RV Park Rules & Regulations/Location prepared by City Attorney Metz and requested some additional modifications.  Jared Spear was present and expressed that his intentions on building his RV Park were not to generate revenue but, to better serve the community and to help with his towing business.  After discussion, Mr. Spear was asked to check dates of the construction of his RV Park and come back to the March council meeting.  He assured council he would make the necessary improvements to comply with the regulations if he was allowed to keep his RV Park.  Zsuzsics moved to table action on the resolution until next month when a corrected draft could be provided.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
WAPA ASSIGNMENT 
Deputy Clerk Simms explained that the WAPA assignment agreement is between Kansas Municipal Energy 

AGREEMENT:
Agency (KMEA), Western Area Power Administration (WAPA) and City of Lincoln Center to extend our current WAPA contract that expires in September 2024 for an additional 30 years through September 2054.  A motion was made by Crispin to accept the terms of the WAPA Agreement, seconded by Larsen. Motion carried.
WAPA ASSIGNMENT
Resolution No. 15-01, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Lincoln Center, that Mayor 
RESOLUTION 15-01:
Travis Schwerdtfager is hereby authorized to execute for and on behalf of the City of Lincoln Center, the attached Firm Electric Service Allocation Assignment Agreement (Agreement), among the Western Area Power Administration, Kansas Municipal Energy Agency, and City of Lincoln Center, which was duly presented to the City Council, and which Agreement is hereby approved.  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution No. 15-01.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
ELECTRIC RATES:
Deputy Clerk Simms presented an updated Electric Rate Forecast Model and explained which items had been changed to reflect more accurate cost increases.  She stated that 2014 had been updated with final expenses and receipts, and 2015 was estimated according to projected budget.  The results indicated a 19.97% increase necessary to maintain the current fund balance.   Council discussed the customer impact of such an increase but determined it was necessary to raise the rate by $.01 per kWh, and to add $1.00 service charge, across the board.  An Ordinance is to be prepared for the next council meeting and the rates are to be reviewed again in six months.  Additionally Simms was instructed to call cities of comparable size with power plants to compare electric rates vs. fuel clause adjustment for the next meeting.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Attorney Metz reported on cases in Municipal court for nuisance violations.  Correspondence from Mike Simmons was reviewed and discussion followed.  Deputy Clerk Simms was instructed to send a letter, copy of code and a building permit application to Mr. Simmons.
LITTERING:
Attorney Metz reported that littering could be charged under Kansas Statute 21-5815 Criminal Littering.  It was determined by Council that no further action was necessary.
CODE ENFORCEMENT OFC:
Attorney Metz put together a job description and ad for the position “Public Officer” for the council to review.  After some discussion it was tabled until next month so that Council had time to inspect the documentation in detail.
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EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 9:45 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Superintendent Meyer, and Deputy Clerk Simms, for a period of ten (10) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 9:55 p.m.
RETIREMENT PARTY:
Deputy Clerk Simms reported Rose M. Gourley’s retirement party is set for February 24, 4 – 6 p.m.

CHAMBER BANQUET:
For anyone wanting to attend, it was noted that the Lincoln Area Annual Chamber Banquet would be on February 21, 2015.

    PERSONNEL/OFC CLERK:
Deputy Clerk Simms, having reviewed applications received for the Office Clerk position, gave her recommendations to the City Council.  Some discussion was had, involving the need for a full-time position versus the half-time position formerly in place.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to employ Sally Behrens, effective February 26, 2015, at a starting wage of $11.50 per hour.  Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 10:06 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Superintendent Meyer, and Deputy Clerk Simms, for a period of ten (10) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 10:16 p.m.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 10:16 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Superintendent Meyer, and Deputy Clerk Simms, for a period of ten (10) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 10:26 p.m.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:28 p.m.
