Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Lisa S. Feldkamp, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Becky Rathbun, Galen Liggett, Adam Boyd, and Nikki Flinn.    
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager added Post Rock Community Foundation (PRCF) correspondence to the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the January 13, 2020, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 20-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $63,412.38, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $30,062.46, and unpaid invoices totaling $208,874.41.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices in the amount of $238,936.87, were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Six (6) accounts, totaling $823.64, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
ALUMNI WEEKEND:
Nikki Flinn, member of the Lincoln High School Alumni Board, presented the Governing Body with a map and list of requests for the City’s assistance for the 5th Annual Lincoln High School Alumni Weekend on June 5th & 6th, 2020.  The requests included temporary electric hook-ups, barricades, trash cans and the Alumni Sign to be hung by the City crew.  After discussion of planned events, Feldkamp moved to approve the streets to be closed at the location of:  town square on Lincoln Avenue, north to the alley between Lincoln Avenue and Elm Street and Lincoln Avenue to the east to approximately the east side of the Bank of Tescott drive-thru, from 6 pm through 1am, beginning Saturday June 6th, the City crew to assist with the requests and waive the City’s $25 temporary alcohol liquor permit fee required for the beer garden.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried. 
SENIOR CENTER:
Senior Center Site Manager Becky Rathbun reported to the Governing Body that a total of 13,341 meals served including home delivery, dine in and carry out.  Rathbun also stated that there was an average of 25 volunteers per month with 1,660 hours of donated labor in 2019.  Rathbun said a monetary donation would help with the cost of tuck pointing the Senior Center building.  Feldkamp moved to approve a $1000 monetary donation to the Lincoln Senior Center to help with the tuck point project, seconded by Corpstein.  Carried.    
KMEA DIRECTOR #1:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Elijah Keever was appointed to serve as the City of Lincoln Center’s Director #1 on the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency’s Board of Directors expiring April 30, 2021.

KMEA DIRECTOR #2:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Jeff Ahring was appointed to serve as the City of Lincoln Center’s Director #2 on the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency’s Board of Directors expiring April 30, 2022.

POST ROCK COMMUNITY 
The Governing Body reviewed correspondence from Post Rock Community Foundation Board member John
FOUNDATION:
Baetz highlighting the 2019 grants and scholarships that (PRCF) supplied.  Baetz wanted to remind the                   Governing Body know that any donations made to (PRCF) in February, would be matched by the Dane G. Hansen Foundation at 150%.  After discussion, Larsen moved to approve a $500 monetary donation to the Post Rock Community Foundation in February.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  

CASH RENT SEALED BIDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened and read aloud the cash rent bids received.  After discussion and tabulation of the bids several motions ensued awarding tracts to the highest bidder. 
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Tract 1 – A tract of farmland (6.85 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $67/acre, motion seconded by Larsen.  Carried


Tract 2 – A tract of farmland (3.37 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $67/acre, motion seconded by Keever.  Carried


Tract 3 – A tract of farmland (3 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $30/acre, motion seconded by Corpstein.  Carried


Tract 4 – A tract of land planted to brome grass (5 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Tim Meier for $25/acre, motion seconded by Johnson.  Carried


Tract 5 – A tract of land planted to brome grass (9 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $35/acre, motion seconded by Keever.  Carried


Tract 6 – A tract of farmland (40 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $67/acre, motion seconded by Johnson.  Carried


Tract 7 – A tract of farmland (41.9 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $67/acre, motion seconded by Larsen.  Carried


Tract 8 – A tract of farmland (72.5 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Duane Helus for $67/acre, motion seconded by Larsen.  Carried


Tract 9 – A tract of farmland (21.89 acres).  Feldkamp moved to accept the bid from Alan Aufdemberge for $70/acre, motion seconded by Keever.  Johnson abstained.  Carried

POOL REPAIRS/MAINT.:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked the Governing Body what all specs they wanted to have put in the bids for the pool repairs.  After discussion, the Governing Body agreed to put the following in the bid:  sand blasting, fixing cracks, fix corner by small slide, remove tile and using epoxy paint.  Feldkamp agreed to have the specs for the March meeting.  It was discussed that the city would advertise in the local newspaper and on Live Lincoln County website for the bids.  Superintendent Meyer was instructed to prepare the pool for this year, bids would be accepted for the fall of 2020.    
DEMOLITION BIDS:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that the city did not receive a bid for the demolition of the building at 132 W Lincoln Avenue.  After discussion, Hillegeist was instructed to contact the cities of Jewell, Mankato and Lyons to see if they had some contacts to help with the project.
NUISANCES:
Attorney Metz and Superintendent Meyer are still working on the outline of the steps for removing inoperable vehicles for the March meeting.  
EDUCATION:
Clerk Hillegeist advised she would be attending the City Clerk’s Conference being held in Manhattan on March 11th-14th.  Hillegeist will also attend the International Institute of Municipal Clerks (IIMC) Region VII Meeting the afternoon of March 14th and 15th.
SEWER FUND:
Clerk Hillegeist reminded the Governing Body of the desperate situation the sewer fund is in financially.  After discussion, Hillegeist was instructed to make contact with Nichole McDaniel, NCRPC and Kansas Rural Water Association to get the state’s current rate average.  Hillegeist was instructed to draft a sewer rate ordinance for the March meeting.  
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Keever moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
