Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee K. Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Glenn Stegman, Jyll Phillips, Jolene Cole, Becky Rathbun, Dave Merica, Trase McQueen, Adam Boyd, Kelly Larson, Jessica Clay, Lori Spear, Stuart Porter, Jeana Eckhart, Joyce Harlow and Debora Zachgo.    
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
Kelly Larson was added to the agenda regarding funding available for a clean-up day and RV Park was removed from the agenda by Mayor Schwerdtfager.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the January 8, 2018, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 18-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $61,918.11, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Keever, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $61,944.79, and unpaid invoices totaling $247,550.42.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Crispin, all said invoices in the amount of $309,495.21, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Three (3) accounts, totaling $287.93, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
SENIOR CENTER:
Becky Rathbun representing the Senior Center explained to the Governing Body that they are now able to deliver meals to the Barnard area due to a volunteer.  Rathbun said a monetary donation would help fix up the three (3) restrooms at the Senior Center.  Crispin moved to approve a $1000 monetary donation to the Lincoln Senior Center to help with the funding of the restroom project, seconded by Zsuzsics.  Carried.    
ART CENTER:
Joyce Harlow, Lincoln Art Center Director, informed the Governing Body of the activities that the Art Center provides to the community throughout the year.  Harlow also provided a schedule of events that are planned for 2018.  She explained that calligraphy and fused glass instructors are out of the budget limits of the Art Center and the back door is in need of repair.  Crispin moved to approve a $500 monetary donation to the Lincoln Art Center to help fund future projects.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.     
DOG DAY IN THE PARK:
Dave Merica and Trase McQueen presented the Governing Body with a leadership project that they have planned.  Merica explained they would like permission to have a “Dog Day in the Park”.  He said not all the details are finalized but, the date is set.  Crispin moved to approve the “Dog Day in the Park” from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. on May 5th.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.
CDBG GRANT APP:
Stuart Porter, Schwab-Eaton Consulting Engineer, provided information about the next round of Community Development Block Grants.  Porter informed the Governing Body that the maximum grant is $700,000 with a 50% match required by the City.  Porter said the city would need to make a final decision by May and would need to secure funding before applying for the grant.  Crispin moved to engage with Schwab Eaton Engineering and allow Stuart Porter to start the loan application process.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  Porter also agreed to review the sewer recorded inspections that were just performed. 
CLEAN-UP DAY:
Kelly Larson, Lincoln County Economic Development Director informed the Governing Body that Dane Hansen has grant funds available for community clean-up again this year.  Larson said the grant application is due by March 1st.
LIBRARY:
Lincoln Carnegie Library’s 2017 Annual report was reviewed by the Governing Body.
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KMEA DIRECTOR #2:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, Jeff Ahring was appointed to serve as the City of Lincoln Center’s Director #2 on the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency’s Board of Directors expiring April 30, 2020.

REC COMMISSION:
Recreation Director Jessica Clay shared a list of programs the rec provides.  She described what programs are new and growing.  She explained the rec received a $900 Web Fund Contribution for signage of the Disc Golf Course.  Clay relayed that the ribbon cutting for the Disc Golf Course will be June 1st.
AIRPORT:
Attorney Metz and Airport Operator Clay Haring explained the Pipeline Crossing Agreement is getting closer to completion.  Haring is checking on liability insurance premium amounts to include Kinder Morgan on the policy at their request. 
POOL:
Councilmember Feldkamp presented a list of suggestions for the Governing Body to discuss regarding managers, lifeguards and operations at the Municipal Pool.  After discussion, Feldkamp agreed to finalize the draft according to the combined effort of the Governing Body for the March council meeting. 
PERSONNEL: 
Superintendent Meyer was granted permission from the Governing Body to advertise for a Power Plant Operator and Maintenance Worker.  Clerk Simms was instructed to advertise in several different locations.  Simms was also told to put the Rec Director compensation/job description on the agenda for March.  
NUISANCES:
Superintendent Meyer explained he is working on reports regarding nuisance properties.  Clerk Simms reported that there has been some feedback on the notices that were placed in the utility bills last month.
RABIES CLINIC:
Clerk Simms asked the Governing Body if they felt it was necessary to hold an annual rabies clinic as a veterinarian is here weekly and the attendance last year was less than half of previous years.  After discussion, it was agreed that the city will not hold a rabies clinic this year.
EDUCATION:
Clerk Simms advised she would be attending the Midwest Public Risk meeting on March 20th and the City Clerk’s Conference being held in Wichita on March 21st-23rd.

EQUIPMENT PURCHASE:
Superintendent Meyer requested permission to purchase an electrical energy logger in the amount of $3,199.99 plus applicable taxes. 

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:08 p.m.
