The special meeting was called for City Clerk appointment/wages and to make some preliminary plans for the CDBG Special round of grant funds. President Crispin appointed Heather Simms as City Clerk with a monthly salary of $3400

effective March 1st.  Feldkamp moved to confirm Crispin’s appointment, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.
SPECIAL CDBG GRANT:
North Central Regional Planning Commission Executive Director Doug McKinney presented a strategic planning packet to help assist in narrowing the focus of the direction that the City would like to proceed.  He described the few projects that would qualify under the grant; park improvements or new playground equipment, community storm shelters, or sidewalks.  The minimum grant request is $100,000 to a maximum of $350,000, with a 10% match.

After long discussion and visitor participation the governing body decided to start the process of getting some prices from engineers and an architect.  With several ideas in mind, the governing body will decide at the April council meeting, which project will best serve the community:  storm shelter, park restrooms, or sidewalk improvements.
