Council Chambers:  St. Patrick’s Parish Hall at 216 W. Elm

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Lisa S. Feldkamp, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Carly Errebo, Kelly Gourley, Bruce McMillan, Erica Siebert, Dena Donley, and Mary Andersen.

AGENDA AMENDMENT:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.  
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Feldkamp, minutes of the March 8, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-03, for March wages and salaries in the amount of $67,166.31, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable listings were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $6,220.33, and unpaid invoices totaling $171,572.71.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices, in the amount of $177,793.04 were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Three (3) accounts, totaling $406.62, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.

PORT AUTH. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Clay Haring and Dennis Pittenger to four-year terms on the Lincoln Port Authority Board.  Keever moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Corpstein.  Motion carried.
LIBRARY APPNT.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Jill King to regular four-year term on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.


ARTS COMM. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Ruth Moritz and re-appointed Mary Ann Stertz to three-year terms as members of the Lincoln Arts and Humanities Commission.  Larsen moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Johnson.  Motion carried.

LHA/APPOINTMENT:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Rodney Broberg to four-year term as a member of the Lincoln Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  Larsen moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Corpstein.  Motion carried.

PRIDE CLEAN-UP:
Carly Errebo, representing the Pride Committee, reported they would be participating in tearing down a house owned by the County on Saturday, April 17, 2021, and asked if the City would allow City employees to volunteer their time to operate city equipment as in years past.  Errebo also relayed that they would be tearing down another county house at a later date.  Keever moved to approve the use of two City dump trucks for the project, seconded by Corpstein.  Motion carried.  
LIBRARY:
Mary Andersen, Lincoln Carnegie children’s librarian, presented her ideas for the summer reading program the library would like to have this year.  They have set a tentative date of June 7th at the City Park.  The theme will be, “Tails & Tales” with farm machinery and 
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animals.  Andersen is still in the early stages of planning.  Feldkamp moved to allow the Library to use the park as needed for the Summer Reading Program.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

CDBG REHAB BID:
Bruce McMillian AIA Architects, P.A. relayed to the Governing Body that the CDBG Rehabilitation Project 20-CR-003 bid opening was April 2nd at City Hall at 11 a.m.  McMillian reported only one bid was received and was incredibly high compared to the projected budget with construction costs rising.  After further discussion, Keever moved to reject the contractor bid and approve an addendum to the design contract to provide additional design services to revise the scope of work to align with the approved budget and rebid the project.  Motion was seconded by Johnson, carried.


PERSONNEL:
Superintendent Meyer reported Travis Baird had successfully completed his 6-month training period and made recommendation that he receive a $1/hour increase in pay.  Larsen moved to grant Baird a $1/hour pay increase and the benefits associated with “full-time” employee, effective with the April, 2021 payroll.  Motion seconded by Johnson, carried.

POOL PERSONNEL:
Clerk Hillegeist reported 6 applications had been received.  After discussion, Keever moved to tentatively offer employment to Jaina White for Manager at $11/hour, Brooke Wehrman for Assistant Manager/guard at $8.50/7.50/hour, Kelsey Decker, Keegan Budreau, Kaden O’Hare $7.50/hour and Kaden Budreau $7.25/hour as lifeguards according to the 2013 pay scale, subject to the acquisition of all required certifications and Clerk Hillegeist was instructed to talk to the applicants to discuss availability and closing date.  Keever’s motion also stated the tentative pool hours would remain the same as last year Monday through Friday 2 p.m. to 8 p.m., Saturday 2 p.m. to 6 p.m., Sunday closed.  Motion was seconded by Larsen.  

SEWER DISCHARGE:
Attorney Norris was instructed to move forward with the amendment to the sewer code regarding the discharge of “whole blood”.  

NUISANCES:
Attorney Norris relayed to the Governing Body he had sent out the first round of letters regarding nuisance abandoned vehicles.  Superintendent Meyer is working on notices for several nuisance properties. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
