Council Chambers:  via GoToMeeting Audio Call
ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Lisa S. Feldkamp, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Dan Metz and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting by audio on GoToMeeting:  Jyll Phillips, Nichole McDaniel, Galen Liggett and Jenny Hillegeist.
AGENDA AMENDMENT:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.  
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, minutes of the March 9, 2020, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 20-03, for March wages and salaries in the amount of $57,350.87, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable listings were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $34,924.13, and unpaid invoices totaling $101,877.84.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices, in the amount of $136,801.97 were approved for payment.  
PORT AUTH. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Todd Haring to four-year term on the Lincoln Port Authority Board.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.
LIBRARY APPNT.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Sharon Luck to regular four-year term on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Larsen moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.

ARTS COMM. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Randy Lohmann and re-appointed Kae Hayworth to three-year terms as members of the Lincoln Arts and Humanities Commission.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.

LHA/APPOINTMENT:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Susan Marshall to four-year term as a member of the Lincoln Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.

CDBG APPLICATION:
North Central Regional Planning Commission Community Development Representative, Nichole McDaniel, explained the tentative timeline planned for the Water Distribution Line Community Development Block Grant for $600,000, that the City was recently awarded.  She discussed the documents that were necessary for the administration process to get started.  After further discussion, Keever moved to authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to sign the CDBG agreement between the Department of Commerce and the City of Lincoln Center.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, written Procurement Procedures and Standards were adopted for the duration of the Community Development Block Grant project 20-PF-029.
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A motion was made by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, to adopt the City of Lincoln Center Code of Ethics for all elected, appointed, paid or unpaid officials and employees.  Motion carried.


A motion was made by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the City of Lincoln Center’s Civil Rights/Fair Housing Policy with the procedures for handling complaints within the City.  Motion carried.
POOL PERSONNEL:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported several applications had been received, but none for the pool manager position.  Feldkamp felt we should hold off hiring as suggested by the League of Kansas Municipalities (LKM) until closer to the pool season to see if pools are allowed to open this year due to COVID 19.  Larsen moved to table the hiring of pool manager and lifeguards to the next council meeting contingent on the pool opening.   Motion was seconded by Keever.  
FARM LEASE:
Attorney Metz updated the Governing Body on the status of the Farm Leases.  

USE OF LOTS:
Clerk Hillegeist relayed Terry Broberg’s gratitude to the Governing Body for the use of the vacant city lots on Elm Street that the Methodist Church used when the window project was being completed. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:59 p.m.
