Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis R. Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Shari Pittenger, Jyll Phillips, Ashton Kobbeman, Nancy Walter, Kati Gardner, Nikki Flinn and Terry Finch.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager added two items to the agenda; Nikki Flinn for the Lincoln High School Alumni Board and Lincoln County Commissioner Terry Finch regarding a lot on Spring Street.     
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the April 11, 2016, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 16-04, for April wages and salaries in the amount of $48,314.14 was presented.   A motion by Keever, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in April totaled $59,121.83.  A list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $103,881.05.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $163,002.88, were approved for payment.

Nine (9) accounts, totaling $1,714.55, were on the list of delinquent utilities. 
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Feldkamp, Jack D. Crispin, Jr. was elected President of the Council.

Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Keever, The Bank of Tescott and Citizens State Bank were designated as Official Depositories for City funds.

There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion carried.

ARTS COMM. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Rose M. Gourley and Marc Luce, and re-appointed Dennis Cross to three-year terms as members of the Lincoln Arts and Humanities Commission.  Larsen moved to confirm the 
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Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.
PORT AUTH. APPNTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Todd Haring, Brian Schneider and Robert Crangle to four-year terms on the Lincoln Port Authority.  Zsuzsics moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.

REC BOARD:
The Governing Body received a letter of resignation from Recreation Boardmember David Dohe.  Clerk Simms was instructed to make contact with USD299 and confirm that they plan to make a new recommendation.

FRA TREASURER BOND:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, the Treasurer’s bond for the Lincoln Firefighters Relief Association, in the amount of $15,000.00, was approved.

SPEC EVENT TEMP PERMIT:
Nikki Flinn, representing the Lincoln County Fire Department, asked the Governing Body if they would be willing to waive the $25.00 Special Event Temporary Permit fee to the City as the City’s Fire Departments share in the expense.  Clerk Simms explained the County Fire Department pays the $25.00 fee to get the state permit and in previous years the City waived the fee, to cover the City Fire Department’s share for the Post Rock Festival.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Keever, the $25.00 fee was waived as the City Fire Department’s share in the expense for the Lincoln Alumni Weekend as long as the fire departments continue to work together for the fundraisers. 

ALUMNI WEEKEND:
Nikki Flinn, Lincoln High School Alumni Boardmember, asked for some electrical connections necessary for the Fire Departments beer garden and the St. John Youth Group.  Superintendent Meyer explained that the location on the South would not be possible.  Flinn said they would ask the surrounding businesses.  She also mentioned the school would allow them to use the bleachers from the football field. 
COLOR RUN:  
Ashton Kobbeman and Kati Gardner presented the Governing Body with two maps of a 5K and 3K run/walk planned for the Lincoln Alumni High School Reunion Weekend by the Live Healthy Lincoln County Committee.  The run is planned for June 4th with a start time of 9 a.m. in the City Park.  Color stations will be in the alleys and at the start and stop stations.  After discussion, Feldkamp suggested using street paint and caution tape to help with the route markings.  Superintendent Meyer proposed barricades on the North Street, South Street & Lincoln Avenue intersections. Larsen moved to approve the route, color stations, paint on the streets, barricades and caution tape as suggested and signage posted on Highway 18 to warn of street closure on Lincoln Avenue, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.
CHAMBER FUNDRAISER:
Nancy Walter Chamber Secretary asked to use the Scout Cabin in the City Park to have a coffee cart fundraiser during the “color run” on June 4th.  Feldkamp moved to approve the Chamber of Commerce to use the Scout Cabin for a fundraiser on June 4th as requested.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  
SPRING STREET LOT:
County Commissioner Terry Finch discussed the future plans of a lot owned by the City adjacent to the County Shop on 3rd and Spring Street.  Finch discussed that the county is looking for more parking and wanted to know if the City would consider selling or leasing the lot.  After discussion of some additional lots that the City has been approached about, the matter was tabled until the June meeting.  Mayor Schwerdtfager would ask Lincoln Housing Authority of any future plans with the lot and Clerk Simms was instructed to get some information from the County Appraisers office.  

MUNICIPAL POOL:
Superintendent Meyer reported the crew is still working to find the source of the water leak in the pool and they are still in the elimination process.  Meyer informed the Governing Body that he had requested help from Schwab-Eaton Consulting Engineer Stuart Porter on the matter.  Porter assisted the City crew with understanding the blueprints for the pool and is helping with steps the crew is taking on locating the leak.  After discussion, of different possibilities it was agreed to allow Meyer 10 more days  to find the problem 
and have a special meeting to discuss what the City’s options are at that time.   Larsen moved to have a special meeting on Thursday May 19th at 7:30 p.m.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

Co-manager Shari Pittenger said that the 2016 Pool Season would be from Memorial Day to a tentative date of August 12th.  She also agreed to bring the “job list” to the special meeting on May 19th.  
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HYDRO POWER POOLING 
Superintendent Meyer explained that the Hydro Power Pooling Contract “Loveland Area Projects” is

CONTRACT:
between Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA), Western Area Power Administration (WAPA) and City of Lincoln Center to extend our current WAPA contract that expires in September 2024 for an additional 30 years through September 2054.  Meyer stated this is the cheapest electricity the City purchases and the City relies on KMEA for guidance with energy contracts.  A motion was made by Feldkamp to accept the terms of the Hydro Power Pooling Contract, seconded by Larsen. Motion carried.

CITY PARK:
Councilmember Feldkamp relayed a complaint she received about people smoking and drinking near the playground equipment in the City Park while a family was letting their small children play.  The family had asked if the City could make the park “smoke free” or make a designated smoking area.  Attorney Metz consulted the Governing Body saying that Kansas Law does not regulate smoking outside but, that as property owners we could post signs.  After discussion, the Governing Body was not inclined to take any action at this time.  
STEEL ROLLER:
Superintendent Meyer explained that the steel roller the City owned had broken down last year and it is time to think about looking for a replacement.  He explained last year the City did the last couple of blocks of street work without it and the rock washed into the gutters.  The Governing Body agreed to allow Mayor Schwerdtfager and Meyer to start looking for a new/used steel roller.  
NUISANCES:
Superintendent Meyer reported the house on Yauger Street has been demolished and hauled to the land fill following the abatement process.  The liens will be assessed to the property taxes.  He stated there are some out buildings still at that address that will be removed in the near future.  He asked the Governing Body for permission to hire or contract with someone to tear down the house on Elm Street as the allowed time to abate has expired.  After discussion, Meyer was instructed to make contact with local contractors to inform them we are taking bids.  Larsen moved to accept bids with the following stipulations; bids are due June 10th, house must be demolished, hauled away, basement or foundation is to be leveled to at least 4 feet below ground level, lot clean of debris and completed by July 8th, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.  

Attorney Metz was asked to start the abatement process on a house on South Street.   

BC DIESEL CONTRACT:
Attorney Metz asked the Governing Body for some guidance on the BC Diesel contract terms.   Superintendent Meyer and  Metz will work on the contract together and have a draft for the June meeting.

PRIDE PROJECT:
Councilmember Feldkamp informed the Governing Body the Pride committee is partnering with 4H members and they are doing their 1st project for “Pride Week” on May 24th at 6 p.m. planting flowers in the City Park for beautification.
SECURITY SYSTEM:
Clerk Simms reported that File Safe had finished installing the security system at all City facilities.  She explained that a few changes had been made to the order to accommodate the “crew” after hours.  City Hall and the Rec/Warehouse had an additional keypad installed for the crew to allow them to disarm the alarm after regular business hours.    
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:06 p.m.
