Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:36 p.m. with Mayor Travis R. Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Doug McKinney, Robert White, Ron Keathley, Shari Pittenger, Gary Nelson and John Baetz.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager added three items to the agenda; two Resolutions and an applicant disclosure report all pertaining to CDBG special round grant application process.     
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the April 13, 2015, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 15-04, for April wages and salaries in the amount of $50,415.76 was presented.   A motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in April totaled $3,774.62.  A list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $119,577.60. Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $123,352.22, were approved for payment.

Four (4) accounts, totaling $970.42, were on the list of delinquent utilities. 
OATH OF OFFICE:
Clerk Simms administered the oath of office to elected Councilmembers Lisa Feldkamp and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.

There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion carried.

OFFICIAL DEPOSITORIES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, The Bank of Tescott and Citizens State Bank were designated as Official Depositories for City funds.  
LIBRARY APPTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager re-appointed Karen Jeffers and appointed Sunnie McBride to four-year terms as members of the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board of Trustees.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.
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FRA TREASURER BOND:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, the Treasurer’s bond for the Lincoln Firefighters Relief Association, in the amount of $15,000.00, was approved.

POOL PERSONNEL:
Zsuzsics moved to increase returning managers wages by 2%, seconded by Larsen, motion carried.

POST ROCK APTS/LHA:
Denise Ehrlich, Executive Director, of the Lincoln Housing Authority, had submitted the proposed operating budget for Post Rock Apartments, for the fiscal year beginning April 1, 2015, as well as the independent auditor’s report for the fiscal year ending March 31, 2014, for both the Lincoln Housing Authority and the Post Rock Apartments.  Clerk Simms advised those documents were placed on file each year and were available for review.

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the 2015 CDBG Special Round Grant program, to install a new park restroom and plumbing, sidewalk improvements around LES and approximately a 1200 sq. ft. storm shelter located on LJSHS property.  Positive public comments were received.

CDBG RES. # 15-03:
Resolution No. 15-03 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR THE 2015 CDBG FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.”  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 15-03.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Mayor Schwerdtfager signed the several documents necessary for submission of the CDBG Special Round Grant Application.
CDBG RES. # 15-04:
Resolution No. 15-04 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION ASSURING KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE THAT FUNDS WILL BE CONTINUALLY PROVIDED FOR THE OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE PARK, SIDEWALK & STORM SHELTER SYSTEM.”  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 15-04.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  
APP DISCLOSURE REPORT:
Feldkamp moved to approve the Applicant Disclosure Report with interested parties; North Central Regional Planning Commission as Administrator and Environmental Reviewer, Engineer Design/Inspection by Schwab-Eaton P.A., and DMA Architects.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT:
The Governing Body reviewed an Interlocal Agreement between USD 298 and City of Lincoln Center.  The agreement allows governmental units to coordinate activities to make the most efficient use of powers and resources.  Both entities agreed to fund the 10% match of $22,875, with the City of Lincoln Center applying for CDBG funds.  Lincoln Unified School District 298 executed the agreement on May 4, 2015.  Feldkamp made a motion to approve the Interlocal Agreement, seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.
CAT CONTROL:
After discussion, the Governing Body was not inclined to implement an Ordinance to require residents to license and register cats within the city limits.  
PUBLIC OFFICER:
Superintendent Meyer was asked to be the acting public officer until the Governing Body was ready to hire an individual for the position.  Clerk Simms is waiting to hear back from the City of Lucas, with the possibility of sharing a public officer.   Upon a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Meyer was named acting “public officer”.
NUISANCES:
The Governing Body was informed of the written complaints that have been submitted to City Hall regarding a nuisance property on 1st street.  Superintendent Meyer was instructed to follow the City Code book on health nuisance procedures.

Attorney Metz was asked to write a letter regarding the nuisance on Lincoln Avenue.  The Governing Body feels the owner is aware he is breaking the recently adopted Ordinance & Resolution, as he was present at the Council meeting when the decision was made.   
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EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:55 p.m., Larsen moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Simms, and City Superintendent Meyer, for a period of twenty (20) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 9:15 p.m.


At 9:16 p.m., Larsen moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Simms, and City Superintendent Meyer, for a period of twenty (20) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 9:36 p.m.

POWER PLANT LITIGATION:
Attorney Metz reported that settlement discussions in the case of Lincoln Center vs. B.C.&T. Bunn, Inc. et al, pending in the District Court of Lincoln County has resulted in a proposed written settlement Agreement and Release signed by three (3) of the four (4) defendants and a Stipulation of Dismissal with Prejudice signed by the attorneys for all four (4) of the defendants in the case.  Copies of each of these documents have been furnished to the Governing Body for review and consideration.  The settlement agreement provides for sums totaling $210,000 to be paid to the City as set out in the proposed agreement.  The terms of the settlement and the proposed dismissal of the lawsuit were discussed.  Feldkamp moved that the Settlement Agreement and Release be approved by the City and that the Mayor is authorized to sign it on behalf of the City and that the City Attorney is authorized to sign the Stipulation of Dismissal with Prejudice on behalf of the City.  The motion was seconded by Zsuzsics and after further discussion unanimously carried.  Superintendent Meyer was directed to obtain additional information bearing on the decision to be made whether to repair the Enterprise engine or replace it.
ADA ASSESSMENT:
Clerk Simms reported that she sent a letter to Independent Connection, Inc. requesting an ADA Assessment.  Cindy Nelson has agreed to assess the Municipal Pool, West Ball Field & City Hall.  The service will be free if completed prior to June 30, 2015.  
PROPERTY/LIABILITY INS:
Midwest Public Risk has provided the City with the property appraisal report conducted in June 2014.  The City’s premium has increased substantially due to the appraisal.  The Water Plant was valued at $363,000 with contents at $44,000.  Simms explained to MPR that the City’s intention is to demolish the Water Plant.  Superintendent Meyer stated that anything of value was removed from the building, so the content value was in error as well.  The Governing Body agreed that the Water Plant value needs lowered to the County’s appraised value and contents value to zero.  The City will continue with the liability coverage as suggested.  
BALL PARK LIGHTS:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported The Post Rock Community Foundation had notified the City that it had been selected to receive a $5,000.00 grant from the Dane G. Hansen Community Grant Fund.  Said funds were to be used to pay for a new lighting at the East Ball Field.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
