Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis R. Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin Jr., Lisa Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Dena Donley, Beranda Pickering, Krista Biggs, Mike Weigel, Kelly Larson, Dustin Florence, David Gerstmann, Clay Haring, Dennis Weese, Robert Weatherley, Shari Pittenger and Jyll Phillips.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.   
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the April 9, 2018, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 18-04, for April wages and salaries in the amount of $61,125.61 was presented.   A motion by Crispin, seconded by Keever, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in April totaled $67,158.75.  A list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $189,110.36.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices in the amount of $256,269.11, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Eighty-one (81) accounts, totaling $12,036.47, were on the list of delinquent utilities. 
LIBRARY APPNT.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Hillary Holeman to a regular unexpired 4-year term on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Larsen abstained.

FRA TREASURER BOND:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, the Treasurer’s bond for the Lincoln Firefighters Relief Association, in the amount of $15,000.00, was approved.

LAW ENFORCEMENT:
Sheriff Weigel addressed the Governing Body, asking for consideration of a $15,000 increase in the Law Enforcement Contract between the City of Lincoln Center and Lincoln County.  He also proposed a minimum yearly adjustment of 4% be included in a new Contract.  He produced documentation of the cost of providing four (4) employees and maintenance and fuel for three (3) vehicles, dedicated to the City of Lincoln.  Based on Lincoln County’s wage and benefit information, the annual cost for one employee was $60,496.61.  Feldkamp moved to approve the $15,000 request effective January 2019 with the contract to be drawn up by the County and presented at a later date to the Governing Body.  Motion was seconded by Larsen, carried. 
PRIDE COMMITTEE:
Beranda Pickering and Krista Biggs, representing the Pride Committee, wanted to give an update to the Governing Body regarding the “First Fridays in the Park.”  They requested for the outside pool restrooms to be open and for electricity at the bandstand and the tennis court.  The Governing Body approved the requests with Clerk Simms to inform Superintendent Meyer.
EAGLE COMM.:
Eagle Communications Sales Director Dennis Weese addressed the Governing Body with any questions or concerns they might have with the fiber internet that they are proposing to bring to the Lincoln.  Weese requested an easement for a 10’ x 10’ area for a pad to put there building to house the electrical equipment.  After discussion, Keever moved to approve the easement on the corner of Spring Street and Third Street with Attorney Metz to drawn up the necessary paperwork.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried. 
LCEDF:
Lincoln County Economic Development Foundation Director, Kelly Larson, relayed that she had hired two summer interns again this year and the focus is to implement a Downtown Design Assistance Program to help enhance “curb appeal.”  Larson questioned if the Governing Body would be interested in a design plan for 
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City Hall to change the garage into a larger Council meeting room.  The Governing Body was in favor of a design plan.

INDY PARK LEASE:
Attorney Metz reported he had sent the lease for review to Reddi Industries Inc. and hasn’t received any feedback but will attempt to have a signed lease for next Council meeting. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Crispin moved to recess into executive session to discuss matters relating to certain terms of the Development Agreement between the City and Kansas Senior Living Inc. which discussion with the city attorney would be deemed privileged in the attorney-client relationship exception, K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(2) for fifteen (15) minutes.  The open meeting will resume in the city council meeting room at 9:10 p.m.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  

GREEN HOMES:
Crispin moved for Attorney Metz to write a letter to the Kansas Senior Living Inc. regarding the agreement and his intentions, asking for a response by next council meeting.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Attorney Metz introduced a resolution for nuisance abatement for one of the properties listed.  The resolution would allow the City to alleviate the conditions and pass the cost on to the owners of the property.  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution No. 18-02 entitled, “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ABATEMENT OF NUISANCE.”  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Attorney Metz stated he would talk with Superintendent Meyer about a time line for the process.
AIRPORT PROJECT:
Attorney Metz said he had made contact with Kinder Morgan and they said the “Pipeline Crossing Agreement” had been signed and they would get it sent back.  Airport operator Clay Haring updated the Governing Body that a third of the dirt work was completed and that Superintendent Meyer was working on proposals for the electric to be put underground.  Haring also reported that we did not receive the next phase of the grant for 2018.  Attorney Metz was asked to work on the right-of-way easement for the next meeting.

GIS PROGRAM:      
Clerk Simms presented the Governing Body with a proposal from GIS Workshop for a program that would use GIS (geographic information system) data and allow users to edit the information as necessary.  Simms explained that currently the city has the water and electric infrastructure geographically located but, no program to do anything with the data.  Simms was instructed to look for other companies and make contact with the county to see what they use.
TRANSFORMER:
Mayor Schwerdtfager reported that the city’s main 5000 kVA transformer was damaged by an electrical storm and we are currently getting the damage accessed.    
REC UPDATE: 
Councilmember Keever reported that the “Rec Direction Committee” had met and they should be ready to report to the Governing Body at the June council meeting. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:33 p.m.
