Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis R. Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin Jr., Lisa Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:

RECONVENE:
The City Council meeting at City Hall was reconvened to the Lincoln County Safety Center located at 102 N 6th Street at 7:45 p.m. on June 12, 2017.

AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda. 

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Crispin, Minutes of the May 8, 2017, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 17-05, for May wages and salaries in the amount of $56,503.73 was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in May totaled $130,629.53.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $244,624.30.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Crispin, all said invoices, in the amount of $375,253.83, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of  four (4) delinquent utility accounts in the amount of $1,234.69.
YAUGER ST. TEMP CLOSURE:
Jamie Meyer asked the Governing Body to allow the block of Yauger Street from 1st Street to Orange Avenue to be closed from 2 p.m. to midnight on July 1st for a neighborhood block party.  He had gathered signatures of support from the neighboring residents and presented that to the Governing Body along with his request for barricades to be dropped off.  He would set up and removed the barricades after the event, if approved.  Crispin moved to approve the temporary closure of Yauger Street on July 1st from 2 p.m. to midnight, seconded by Larsen.
FIFTH ST. TEMP CLOSURE:
Lincoln Park Manor Administrator Christen Robinson requested permission to temporarily close Fifth Street from Center Street to Park Street on June 29th from 5 p.m. to 10 p.m. for their annual 4th of July celebration for the residents, staff and families.  Feldkamp moved to approve the temporary closure of Fifth Street from Center Street to Park Street on June 29th from 5 p.m. to 10 p.m., seconded by Crispin.  
BIKE LINCOLN COUNTY:
Rec Director Jessica Clay relayed that the city’s liability insurance company had been contacted regarding the bike repair stations.  Midwest Public Risk said the repair stations would be covered like the park playground equipment.  Bike Lincoln County would like to purchase and place two repair stations in town for kids to use to repair their bikes if necessary.  One location would be in the park area near the pool, with options for the other repair station to be located at the Carnegie Library or somewhere near the basketball slab on Lincoln Avenue.  After discussion, Crispin moved to approve Bike Lincoln County to purchase and coordinate with Superintendent Meyer to determine final placement for installation.  Motion was seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  

BIKING ACROSS KANSAS:
Nancy Walter, Chamber Secretary presented the Governing Body with a map of the events that are planned for BAK participants when they arrive in town on June 13th.  Walter was asking for another electrical drop other than what she had requested prior.  She was instructed to meet with Meyer the next morning to see what could be arranged.
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CAT CONTROL:
Debra Parmenter, Social Media Director, Lincoln Area Humane Society (LAHS) explained that they wanted to implement a “Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR)” program in the city.  Dr. Lindsay Mitchell 

owner of “Your Other Family Doctor” is offering discounted rates to the LAHS for the program.  The cats would be sterilized, ear tipped for marking, rabies vaccinated and released.  LAHS asked the Governing Body for media and monetary help with the program.  LAHS estimates around 150 cats in a year at $30-$35 each.  Crispin moved to table the subject until next meeting, seconded by Keever.  Carried. 
POOL:
Shari McCullough-Pittenger addressed the Governing Body with her concerns.  She also requested City Hall’s recorded audio/video from June 5th.  Pittenger was informed the cameras don’t have audio recording ability.
POOL:
Sawyer Pittenger-Ptacek read a letter to the Governing Body she had prepared regarding her employment at the Municipal Pool.  

LCEDF:
Lincoln County Economic Development Foundation Director, Kelly Larson introduced Landon Cook, one of her summer interns.  She explained the two projects that the interns are working on, parks & trails and future plans for the Old High School.   
FREE LAND/GREEN HOMES:
John Grace, president of Grace Team LLC and Lincoln Park Manor’s administrator Christen Robinson addressed the Governing Body regarding the timeline for the Greenhouse Development and the draft of a Development Agreement between the City and Kansas Senior Living Inc. prepared by Triplett Woolf Garretson, LLC.  He would like to build four skilled care “Green Houses” in the Sheppard Addition in Block 1 on Lots 1 through 8.  Grace explained he was unable to move forward without a commitment from the Governing Body.  After discussion, Crispin moved that Attorney Metz should move forward with a Resolution for the next meeting and this motion would signify the city’s commitment to the project.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  

Attorney Metz reviewed an engagement letter with the Governing Body to contract services with J.T. Klaus, Triplett Woolf Garretson, LLC as Bond Counsel to the City and assist with economic development opportunities being presented by Kansas Senior Living Inc.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to accept the contract as presented with estimated legal fees of $7500, seconded by Crispin.  Carried.
CASH FARM LEASE:
Attorney Metz provided a new lease for the 10.22 acres of Sheppard property that had been subleased by Doug Wilson to Austin Lebien.  Following discussion, Keever moved to continue with the lease at $511 per year and change the lessee to Austin Lebien.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
POOL EMPLOYMENT/
Councilmember Feldkamp explained that Lindsay Crist, Brittni Harlow and Brittney Heald had agreed to be PROCEDURES:

assistant managers and she had reworked the schedule for the month of June accordingly.  Crispin moved to    




pay them $9.25 per hour when working in the assistant manager capacity, seconded by Zsuzsics.  Carried.

Several complaints had been received from pool patrons regarding the $2 daily admission.  Patrons have said if they left at the 5 p.m. adult swim, they had to pay when they returned.  The Governing Body agreed that a daily pass meant daily.  Larsen moved that when a patron pays a daily admission, they will not have to pay if they return later the same day.  Motion was seconded by Crispin, carried.


An application was received from Deidra Hull for pool personnel.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to hire Deidra Hull at $9.00 per hour on an as needed basis, seconded by Crispin.  Carried.   
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Superintendent Meyer explained the status of several of the properties.
2018 BUDGET:
Clerk Simms advised she has started the 2018 Budget process and listed the items throughout the year the Governing Body had mentioned for her to plan for in 2018.  Simms and Rec Director Jessica Clay relayed the information from the City’s auditors, Adams Brown Beran & Ball PC.  They had suggested the City allow the Rec to have their own fund instead of existing as a department under the General fund.  In order to achieve this, the City would need to adopt a Charter Ordinance before the end of the year.  Crispin 
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moved that Attorney Metz draft a Charter Ordinance for the next meeting, allowing for the Rec to have an independent fund, seconded by Keever.  Also, regarding the $18,000 that was moved from the Rec fund to 

the Equipment Reserve fund, the only way to move the money back to the Rec would be by Resolution.  Keever moved that Metz draft a Resolution to return the $18,000 from the Equipment Reserve fund to the Rec fund.  Motion was seconded by Crispin, carried.   
ADVANCE INS. RENEWAL:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Crispin, the Advance Insurance renewal, effective August 1, 2017, was approved.  Feldkamp abstained.
INCLEMENT WEATHER:
Simms explained that since the installation of the security system at City Hall it was not a feasible place for a storm shelter for the RV park residents.  Sheriff Weigel had let Simms know that the Lincoln County Hospital basement was the new location.  
COLLECTIONS:
Clerk Simms presented an agreement with Collection Bureau of Kansas, Inc. a company that would assist in collecting bad debts stating several cities and counties are using the company.  Simms said they work hand in hand with the State Setoff Program for the entities they represent.  They do retain 30% of what they collect on the cities behalf.  Simms suggested that the Governing Body consider revising the current Ordinance that adds a 25% administrative fee to 30%.  Feldkamp moved for Simms to sign the agreement on the city’s behalf.  Motion was seconded by Larsen, carried.
EMPLOYMENT:
Superintendent Meyer requested permission to advertise for a full time Maintenance worker.  Simms was instructed to advertise in the Lincoln Sentinel, on the city’s website and on Live Lincoln County website.

POWER PLANT ENGINE:
Meyer updated the Governing Body on the progress of the Power Plant Project.  He said the old engine should be removed by June 23rd and the new engine was set for delivery on June 26th.  Meyer also informed the Governing Body that Treb Construction, Inc. has made great progress on the Radiator Shed.  
PRIDE:
Councilmember Feldkamp relayed that the Pride Committee had been awarded the Dane Hansen Foundation grant for the benches on Lincoln Avenue and a flower pot at City Hall. 

CAMPERS:
Councilmember Larsen questioned if Jared Spear had been notified of his violation of the City Code specifically Ordinance No. 706, regarding the campers on Lincoln Avenue.   Clerk Simms was instructed to send a letter informing him of his violation. 

STREET REPAIRS:
Attorney Metz was instructed to send a letter to Kinder Morgan regarding the damage to Lincoln Avenue, from the project that is based at 601 W Lincoln Avenue, due to the heavy truck traffic. 

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:16 p.m.
