Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee K. Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Official present:  Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  
VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kelly Larson, Robert White, Jyll Phillips, Terry Broberg, Danielle Hollingshead, Mike Weigel and Dustin Florence.  
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.  
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Feldkamp, Minutes of the June 10, 2019, meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 19-06, for June wages and salaries in the amount of $70,206.71, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in June totaled $28,000.82, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $103,898.24.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $131,899.06, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of eight (8) delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,303.72.
VACANT LOT USE:
Terry Broberg, representing the Lincoln Methodist Church, requested the use of the two vacant lots on Elm Street for at least two months during the stain glass window project.  Broberg said they would mow and maintain the lots during the span of use.  Keever moved to allow the Methodist Church to use the lots requested with the understanding they would mow and backfill any ruts that are left on the property from the equipment.  Motion was seconded by Zsuzsics.  Carried. 
2018 AUDIT REPORT:
Danielle Hollingshead reviewed the City of Lincoln Center Financial Statements for the year ending December 31, 2018 with the Governing Body.  She thanked the City management and staff for its cooperation with the audit process.  She then reviewed the “City of Lincoln Center’s Primary Government Financial Statement with Independent Auditor’s Report” document, making note of any significant changes.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, to approve and accept the 2018 Audit Report and Financial Statements, as presented.  Motion carried.

TRAFFIC CONTROL:
Councilmember Keever asked Sheriff Weigel and Undersheriff Florence if it would be a problem to remove the East and West Stop signs on College Avenue at Fourth Street.  Weigel said the South sign on Fourth Street needed to remain at the intersection.  Law Enforcement agreed to make a commitment to watch traffic on College Avenue.  After discussion, Keever moved to remove the East and West Stop Signs on College Avenue and install two Speed Limit 30 signs where Superintendent deems is necessary.  Crispin amended Keever’s motion, to add a sign to the South Stop Sign Pole saying “Cross Traffic Does Not Stop”, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.  
HISTORIC DESIGNATIONS:
Lincoln County Economic Development Director Kelly Larson updated the Governing Body on the Historic Designation Boundaries Project.  Larson presented a breakdown of the expenses per project and how she intends on funding the project to the next stage.  Larson requested $1343 from the City for Lincoln’s remaining portion.  After discussion, Crispin moved to approve the request of $1343 for the Historic Designation Boundaries Project, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.     
POST ROCK FESTIVAL:
Councilmember Crispin moved to allow the Post Rock Festival use of the City Park & Municipal Pool for the activities on August 31st, seconded by Larsen.  Feldkamp abstained.

2020 BUDGET:
A public hearing was set for August 12, 2019, at 8:00 p.m., for the purpose of hearing and answering objections of taxpayers relating to the proposed use of funds and the amount of ad valorem tax in the 2020 Budget.  Clerk Hillegeist stated the budget notice would have to be published by August 2, 2019, making it necessary to complete the budget summary for the paper by July 26, 2019.  
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NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Clerk Hillegeist relayed that Superintendent Meyer reported that the nuisance letters regarding cars have motivated some to act on the abatement.
RYAN TRUST LAND:
Clerk Hillegeist notified the Governing Body that the contract had been completed, signed by the Mayor and the official closing will be July 22nd. 

GIS PROGRAMS:
Clerk Hillegeist explained to the Governing Body that she is currently researching different Geographic Information System (GIS) Programs.   Hillegeist explained that the City now has digital mapping on the water and electric infrastructure but no program to view or update the information.  Hillegeist explained one of the companies has offered a bid to digitally map the city sewer mains.  Hillegeist will continue searching for different companies and ask them to present to the Council in the near future.  
ENGINE #5:
Damage reports to the #5 Superior Engine are not yet completed at this time.  
WATER PLANT DEMO:
Mayor Schwerdtfager reported he had made contact with Jimmy Shelby, owner of S&S Farms and Excavating LLC, regarding the bid for demolition of the old water plant.  Shelby assured the Mayor the project would be completed by the end of July.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:58 p.m.
