Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson, Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  

VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Erica Seibert, Nikki Flinn, Keegan Bailey and Kelly Gourley.  
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.   
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, Minutes of the June 14, 2021, meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-06, for June wages and salaries in the amount of $77,973.87, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in June totaled $4,539.50, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $108,400.86.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Keever, all said invoices in the amount of $112,940.36, were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of five (5) delinquent utility accounts totaling $677.14.
MUNICIPAL POOL USE:
USD298 LJSHS Principal, Nikki Flinn asked if USD298 could use the Municipal Pool the first 15 days of school.  Larsen moved to authorize USD298 to use the Municipal Pool for physical education classes for 15 days after the pool closes to the public, from August 16th to September 3rd with USD298 responsible for the sanitizing of surfaces at the pool.  Motion was seconded by Corpstein, carried.  

COMM REHAB CDBG:
Kelly Gourley, Prairie State Properties LLC, relayed to the Governing Body that it was recommended by Bruce McMillian AIA Architects, P.A., after conversations with Department of Commerce to reject the bid that was received for $536,000.00 from Trinium Inc., at the rebid held on June 9, 2021.  Feldkamp moved to reject the bid received from Trinium Inc. that was received on June 9th.  Motion was seconded by Larsen, carried.  Gourley requested that the city apply for a 6-month extension for the CDBG Project 20-CR-003 in anticipation of construction price decreases.  Feldkamp moved to approve submitting a 6-month time extension request to the Kansas Department of Commerce for CDBG Project 20-CR-003.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.
HOUSING REHAB CDBG:
Housing Director Keegan Bailey, North Central Regional Planning Commission (NCRPC) presented the Governing Body with four different options for a “target area” for the Housing Demolition and Rehabilitation Grant application from the results of the pre-applications that were turned in.  Each of the options focus on the highest concentration of dilapidated houses.  Bailey explained the grant application is due by the end of August and requires a $3,000 city match.  The consensus of the Governing Body was “Option A,” the area is starting on East South Street to South 4th Street to West Lost Street to North 1st Street, South to East Elm Street and West to the city limits.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to approve “Option A” for the target area for the grant application, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.
SPEC EVENT ORD #732: 
City Attorney Norris presented an ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SALE, CONSUMPTION, AND POSSESSION OF ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR AT A
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SPECIFIED LOCATION ON THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY, APPROVING THE CLOSURE OF PUBLIC PROPERTY FOR A SPECIAL EVENT, AND APPROVING THE VETERANS OF FOREIGN WARS POST 7928 75th ANNIVERSRY AS A SPECIAL EVENT, ALL PURSUANT TO K.S.A. 41-719(a) (2).”  Said Ordinance would allow alcoholic liquor to be sold and consumed in the area barricaded off on part of 4th Street from Lincoln Avenue to Court Street during the VFW 75th Anniversary event held on September 18, 2021.  Feldkamp moved to pass said Ordinance, seconded by Keever.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Corpstein, Keever, Larsen, Feldkamp and Johnson.  Nays:  None.  The Ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #732 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the official city newspaper.

2022 RNR HEARING:
A public hearing was set for August 23, 2021, at 7:00 p.m., for the purpose of hearing and answering objections of taxpayers relating to revenue neutral rate and proposed tax rate, as required by 2021 Kansas Senate Bill 13.  
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Attorney Norris reported that Superintendent Meyer had been moving forward with the nuisance properties.  Norris relayed he had researched the City Code and State Statutes on nuisance notices and certified mail.  The City of Lincoln’s code is in compliance with what State Statutes require, the only other option would be delivery by personal service of law enforcement.  Clerk Hillegeist was instructed to call the Sheriff’s Office and see if that would be an option for the city moving forward. 
POOL:
Clerk Hillegeist relayed the last day the pool would be open to the public is August 3, 2021.
FIRE DEPT MUTUAL AIDE:
Clerk Hillegeist notified the Governing Body that she had made contact with Midwest Public Risk (MPR) about Fire Department liability and property coverage on equipment if the equipment is outside of our county.  The coverage would remain if the mutual aide was a written agreement between the parties.
ARPA FUNDS:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that the city had received $89,582.75 from the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding.  The city is scheduled to receive the other half in 2022.  The funds are restricted to water, wastewater or broadband infrastructure only.  Hillegeist suggested the city could use the funds on the current water distribution project.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:33 p.m.
