Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Melodee K. Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kelly Larson, Bob White, Shari Pittenger, Sammi Wright, Ramon Gil Jr., Jyll Phillips, Norman Hope, David O’Dell, Doug McKinney, Nichole McDaniel, Jake Cross, Ben Knight and Terry Finch.  
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
One item was added to the agenda regarding Shari Pittenger on behalf of USD298 requesting to use the municipal pool.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, Minutes of the June 8, 2015, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 15-06, for June wages and salaries in the amount of $58,765.04, was presented.  A motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in June totaled $126,985.66, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $196,637.03.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices in the amount of $323,622.69, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of eight (8) delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,377.11.
COUNCIL VACANCY:
Mayor Schwerdtfager provided a name of an individual who had expressed interest in serving on the City Council.  After discussion, Crispin moved to appoint Elijah Keever, to fill the unexpired term of Nikki Flinn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried, 4-0.

POOL/USD 298 USE:
Shari Pittenger, USD 298 Physical Education instructor, asked for permission to use the municipal pool for PE classes from August 14th through September 4th.  There were no objections as long as the school took care of cleaning and maintenance. 

TENT:
Ramon Gil Jr. asked the Governing Body for permission to build a 30W x 15H x 40L framed tent shed to park his RV in for storage.  After discussion, Gil was instructed to make contact with Superintendent Meyer to verify the area is clear of underground utilities and to obtain a building permit at City Hall prior to construction.
CHILD @ PLAY SIGN:
Jake Cross requested permission to install a “Child @ Play” Sign on Yauger Street between 1st Street and Orange Avenue.  After a short discussion, Cross was approved to install the sign at his own expense and directed to contact Meyer prior to installing the sign.
SIDEWALK:
After a lengthy discussion, Crispin moved that Ben Knight replace the sidewalk at 315 W Yauger with cement and pour it four feet wide, four inches thick, wire mesh and make cuts every four feet, within thirty days.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

HEART HAND HOMES FUND:
Lincoln County Economic Development Director, Kelly Larson, relayed to the Governing Body that the Heart Hand Homes Fund has $16,000 that they plan to distribute between Beverly, Barnard, Sylvan Grove & Lincoln.  She urged the Council to start thinking of a housing project to apply the funds to.  
2014 AUDIT REPORT:
Norm Hope, representing David A. O’Dell, C.P.A. presented City of Lincoln Center Financial Statements for the year ending December 31, 2014.  He first thanked the City management and staff for its cooperation with the audit process and remarked it was a smooth transition, even though there was a management change.  He then reviewed the “Report to City Council on Independent Audit” document, page by page, making note of any significant changes.  He explained how a large capital 
project loss and certain operating costs have contributed to the decline in cash reserves, and provided 
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a multi-year graph of business funds outlining profit/loss history.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, to approve and accept the 2014 Audit Report and Financial Statements, as presented.  Motion carried.


David A. O’Dell, C.P.A. explained the $700 increase in the bill that was submitted was due to the capital project loss and litigation, the major management change also was a contributing factor.
CDBG WATER/SEWER:
Doug McKinney, North Central Regional Planning Commission Executive Director, reported that the 2016 CDBG Water and Sewer System grant applications are due by September 30th.  With the deadlines rapidly approaching he urged the Governing Body to get a cost estimate and determine at the August meeting if they wish to proceed.  Crispin moved for Superintendent Meyer to contact Schwab Eaton to get a project cost estimate prepared for the August meeting.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  

POST ROCK FESTIVAL:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked if Post Rock Festival could use the City Park & Municipal Pool for the activities on September 5th.

POOL SLIDE:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported she had researched new pool slide prices from multiple companies and Recreonics, Inc. was the lowest in price for the slides.  She visited with the managers at the pool to get an idea of what they thought would get the most patron use and got quotes for two different slides.  The cheapest spiral slide was $13,184.58 with freight and the quote is valid for thirty days.  After some discussion, Crispin moved to table the decision until later in the year.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

ALLEY: 
Councilmember Crispin relayed that the County had inquired about removing the barricades from the alley by the hospital that had been there since the construction project.  The alley has not been officially closed.  The County agreed to perform the necessary work to repair the alley.  Crispin moved to approve the County to contact Superintendent Meyer and to do the repair, seconded by Feldkamp.  Carried.
2016 BUDGET:
A public hearing was set for August 10, 2015, at 8:00 p.m., for the purpose of hearing and answering objections of taxpayers relating to the proposed use of funds and the amount of ad valorem tax in the 2016 Budget.  Clerk Simms said the budget notice would have to be published by July 30, 2015, making it necessary to complete the budget summary for the paper by July 24, 2015.  Any budget items would need to be provided as soon as possible.

NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Attorney Metz relayed that Superintendent Meyer has been working on another round of nuisance properties.  Councilmember Feldkamp and Clerk Simms both reported receiving multiple calls from residents regarding notices they received from Meyer regarding grass clippings in the street.  Metz suggested putting the notice in the paper again as some residents may not be aware of the Ordinance.  Simms explained a copy of the Ordinance is posted in City Hall and the utility bills last month had a notice on them.  Feldkamp thought word of mouth and Facebook were notifying several residents.  It was agreed that it was probably not necessary to put a notice in the newspaper.  
ADVANCE INS. RENEWAL:
Clerk Simms presented the Advance Insurance renewal and explained the current $10,000 policy was no longer available.  The next option is a $25,000 policy that carries an annual increase in cost to the City of $1264.80.  After discussion, a motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, the Advance Insurance renewal, effective August 1, 2015, was approved.

BANK AUTHORIZED SIGNERS:
Clerk Simms informed the Governing Body that The Bank of Tescott and Citizens State Bank signature cards need to have some changes to the authorized signers on multiple accounts.  Feldkamp moved to approve Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager, Treasurer Galen L. Liggett, Clerk Heather N. Simms and President of the Council, Jack D. Crispin Jr. as the City of Lincoln Center’s official authorized signers on all banking accounts at both banking institutions,  seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.  
RV PARK:
Councilmember Larsen questioned the status of the RV Park on Lincoln Avenue.  Clerk Simms relayed that Superintendent Meyer reported the issue had been resolved.  
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ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:21 p.m.
