Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m.  In the absence of Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager, President of the Council Jack D. Crispin, Jr., presided.  Other Councilmembers present:   Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Shari Pittenger, Sammi Wright, Jyll Phillips, Bob White, Doug McKinney and Mike Schmaderer. 
AGENDA AMENDMENT:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda. 

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the July 11, 2016, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 16-07, for July wages and salaries in the amount of $56,461.92, was presented.   A motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Keever, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.   Invoices prepaid in July totaled $73,049.52, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $94,090.14.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Keever, all invoices in the amount of $167,139.66 were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nine (9) delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,679.46.
MUNICIPAL POOL:
USD 298 was authorized to use the Municipal Pool for physical education classes for 11 days after the pool closes to the public, from August 19th to September 2nd.  

POOL RE-CAP:
Pool Managers Shari Pittenger and Sammi Wright provided a wrap-up of the 2016 Pool Season, indicating it had been a good summer with few complaints.  They reported that the pool had one incident and provided a list of maintenance and equipment suggestions for 2017.  
PRIDE PROJECT:
Councilmember Feldkamp explained that the Pride Committee is planning for future projects and would like to beautify City Hall.  Feldkamp said they are working on a final plan design; a water fountain is being donated.  After discussion, the Governing Body was in favor of the project but, suggested Feldkamp get more details and asks Superintendent Meyer about access to electricity if needed.
FIRST IMPRESSIONS:
Councilmember Feldkamp relayed that she was part of the group “secret shoppers” that visited another community as part of the First Impression Program.  She said Nadine Sigle, Extension Associate K-State Research & Extension has a “town hall meeting” scheduled for 7 p.m. September 7th at the Finch Theatre, to give the report on the City of Lincoln’s visit.  Feldkamp urged as many people as possible to attend the event.  She said that a notice of the event would be published in the Lincoln Sentinel. 
2017 BUDGET:
Crispin, President of the Council opened a public hearing, for the purpose of hearing and answering comments regarding the proposed 2017 Budget.   No objections or comments were received from the public.   Crispin then closed the budget hearing.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, to approve and adopt the Budget for the year 2017.  Motion carried.

ENGINE GRANT:
Superintendent Meyer relayed that the environmental review was completed.  A notice will be published in the Lincoln Sentinel for the 7 day public comment period to start August 11th through August 18th.  The review requested that the city apply for an air quality permit for the engine.  Mike Schmaderer, Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. explained he will have the specifications ready for the Governing Body to make a decision on which engine they want to proceed with for the Power Plant.  The engine must be selected prior to applying for the air quality permit.  After discussion, there are three possible options for the City; a Tier 2 or Tier 4 diesel unit or a natural gas unit.   
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RADIATOR SHED:
Superintendent Meyer asked the Governing Body to consider allowing Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. to draw up the specifications or plans for a new radiator shed.  There followed a motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, to approve Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. for engineering on the project.  Motion carried.

EQUIPMENT PURCHASE:
Superintendent Meyer informed the Governing Body that the City bought a Raygo Drum Roller off Purple Wave, Inc. for $5170 which included the auction fee.  Meyer said the crew has performed regular maintenance and it appears to be ready for street repairs. 

NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Attorney Metz discussed the properties that are in the court process and introduced a resolution for nuisance abatement for them to review.  The resolution would allow the City to alleviate the conditions and pass the cost on to the owners of the property.  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution No. 16-05 entitled, “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ABATEMENT OF NUISANCE.”  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.


Councilmember Keever asked Superintendent Meyer to check on a property for a nuisance violation.  Attorney Metz suggested that the City should start to focus more on inoperable vehicles in the future as there have become an increasing number of them recently.
TRANSITION PLAN:
Attorney Metz reported he had a phone conference with Travis Snider, USDA Rural Development Business Program Specialist about the request for a transition plan for City Hall.  Clerk Simms and Superintendent Meyer were instructed to put together responses for the ADA Transition Plan.  The response is due by September 1st. 
UTILITY RESERVE:
Clerk Simms explained she budgeted to transfer money from the light, water and sewer funds to Utility Reserve Funds in 2017, as the auditors suggested.  However, to do this the City would need to establish Utility Reserve Funds.  Attorney Metz was asked to write up an Ordinance to establish the Utility Reserve Funds for the next meeting.   
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:13 p.m.
