
Council Meeting                                                                                                    August 9, 2021

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Erica Seibert, Kelly Gourley, Terry Broberg, Jeannie Jorgensen, Keegan Bailey and Bob Berthelson. 
AGENDA AMENDMENT:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Corpstein, Minutes of the July 12, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-07, for July wages and salaries in the amount of $69,179.61, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.   Invoices prepaid in July totaled $51,104.60, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $137,680.39.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, all invoices in the amount of $188,784.99 were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCNTS.
The Governing Body reviewed a list of five (5) delinquent utility accounts totaling $665.28.
LAWN COMPLAINT:
Jeannie Jorgensen explained to the Governing Body that the weeds and grass had not be mowed on her side of her neighbors fence.  After discussion, she was encouraged to mow the area on her side.  
VACANT LOT USE:
Terry Broberg, representing the Lincoln Methodist Church, requested the use of the two vacant lots on Elm Street on September 4, 2021 for parking during the 150-year celebration and ice cream social at the church.  Larsen moved to allow the Methodist Church to use the lots requested with the understanding that if it rains to be careful not to leave ruts.  Motion was seconded by Corpstein.  Carried.
HOUSING:
Bob Berthelson proposed a plan to the Governing Body for a housing opportunity on the Sheppard Addition “free lots.”   After discussion, Attorney Norris was asked to draft a notice to be published in the newspaper and online to notify the public the city is accepting development proposals on the free lots.  Keever moved to set the deadline for the letter of interest at 30 days from the date of publication and the development proposals at 60 days.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  
CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the CDBG Grant program, housing rehabilitation and demolition.  The project area will be bounded at the intersection of South and 4th Street then proceeding on South Street going East to the City Limits, going North to Elm Street, going West to 1st Street, going North to Lost Street, going West to 4th Street, back South to point of beginning.  The project includes eight (8) rehabs and five (5) demolitions.  The estimated project cost is 
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$315,250; with the block grant request for $300,000 and local match commitment at $15,250.  Positive public comments were received.
RESOLUTION #21-02:
Resolution No. 21-02 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY TO APPLY FOR THE KANSAS SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR/COMMISSIONER TO SIGN AND SUBMIT SUCH AN APPLICATION.”  Keever moved to adopt Resolution 21-02.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  The Mayor and City Clerk were authorized to execute all necessary documents associated with the project.
CDBG HOUSING PROJECT:
Several documents relating to the CDBG Housing Rehabilitation and Demolition Project were introduced.  An Agreement for Administration and Inspection services was received from the North Central Regional Planning Commission (NCRPC).  The total compensation for said services is $28,000; CDBG funds would pay $25,000 and City local funds in the amount of $3,000.  An Asbestos Inspection, Lead Assessment and Lead Clearance Agreement and CDBG Housing Rehabilitation and Demolition Application was also received from NCRPC.  Keever moved to authorize the Mayor and Clerk to execute said Agreements.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

US TOWERS BUILDING:
Larsen moved that the City waive the right of first refusal contained in the deed and real estate contract between the City of Lincoln Center and Bruce Kopitar (US Towers Building) in the interest of Economic Development permitting US Towers to proceed forward with the sale of the building.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.
PERSONNEL:
Clerk Hillegeist notified the Governing Body that Jenny Hillegeist submitted her resignation letter effective August 9, 2021.  The city advertised and with the approval of Mayor Schwerdtfager, Kristin Dail was hired, as an Office Clerk.  Dail will start on August 19, 2021 at the starting wage of $13.25 per hour.  Larsen moved to approve the hiring of the employee, seconded by Corpstein.  Motion carried.

NUISANCE REPORT:
Attorney Norris reviewed the list of nuisance properties with the Governing Body.
PRECONSTRUCTION MTG:
Clerk Hillegeist relayed that a preconstruction meeting is scheduled at City Hall on August 20th at 10 a.m. for the CDBG Water Line Project. 
POOL:
Councilmember Keever asked for Clerk Hillegeist to put pool employee wages on the agenda in February 2022.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
