Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee K. Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Katy Black, Shari Pittenger, Kathy Robertson, Danielle Hollingshead, Adam Boyd, Keith Buttenhoff, Jyll Phillips, Mark Towery, Napanee Towery, Penny Andreson, Nichole McDaniel and Stuart Porter. 
AGENDA AMENDMENT:
City Hall stonework was removed from the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the July 9, 2018, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 18-07, for July wages and salaries in the amount of $68,158.64, was presented.   A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.   Invoices prepaid in July totaled $98,852.17, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $205,372.30.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Crispin, all invoices in the amount of $304,224.47 were approved for payment.  Feldkamp and Keever abstained.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twelve (12) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,004.11.
ACCTS RECEIVABLE
Penny Andreson addressed the Governing Body regarding a bill for water service repair on his property

BILLING:
on Court Street.  After discussion, no changes were made to the accounts receivable bill.
CITY ORDINANCES:
Keith Buttenhoff questioned the Governing Body’s procedure on City Ordinance complaints and or violations.  Buttenhoff admitting being out of compliance with certain Ordinances and was given a chance to present his case to the Governing Body for his public hearing.      
MUNICIPAL POOL:
Keever moved to authorize USD 298 to use the Municipal Pool for physical education classes for 11 days after the pool closes to the public, from August 17th to August 31st.  Motion was seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Larsen abstained.

2018, 2019 & 2020 AUDITS:
Danielle Hollingshead, representing Adams, Brown, Beran & Ball, Chtd. presented the Governing Body with a proposal for audit services for the years ending December 31, 2018, December 31, 2019 and December 31, 2020.  The terms of service were outlined in their letter dated August 13, 2018, and included the audit fees not to exceed $12,680 for 2018, $13,060 for 2019 and $13,450 for 2020.  Hollingshead stated the 2018 amount is the same as 2017 with a 3% increase on the additional years. Crispin moved to approve said audit proposal, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.

2019 BUDGET:
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened a public hearing, for the purpose of hearing and answering comments regarding the proposed 2019 Budget.   No objections or comments were received from the public.   Mayor Schwerdtfager then closed the budget hearing.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, to approve and adopt the Budget for the year 2019.  Motion carried.
2017 AUDIT REPORT:
Danielle Hollingshead reviewed the City of Lincoln Center Financial Statements for the year ending December 31, 2017 with the Governing Body.  She thanked the City management and staff for its cooperation with the audit process.  She then reviewed the “City of Lincoln Center’s Primary Government Financial Statement with Independent Auditor’s Report” document, page by page, making note of any significant changes.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, to approve and accept the 2017 Audit Report and Financial Statements, as presented.  Motion carried.
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CDBG APPLICATION:
Stuart Porter, Schwab-Eaton Consulting Engineer, updated the Governing Body on the status of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Application for the water line project and provided information on additional funding sources.  Porter informed the Governing Body that the total project was 1.2 million with a 50% match required by the City.  After discussion, Crispin moved to pursue the CDBG grant and start the Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE) loan application process.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Porter also relayed that the Kansas Interactive Agency Committee (KIAC) meeting is scheduled for August 14th at 2 p.m. in Hays.  He said Nichole McDaniel, NCRPC, Clerk Hillegeist and himself would be in attendance to represent the City

MEMORIAL BENCH:
Councilmember Feldkamp tabled the item waiting on further information from the family.
LKM VOTING DELEGATES:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that the city needs to select a voting delegate and an alternate to represent the city at the League of Kansas Municipalities annual conference in Topeka, October 6-8th.  Upon a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Councilmember Crispin was selected as the voting delegate and Councilmember Keever agreed to be the alternate for the city’s voting delegates for LKM annual conference.

NUISANCES:
After discussion, Feldkamp moved for Buttenhoff to remove soil under the house, to a depth of 1 foot, properly repair the plumbing, and remove all trash and debris from the premise as shown in the pictures, by Monday, August 20th at 8 a.m. with Mayor Schwerdtfager and Superintendent Meyer’s inspection to be performed at that time.  If the work is not satisfactory, the water service will be suspended.  Motion was seconded by Crispin, carried.   
NUISANCE ABATEMENT:
City Attorney Metz provided a Resolution for abatement of nuisance on the property on West Court Street.  Said resolution would allow the City to alleviate the conditions and pass the cost on to the owner of the property if necessary.  Keever moved to adopt Resolution No. 18-03, entitled, “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ABATEMENT OF NUISANCE.”  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  
Mark Towery explained to the Governing Body that he has hired someone to finish the demolition of the property and plans to have the job completed within the time allotted in the Resolution.
PRIDE PROJECT:
Councilmember Feldkamp thanked the city crew for the installation of the new benches.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
