Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Louis Zsuzsics, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Lori Spear, Doug McKinney, Stuart Porter, Jessica Kobbeman, Kelly Larson, Shari Pittenger, and Debora Zachgo.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the August 12, 2019, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 19-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $63,326.95, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $5,177.65.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $69,415.35.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $74,592.99, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained.

O/S CHECKS:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Crispin, approval was granted to write off three checks, in the amount of $338.51, which have been outstanding for over six months.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of fifteen (15) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,163.69.
LKM VOTING DELEGATES:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that the city needs to select a voting delegate and an alternate to represent the city at the League of Kansas Municipalities annual conference in Overland Park, October 12-14th.  Upon a motion by Keever, seconded by Crispin, Councilmember Feldkamp was selected as the voting delegate and Councilmember Keever agreed to be the alternate for the city’s voting delegates for LKM annual conference.

MIDLAND GIS PROPOSAL:
Erin Allen, Midland GIS Solutions, prepared a proposal for the City regarding Sewer Main Acoustic Testing as requested by the Governing Body.  After discussion, Keever moved to table the matter until a future date, seconded by Crispin.   
WEST BALL FIELD REPAIRS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager welcomed members of the Recreation Board and asked what plans they had regarding West Ball Field repairs in the foreseeable future.  The board explained they are planning to apply for a grant to hire an engineer for design and drainage issues at the West Ball Field.  After discussion, Mayor Schwerdtfager agreed to make contact with the Jensen family to explain the circumstance on waiting to build the memorial.  Hillegeist was instructed to put West Ball Field on the agenda for the October meeting.  The Recreation board agreed to keep the Council posted with updates on the project as well. 
CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the 2020 CDBG Grant program, to improve their water distribution system.  The project details include; installing approximately 23,040 lineal feet of new PVC water mains, 36 valves, 25 fire hydrants, 240 service connections, 80 water meters with pit, 47 connections to existing waterline, 160 ¾ inch HDPE service lines, 5,930 square yards of street repair and associated appurtenances.  The estimated project cost is $1,205,961; with the block grant request for $600,000 and local match commitment at $605,961.  Positive public comments were received.

CDBG WATER PROJECT:
Several documents relating to the CDBG Water Supply Project were introduced.  An Agreement for
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Administration services was received from the North Central Regional Planning Commission.  The total compensation for said services is $22,000; CDBG funds would pay $20,000 and City local funds 

in the amount of $2,000.  Feldkamp moved to authorize the Mayor and Clerk to execute said Agreement.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.

RESOLUTION #19-04:
Resolution No. 19-04 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY TO APPLY FOR THE 2020 KANSAS SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR/COMMISSIONER TO SIGN AND SUBMIT SUCH AN APPLICATION.”  Crispin moved to adopt Resolution 19-04.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  The Mayor and City Clerk were authorized to execute all necessary documents associated with the project.

RESOLUTION #19-05:
Resolution No. 19-05 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION ASSURING THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE THAT FUNDS WILL BE CONTINUALLY PROVIDED FOR THE OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM TO BE FINANCED WITH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS.”  After discussion of annual operations and maintenance costs of the water distribution system improvements are anticipated to be approximately $80,000, Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 19-05.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  

GAAP WAIVER RES. #19-06:
Resolution No. 19-06, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2019.      Keever moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Crispin.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION #19-07:
Resolution No. 19-07, entitled “RESOLUTION SETTING HEARING ON REPORT OF FINDINGS,” was presented.  Said Resolution pursuant to section 4-605 of Article 6 of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center, sets a hearing date of October 28, 2019 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall, 153 W. Lincoln Ave., Lincoln, Kansas, for the owner, owner’s agent, any lienholder of records and any occupant of the structure to appear and show cause why the structure should not be condemned and ordered repaired or demolished.  Resolution No. 19-07 is addressing the property at 126 W. Lincoln Avenue.  After discussion, Crispin moved to adopt Resolution 19-07, seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
RESOLUTION #19-08:
Resolution No. 19-08, entitled “RESOLUTION SETTING HEARING ON REPORT OF FINDINGS,” was presented.  Said Resolution pursuant to section 4-605 of Article 6 of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center, sets a hearing date of October 28, 2019 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall, 153 W. Lincoln Ave., Lincoln, Kansas, for the owner, owner’s agent, any lienholder of records and any occupant of the structure to appear and show cause why the structure should not be condemned and ordered repaired or demolished.  Resolution No. 19-08 is addressing the property at 132 W. Lincoln Avenue.  After discussion, Crispin moved to adopt Resolution 19-08.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.

RESOLUTION #19-09:
Resolution No. 19-09, entitled “RESOLUTION SETTING HEARING ON REPORT OF FINDINGS,” was presented.  Said Resolution pursuant to section 4-605 of Article 6 of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center, sets a hearing date of October 28, 2019 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall, 153 W. Lincoln Ave., Lincoln, Kansas, for the owner, owner’s agent, any lienholder of records and any occupant of the structure to appear and show cause why the structure should not be condemned and ordered repaired or demolished.  Resolution No. 19-09 is addressing the property at 136 W. Lincoln Avenue.  After discussion, Crispin moved to adopt Resolution 19-09, seconded by Feldkamp, carried.

NUISANCE REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Superintendent Meyer reported on some of the properties on the list.  After discussion, Attorney Metz was instructed to move forward with the abatement process on the first round of abandoned vehicle notices sent with no response. 
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ACCTS RECEIVABLE:
Clerk Hillegeist requested direction from the Governing Body regarding Accounts Receivable (AR) bills for service repairs and payment arrangements.  After discussion, Hillegeist was instructed as follows; try to collect the bills in one lump sum, if someone asked to make payments the bill should be divided by 12 months with that monthly amount collected each month until bill is paid in full.  Failure to make any of the monthly payments or have the bill paid within 12 months of issue date, will result in being placed on the County property tax role.  Hillegeist was instructed to certify any bills outstanding to County and send notice to anyone who may fit the situation described.  
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
