
Council Meeting                                                                                                             September 10, 2018

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Louis Zsuzsics, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Jim Weber, Doug McKinney, Stuart Porter, Adam Boyd, Shari Pittenger, David Gerstmann, Brenda White, Steve Koch, Kelly Larson, Kathy Robertson, Jeanna Eckhart, Christi Walter and Monty Breneman.
RECONVENE:
The City Council meeting at City Hall was reconvened to the Lincoln County Safety Center located at 102 N 6th Street at 7:45 p.m. on September 10, 2018.

AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the August 13, 2018, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 18-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $63,128.87, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $1,724.19.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $55,393.22.  Upon motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $57,117.41, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of thirteen (13) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,818.11.
LAND DONATION:
Jim Weber approached the Governing Body with a proposal to donate two lots south of his residence at 923 N 5th for the purpose of a smally park.  The land donation is contingent on park equipment being placed on the lots.  The matter was tabled until the October meeting allowing the Governing Body to look at the property.  
USD 298 STORM SHELTER
Board Vice President Monty Breneman, LJSHS Principal Christi Walter and Superintendent Kathy 
PRESENTATION:
Robertson presented the Governing Body with a proposal of a community storm shelter.  USD 298 has been awarded a $613,830 FEMA grant for the project.  The grant requires a $206,170 match and USD 298 is asking for a financial commitment from the city to help secure the funds necessary.  After discussion, Keever moved to table the discussion and set a special meeting for September 24, 2018 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall for the purpose of establishing the amount of funds the City will be able to contribute.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  
ENGINEERING AGREEMENT:
Stuart Porter, Schwab-Eaton, presented an Agreement for engineering
 services in connection with the 2019 CDBG grant project.  The agreement is contingent on the City’s project being funded.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, to approve said Agreement.  Motion carried.

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the 2019 CDBG Grant program, to improve their water distribution system.  The project details include; installing approximately 23,040 lineal feet of new PVC water mains, 36 valves, 25 fire hydrants, 240 service connections, 80 water meters with pit, 47 connections to existing waterline, 160 ¾ inch HDPE service lines, 5,930 square yards of street repair and associated appurtenances.  The estimated project cost is $1,205,961; with the block grant request for $600,000 and local match commitment at $605,961.  Positive public comments were received.
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CDBG WATER PROJECT:
Several documents relating to the CDBG Water Supply Project were introduced.  An Agreement for Administration services was received from the North Central Regional Planning Commission.  The total compensation for said services is $22,000.00; CDBG funds would pay $20,000.00 and City local funds 
in the amount of $2,000.00.  Feldkamp moved to authorize the Mayor and Clerk to execute said Agreement.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.

RESOLUTION # 18-04:
Resolution No. 18-04 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY TO APPLY FOR THE 2019 KANSAS SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR/COMMISSIONER TO SIGN AND SUBMIT SUCH AN APPLICATION.”  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 18-04.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  The Mayor and City Clerk were authorized to execute all necessary documents associated with the project.

RESOLUTION # 18-05:
Resolution No. 18-05 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION ASSURING THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE THAT FUNDS WILL BE CONTINUALLY PROVIDED FOR THE OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM TO BE FINANCED WITH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS.”  After discussion of annual operations and maintenance costs of the water distribution system improvements are anticipated to be approximately $80,000, Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 18-05.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  
GAAP WAIVER RES. 18-06:
Resolution No. 18-06, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2018.      Keever moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.

MEMORIAL BENCHES:
Councilmember Feldkamp relayed Robert Zachgo family’s request to purchase two 6 foot memorial benches made out of recycled tires for the city park with the memorial money received.  One bench was requested to be placed near the playground equipment and the other on the west end of the park.  Feldkamp moved for the city to install the benches with Superintendent Meyer’s final approval of placement, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried. 

NUISANCE REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Superintendent Meyer reported on some of the properties on the list.  After discussion, Feldkamp questioned the status of the property on Court Street.  Meyer was instructed to make contact and inform the owner the city will follow up with the abatement process and assess the fees on the property taxes. 
PERSONNEL:
Superintendent Meyer presented two 6 month evaluation forms for review by the Governing Body. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:58 p.m., Keever moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Hillegeist, and City Superintendent Meyer, for a period of ten (10) minutes, to give an update on employee  status  pursuant to personnel matters of nonelected personnel exception, K.S.A 75-4319(b)(1).  The open meeting will resume at the Safety Center at 9:08 p.m.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 9:09 p.m., Keever moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Hillegeist, and City Superintendent Meyer, for a period of sixteen (16) minutes, to give an update on employee  status  pursuant to personnel matters of nonelected personnel exception, K.S.A 75-4319(b)(1).  
The open meeting will resume at the Safety Center at 9:25 p.m.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
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PERSONNEL:
Superintendent Meyer reported Roderick Tromble and Thomas Shirley had successfully completed their 6-month training period and made recommendation that they receive a $1/hour increase in pay.  Keever

moved to grant Tromble and Shirley a $1/hour pay increase and the benefits associated with “full-time” employees, effective with the September, 2018 payroll.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.


Clerk Hillegeist was asked to put new hires on the October agenda.

SOFTWARE TRAINING:
Clerk Hillegeist asked the Governing Body to allow for Computer Information Concepts (CIC) to come on site for training on Centralized Cashiering and Account Receivable so all of the accounting would be automated through the computer software.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to accept the proposal from CIC for $3,625 for training, enhancement updates and travel.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
PIPELINE R-O-W:
Councilmember Keever questioned if Kinder Morgan had made any contact regarding the right-of-way at the airport.  Attorney Metz stated he has not been contacted but he will do some research and report at the October meeting.
AIRPORT:
Clerk Hillegeist was asked to put Airport on the October agenda.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:44 p.m.
