Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m.  In the absence of Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager, President of the Council Jack D. Crispin, Jr., presided.  Other Councilmembers present:   Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever and Melodee Larsen. Councilmember absent:  Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Official present:   Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Mike Schmaderer, Nichole McDaniel, Gaylene Zier-Ryan, Carly Errebo, and Kelly Larson. 
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the August 8, 2016, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 16-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $88,559.52, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $96,162.03.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $119,613.84.  Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $215,775.87, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of eight (8) delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,843.12.  
LIVE HEALTHY:
Gaylene Zier-Ryan, representing Live Healthy Lincoln County presented a final report of the findings from the surveys that were collected in the spring.  Sidewalks or lack thereof seemed to be a priority to the residents.  Zier-Ryan reminded the Governing Body that the grant funding they received was just for the planning and design, not the actual construction.  There had been a couple of grants applied for and the engineering had been completed for the “Safe Routes to School.”  Zier-Ryan requested permission from the Governing Body to form a subcommittee that would seek out funding for the construction of sidewalks.  Following a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Keever, to allow Live Healthy Lincoln County to form a subcommittee that would focus on locating funding.
COMMUNITY CLEAN-UP:
Carly Errebo reported to the Governing Body that only one house was demolished this year.  The group has been approached about a fall city wide cleanup.  After discussion, it was agreed the city would have a cleanup this fall.  The date will be set at the October Council Meeting.  
CITY HALL MAINT: 
Superintendent Meyer informed the Governing Body that he and Mayor Schwerdtfager have been discussing the stone work that needs to be done on City Hall in the very near future.  He also pointed out the torn window screens, the fire escape issues, damaged soffit and guttering that all need addressed.  Meyer suggested the matter be addressed next meeting when the Mayor was available for consolation on the necessary stone work.
PRIDE COMMITTEE:
Carly Errebo member of the Pride Committee explained some of the recent projects they had done this spring in the park and some future plans of beautifying City Hall.  It was agreed to wait until the maintenance of City Hall was complete before planting any flowers.

CDBG ENGINE GRANT:
Mike Schmaderer, Mid-States Energy Works, Inc., presented the Governing Body with the “Notice of Request for Proposal of Equipment Supplier for Power Generation System in Lincoln Center, Kansas” the document lists the engine specifications and asks for base equipment and shipping on three different units: EPA Tier II certified unit, EPA Tier IV certified unit and a Natural Gas unit.  Nichole McDaniel, North Central Regional Planning Commission, stated the bid opening must be published 30 days prior to the bid opening.  Feldkamp moved to approve Nichole McDaniel, NCRPC to publish the notice of bid opening in the Lincoln Sentinel Republican on September 22, 2016 with the bid opening on Friday, 
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October 21, 2016 at 1 p.m. at City Hall located at 153 W. Lincoln Avenue and allow Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. to send out the request for proposals to the vendors.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Schmaderer and Superintendent Meyer had met with Kansas Municipal Energy Agency “KMEA” and they have agreed to assist with the engine selection process when the bids are reviewed and will send a letter of recommendation to the Governing Body.  At the November Council meeting a decision on which unit the city wants and at that time the city will begin the bond process with Gilmore and Bell, P.C. 
GAAP WAIVER RES. 16-06:
Resolution No. 16-06, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2016.      Feldkamp moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.

LKM VOTING DELEGATES:
Clerk Simms informed the Governing Body that the city needs to select a voting delegate and an alternate to represent the city at the League of Kansas Municipalities annual conference in Overland Park, October 8-10th.  Upon a motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, Mayor Schwerdtfager was selected as the voting delegate and Councilmember Crispin agreed to be the alternate for the city’s voting delegates for LKM annual conference.
PERSONNEL/POWER PLANT:
Superintendent Meyer notified the Governing Body that he had hired a new employee, Joseph Sommerlund as a Power Plant Operator.  Sommerlund started on August 29, 2016 at a starting wage of $11.50 per hour.
NUISANCE REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Superintendent Meyer reported on some of the properties on the list.  After long discussion, Meyer was asked to check on the status of the abated properties, a property on 5th & North St. and the garages in the alley off Lincoln Avenue.
NEIGHBORHOOD REVIT.:
The Neighborhood Revitalization Plan was discussed.  The current plan expires December 31, 2016.  Following a review of the history and purposes of the Plan, Keever suggested that the city consider lowering the minimum improvements to residential properties to 10% of the assessed value or $10,000 in improvements.  Kelly Larson, Lincoln County Economic Development Director asked if the Governing Body had any objections to changing the time to apply from 60 days to 30 days prior to the start date of construction.  Larson was instructed to check with USD298 and Lincoln County for objections to the changes.  The matter was put on the agenda for October 10, 2016.
HISTORIC PRESERVATION:
Kelly Larson said she had to postpone a workshop she had planned for this fall for Historic Preservation.  The matter was tabled until a later date.
ECO DEVELOPMENT:
Kelly Larson asked the Governing Body if they would be interested in selling some of the industrial park “free land” to the USDA Office.  Their lease is up and they are looking to possibly relocate to the outskirts of town.  She had researched and found out the city could get appraisals done for $1000 on a parcel or two for $1250.  After long discussion, the Governing Body declined the decision to sell property in hopes of a business moving to town that would create jobs. 
FREE LAND:
Kelly Larson relayed that Steve and Krista Cheney are interested in a lot in the housing development.  Their house is due to be complete around November 1st.  The house is 1140 sq. ft. and the covenant restrictions are 1300 sq. ft.  The Governing Body went through the covenants and agreed it says exceptions can be made on a case by case situation.  After long discussion, a motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, the house was approved for the housing development as long as all the other requirements are met. 
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ENGINE INSPECTION:
Superintendent Meyer explained that it is time to get the engine catalysts recertification testing done.  The testing is required every three years and he asked Olsson Associates for a bid.  Meyer stated that it costs about $3000 an engine, total of $11,500.

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:59 p.m.
