
Council Meeting                                                                                              September 13, 2021

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kathie Crispin, Shelbie Ford, Alyssa Behrens, Kim Ellis, Linda Ellis, John W. Ellis, Amanda Johnson, Emily & Eric Wolgamot, Judy Escanc, Sharon Luck, Kelly Gourley and Erica Siebert.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the August 9, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.  Larsen made a motion to approve Minutes of the August 23, 2021 special meeting, seconded by Corpstein.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $67,395.60, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $58,205.95.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $166,848.40.  Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Corpstein, all said invoices in the amount of $225,054.31, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of six (6) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,348.86.
ANIMAL PERMIT HEARING:
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened a hearing to hear comments regarding Eric and Emily Wolgamot’s application for an animal permit for twelve (12) chickens on their property located at 211, 213 and 217 W. Elm Street.  All property owners within 200 feet of the property lines were notified of the hearing as specified by the city code.  Neighbors showed in support and there was no opposition from the public regarding the animal permit.  Mayor Schwerdtfager closed the hearing.  Larsen moved to approved the animal permit with the proper fees paid accordingly.  Motion was seconded by Keever, carried.
LIBRARY DRAINAGE: 
Sharon Luck representing the Carnegie Library asked if the city had any recommendations for the drainage issues at the library.  After discussion, Luck was asked to contact a company regarding the guttering and see if they have any suggestions on how to fix the guttering.  The city will put dirt on the north side to help temporary and trim the down spouts to allow for better drainage.  Luck was encouraged to report back her findings for gutter repairs.  The city agreed to bury the downspouts underground to allow for a permanent drainage system away from the building.   
ARPA FUNDS:
After discussion, Keever moved for the city to use the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds the city receives toward the water line distribution project.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried. 

RESIGNATIONS:
Clerk Hillegeist notified the Governing Body that she had received two resignation letters; Deirdre Mahin effective September 8, 2021 and Thomas Shirley effective September 24, 2021.
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GAAP WAIVER RES. #21-04:
Resolution No. 21-04, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2021.  Keever moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.

HOME RULE
Larsen moved to authorize Mayor Schwerdtfager to sign a Proclamation designating October 
PROCLAMATION;
11, 2021 as “Home Rule Day” in the city of Lincoln Center.  Motion seconded by Corpstein carried.

HEALTH INSURANCE:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that Kansas Municipal Insurance Trust (KMIT) is researching the possibility of offering health insurance to city member’s groups.  The details are in the early planning stages, however that could be an opportunity for the City to offer more affordable health insurance to their employees with a cost savings as well.
LIQUOR/CMB SUNDAY SALES:
After discussion, Attorney Norris was asked to prepare an Ordinance for the October council meeting to extend the hours for Sunday liquor and cereal malt beverage sales to follow the 2021 Kansas liquor law changes.
NUISANCE REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Superintendent Meyer reported he had addressed a couple of complaints regarding campers and the crew has been mowing nuisance properties.  Attorney Norris agreed law enforcement should handle animals in town without said animal permits.
PROPERTY DONATION:
Attorney Norris updated the Governing Body on the status of the property donation.  Norris reported that the agreement had been signed by Lambert Meier and Land Home Title is working on the title insurance and the deed for the City. 

MUNICIPAL COURT:
Attorney Norris requested that the Governing Body consider updating to the current version of the Uniform Public Offense (UPO) and Standard Traffic Ordinance (STO) codes for law enforcement and municipal court annually if possible.  Attorney Norris was asked to prepare the necessary ordinances to adopt the most current version and Clerk Hillegeist was requested to order the necessary books from the League of Municipalities (LKM). 
SEWER MACHINE:
Superintendent Meyer relayed he will have sewer machine proposals for the October council meeting.
POOL:
Councilmember Larsen requested that the city start researching what the cost would be to replace the bathroom panels prior to next season.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Keever moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Johnson, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
