Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Lisa S. Feldkamp, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Mary Andersen, Sharon Luck, Charlene Batchman and Nate Naasz.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:  
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the August 10, 2020, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 20-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $65,075.96, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $51,616.54.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $131,594.92.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, all said invoices in the amount of $183,211.46, were approved for payment.
O/S CHECKS:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, approval was granted to write off four checks, in the amount of $180.57, which have been outstanding for over six months.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of seven (7) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,542.65.
UPSTAIRS USE:
Nate Naasz, Lincoln County Wrestling Club, requested use of City Hall’s upstairs for wrestling practice from November 15, 2020 through March 12, 2021 on Mondays & Fridays from 6 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.  Naasz said there are specific cleaning instructions set by USA Wrestling-Kansas.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to allow Lincoln County Wrestling Club to use the upstairs during the dates stated and to following all suggested cleaning procedures set forth.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Keever moved to allow the Lincoln County Wrestling Club to use the upstairs at no cost, seconded by Larsen.  Carried.    
LIBRARY WINDOW PROJECT: 
Librarian Mary Andersen addressed the Governing Body regarding the window project for which they had recently been awarded a Heritage Trust Fund Grant.  The grant is a reimbursement grant so the library is looking for a way to help pay for the upfront expenses.  The library has secured different funds from various other sources, but is still short $32,063.  The intent was to get an Economic Development loan and they found that was not allowed for libraries.  After research, Roger Basinger, Department of Administration, suggested the library do a lease/purchase agreement for the improvement/materials with a bank.  The lease purchase would have to be between the City of Lincoln and the bank, as the City owns the library.  Andersen had contacted Mitch Obermueller, Bank of Tescott in regards to the project and he said the bank would be able to accommodate the City.  Feldkamp moved for the City to do a lease/purchase agreement with the Bank of Tescott in the amount of $40,000 with 3.25% interest on behalf of the Library for the window project.  Corpstein seconded the motion, carried.

POOL REPAIR BIDS:
After discussion of pool repairs, Keever moved to table the pool paint bids until the pool has been completely tested and fixed.  Motion was seconded by Johnson, carried.  Feldkamp opposed. 
POOL PHONE:
Clerk Hillegeist reported that the city can no longer put the pool phone on vacation to keep the number for the next season.  The options available now are to pay a monthly bill of $53.95 or disconnect the service and receive a new phone number every year.  After discussion, Hillegeist was instructed to contact Eagle Communications to discuss voice over IP (VOIP) as an option for the pool phone and report findings to the Governing Body at the October meeting.  
LKM VOTING DELEGATES:
Clerk Hillegeist informed the Governing Body that the city needs to select a voting delegate and an alternate to represent the city at the League of Kansas Municipalities annual conference held virtually this year, October 13-16th.  Upon a motion by Larsen, seconded by Johnson, Councilmember Feldkamp was selected as the voting delegate and Councilmember Keever agreed to be the alternate for the city’s voting delegates for LKM annual conference.
GAAP WAIVER RES. #20-06:
Resolution No. 20-06, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2020.      Keever moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried.

HAZ. MIT. RES. #20-07:
Resolution No. 20-07, a Resolution to adopt the Lincoln County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan as the City of Lincoln Center’s Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, was introduced.  Larsen moved to adopt Resolution No. 20-07.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.

NUISANCE REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nuisance properties.  Attorney Metz said he would get with Superintendent Meyer to update the status of the list and move forward as necessary.
PAYROLL TAX DEFERRAL:
Clerk Hillegeist explained the League of Kansas Municipalities interpretation of the US Treasury Guidance that was released about the Presidential Memorandum deferring tax obligations due to the ongoing Covid 19 pandemic.  After discussion, Larsen moved to continue to withhold social security tax from the employee’s payroll checks and disregard the temporary deferment.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  
 
ESSENTIAL EMPLOYEES:
After discussion, the Governing Body agreed that the city employees are essential workers and can be exempt from the Covid-19 Emergency Paid Sick Leave and Emergency Family and Medical Leave Act.  Keever moved to table the discussion and take consideration later if the need arises, seconded by Larsen.  Motion carried. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:40 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session pursuant to the non-elected personnel exception, K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(1), with City Attorney Metz and Clerk Hillegeist, in order to discuss a performance matter involving a city employee, for a period of fifteen (15) minutes.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 8:55 p.m.
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EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:57 p.m., Larsen moved to enter into executive session pursuant to the non-elected personnel exception, K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(1), with City Attorney Metz and Clerk Hillegeist, in order to discuss a performance matter involving a city employee, for a period of ten (10) minutes.  Motion seconded by Keever, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 9:07 p.m.
PERSONNEL:
After discussion of job descriptions for specific positions, it was suggested that instead of the Governing Body making the draft, that each employee write down what they deem their job description is.  This process is to be on company time with a meeting to be held with their immediate supervisor to discuss the findings.  Keever moved for all city employees to begin the process of writing job descriptions for all current staff at their highest skill level individually, with rough drafts available for the October meeting.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:16 p.m.
