City Hall Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever, and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also, present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.  
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Morgan Nitsch, Susan & Kirk Wollesen, Toni Nelson, Stuart Porter, Jeri Meyer, Cindy Etriken, Scott Day and Michael Pickering.

AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
Chamber Business Boo was added to the agenda.

MINUTES:
Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the September 13, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.  
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $56,750.41, was presented.  A motion by Larsen, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $2,441.16, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $200,297.70.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, all invoices, in the amount of $202,738.86, were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of six (6) delinquent utility accounts totaling $906.91.  
CHAMBER BUSINESS BOO:
Chamber Board member Toni Nelson asked the Governing Body for permission to block Lincoln Avenue from 3rd Street to the Rec Building, on North 4th and 5th to the alley as have been done in past years on October 28, 2021 from 5 p.m. to 6 p.m.  Nelson said they would have an alternate plan if necessary due to the waterline project.  Larsen moved to approve the request, seconded by Corpstein.  
ANIMAL PERMIT HEARING:
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened a hearing to hear comments regarding Morgan Nitsch/USD298’s application for an animal permit for fifteen (15) chickens on the schools property located at 701 E. North Street.  All property owners within 200 feet of the property lines were notified of the hearing as specified by the city code.  One neighbor showed in support and there was no opposition from the public regarding the animal permit.  Mayor Schwerdtfager closed the hearing.  Corpstein moved to approved the animal permit with the proper fees paid accordingly.  Motion was seconded by Keever, carried.
WATERLINE PROJECT:
Schwab Eaton Engineer Stuart Porter, explained to the Governing Body that a casing pipe was missed under the Highway crossing on Lincoln Avenue in the Water project specs and was not in the original bid.  After discussion, another crossing was determined to be absent from the specs as well.  The Governing Body asked for Schwab Eaton to discuss internally if any of the responsibility would be at their expense and to have Deep Creek LLC to rebid both crossing for a future meeting.


The Governing Body received a breakdown of the price increase of material increases that was incurred after the initial bid letting in February.  Deep Creek requested that the City cover the cost due to the delay in waiting for the city to pursue an KDHE loan amendment for more funding.  After discussion, Keever moved for the city to pay the additional monies to Deep Creek LLC in the amount of $62,821.50.  Motion was seconded by Larsen, carried.

Councilmember Keever moved to allow, Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager, City Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist, City Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer and City Treasurer Galen L. Liggett to approve the Requests for payments, as needed and to allow the clerk to write CDBG payment checks within the 3-day allowable time period.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried

Regarding the Water Distribution Improvements currently underway, CDBG 20-PF-029, Payment Estimate No. 1, in the amount of $187,919.00 and KPWSLF #3015, Payment Estimate No. 1, in the amount of $187,920.87, had been submitted and approved by the contractor and engineer.  Keever 
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moved to approve both Payment Estimates No. 1, for a total of $375,839.87.  Motion seconded by Johnson, carried.  
HEALTH INSURANCE:
Scott Day, Day Insurance Solutions, LLC, presented the Governing Body with a Medical Expense Reimbursement Plan (MERP) for the city employees.  Day explained that the umbrella plan would still be Blue Cross Blue Shield of Kansas (BCBS) with a $6,350 deductible.  However, the city would contract with Freedom Claims Management (FCMI) and use MERP claims funds to pay the difference from the $6,350 deductible down to the $3,675 deductible/coinsurance amount.  Day explained there is potential for the city saving money if we have a healthier group, if all employees 
had a major health issue the city would be liable for $42,250 for current employee population.  Following discussion, Keever moved to accept the proposal with Day Insurance Solutions, LLC for 

the Kansas Municipal Insurance Trust (KMIT) health insurance group plan year beginning December 1, 2021.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  

REC COMM APPT.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Randi Stoppel to an unexpired two-year term as a member of the Lincoln Recreation Commission.  Keever moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Corpstein.  Motion carried.

STD TRAFFIC ORD #733:
Attorney Norris presented an ordinance entitled, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 14, SECTIONS 14-101, 14-102, AND 14-103 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, BY ADOPTING AND INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE THE STANDAAAAD TRAFFIC ORDINANCE FOR KANSAS CITIES, 48th EDITION (2021); AND REPEALING EXISTING SECTIONS 14-101, 14-102, AND 14-103.”  Said ordinance would incorporate the latest edition of the Standard Traffic Ordinance prepared and published in book form by the League of Kansas Municipalities.  Corpstein moved to pass said ordinance, seconded by Keever.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Corpstein, Johnson, Keever, and Larsen.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #733 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the Official City Newspaper.

UPOC ORD #734:
Attorney Norris presented an ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 11, SECTION 11-101 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, BY ADOPTING AND INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE THE UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE FOR KANSAS CITIEES, 37th EDITION (2021), WITH CERTAIN OMISSIONS AND AMENDMENTS THERETO; AND REPEALING EXISTING SECTION 11-101.”  Said ordinance would incorporate the latest edition of the Uniform Public Offense Code prepared and published in book form by the League of Kansas Municipalities.  Larsen moved to pass said ordinance, seconded by Johnson Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Corpstein, Johnson, Keever, and Larsen.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #734 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the Official City Newspaper.

SUNDAY CMB SALES:
Attorney Norris presented an Ordinance amending hours of Sunday Cereal Malt Beverage Sales in the 
ORDINANCE #735:
city limits.  After discussion, Keever moved to pass the following Ordinance, entitled, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 3, SECTIONS 3-101, 3-213, AND 3-304 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS TO INCORPORATE STATE LAW CHANGES PERTAINING TO THE SALE OF CEREAL MALT BEVERAGES, ENHANCED CEREAL MALT BEVERAGES, AND ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR IN ITS ORIGINAL PACKAGING SOLD AT RETAIL, AND EXPANDING THE PERMISSIBLE HOURS AND DAYS FOR SALE OF THE SAME.”  The motion was seconded by Corpstein.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Corpstein, Johnson, Keever, and Larsen.  Nays:  None.  The Ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #735 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once each week for two consecutive weeks in the official city newspaper.

PERSONNEL:
In a letter, Robert Thompson announced his intention to retire, effective November 1, 2021 after 42 years of service.  Clerk Hillegeist announced a retirement reception would be held in his honor October 14th from 3-5:00 p.m. at City Hall.  
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TRANSFER FUNDS:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, the transfer of $125,000.00 from the Electric Fund, $30,000.00 from the Water Fund and $2,000.00 from the Solid Waste Fund, to the City’s General Fund, was approved.

INDY PARK BLDG:     
Superintendent Meyer informed the Governing Body of a situation he found when checking on a reported water leak at the Industrial Park Building.  After discussion, Attorney Norris agreed to write a letter to the lessee regarding the terms of the lease on behalf of the Governing Body.
NUISANCES:     
Superintendent Meyer updated the Governing Body on the nuisance list.  Attorney Norris agreed to write a letter to the property owner at 523 S 3rd regarding the nuisance vehicle.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:37 p.m.
