City Hall Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Heather N. Simms.   Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kathy Robertson, Bob White, Doug McKinney, Mike Schmaderer, Kirk Healy and Jyll Phillips.

AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.    
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the September 14, 2015, regular meeting were approved as written. 
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 15-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $50,208.12, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Keever, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $1,942.34, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $157,829.54.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, all invoices, in the amount of $159,771.80, were approved for payment.

O/S CHECKS:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, approval was granted to write off three checks, in the amount of $191.18, which have been outstanding for over six months.

DELINQ. ACCNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nineteen (19) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,378.51.  Attorney Metz explained the procedures necessary for the City to access the property to gain control of the water meter.  After a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, Metz was instructed to move forward with the legal process.
DVACK PROCLAMATION;
Crispin moved to authorize Mayor Schwerdtfager to sign a Proclamation designating the month of October as Domestic Violence Awareness Month.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

MOBILE HOME PERMIT:
Kathy Robertson, USD298 Superintendent was present regarding USD298’s application to place a relocatable building 609F 64’ x 14’6” x 14’ modular building on the property they bought at 115 W. South.  Neighboring property owners had been notified to present their comments or objections.  No objections were received; Kirk Healy voiced his support for the school.  Following a long discussion, it was determined that the modular building did not fall under the provisions of the mobile home ordinance, therefore no action was taken.

Robertson reported USD298 would be applying for a Dane Hansen grant for a storm shelter that would be open to the public.  She also thanked Feldkamp for all of her assistance on the project.
HEALTH INSURANCE:
Clerk Simms reported the BlueCross BlueShield health insurance renewal was less than 4% increase for the PremierSG Choice Plan annual premium.   Crispin moved to accept the proposal for BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas’s PremierSG Choice Plan, effective December 1, 2015.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
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TRANSFER FUNDS:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Crispin, the transfer of $30,000.00 from the Water Fund, $125,000.00 from the Electric Fund, $15,000.00 from the Sewer Fund, and $2,000.00 from the Solid Waste Fund, to the City’s General Fund, was approved.

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the 2016 CDBG Grant program, to install a new high-speed 1800 rpm generating engine.  The total estimated project cost is $907,000 with the block 
grant request for $400,000 and local match commitment at $507,000 of the project cost.  Positive public comments were received.

RESOLUTION # 15-06:
Resolution No. 15-06 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY TO APPLY FOR THE 2016 KANSAS SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO SIGN AND SUBMIT SUCH AN APPLICATION.”  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 15-06.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  The Mayor and City Clerk were authorized to execute all necessary documents associated with the project.

RESOLUTION # 15-07:
Resolution No. 15-07 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF EQUIPMENT IMPROVEMENTS TO THE POWER PLANT, AN EXISTING PUBLIC BUILDING IN THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF THE COSTS THEREOF.”  Crispin moved to adopt Resolution 15-07.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  
RESOLUTION # 15-08:
Resolution No. 15-08 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION ASSURING THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE THAT FUNDS WILL BE CONTINUALLY PROVIDED FOR THE OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE ELECTRICAL POWER SYSTEM TO BE FINANCED WITH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS.”  After discussion of annual operations and maintenance costs of the electric utility system improvements are anticipated to be approximately $36520, Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 15-08.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  
RELOCATION PLAN:
Feldkamp moved to adopt the Residential Anti-displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan.  There are no demolitions of housing units proposed by this project.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.

ADMIN AGREEMENT:
Doug McKinney, NCRPC presented an Agreement for administration services in connection                   with the 2016 CDBG grant project.  In the event the City was unsuccessful in its application                                                                 for funding, the Agreement would be declared null and void.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Agreement.  Motion carried.

ENGINEERING

Mike Schmaderer, Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. presented an Agreement for engineering AGREEMENT:

services in connection with the 2016 CDBG grant project.  The agreement is contingent on

the City’s project being funded.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Agreement.  Motion carried.
NUISANCE REPORT:     
Attorney Metz reported several nuisance complaints, filed in Municipal Court, are scheduled for review at the next court date.  After discussion, Metz instructed Meyer to proceed with the health nuisance complaints City Hall had received.   
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CITY SHOP:
Superintendent Meyer reported the City Shop was broke in, with around $2000 in tools, wire and pipe stolen.  The City had installed cameras and is in the process of investigating another source for some more security.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
