Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m.  In the absence of Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager, President of the Council Elijah Keever, presided.  Other Councilmembers present: Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also, present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Richard Haring, Myra Marinhagen, Steve Ryan, Vince Deason, Erica Siebert, Susan Wollesen, Kirk Wollesen, Kelly Gourley, Michelle Hair and Cindy Entriken.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
The Chamber of Commerce lighted Christmas parade was added to the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Corpstein, Minutes of the October 11, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.  Corpstein made a motion to approve Minutes of the November 1, 2021 special meeting, seconded by Johnson.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $53,075.42, was presented.   A motion by Larsen, seconded by Corpstein, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $52,570.91, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $280,155.85.   Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Johnson, all said invoices in the amount of $332,726.76, were approved for payment.  
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of eight (8) delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,473.05.  
CHAMBER XMAS PARADE:
Chamber board member Michelle Hair requested the approval for use of barricades and street closure on December 11th for a lighted Christmas parade.  After discussion, Larsen moved to allow the Chamber to use barricades and block Lincoln Avenue from 2nd Street to 5th Street at 6 p.m. for a lighted Christmas parade on December 11, 2021.  Corpstein seconded the motion, carried.
VETERAN MEMORIAL:
Richard Harding, Quartermaster, Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFW) Post #7928 explained that he had been contacted about a veteran memorial that was being removed from US Tower’s property.  After discussion, Corpstein moved to allow Harding to place the memorial in the flower bed as part of the Veteran Memorial the boy scouts erected.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
HOUSING REHAB:
Cindy Entriken voiced her concerns on the growing number of dilapidated properties in the city.
CDBG COMM. REHAB:
Kelly Gourley asked the Governing Body to amend the contract with Bruce McMillan AIA Architects, P.A. to make modifications to the construction documents to modify the project scope for the CDBG Rehabilitation Project 20-CR-003.  Gourley reported she got an extension on her grant and the project will go for bid before year end.  After further discussion, Larsen moved to approve the contract amendment not to exceed $3,000.  Motion was seconded by Larsen, carried.
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WATERLINE PROJECT:
Deep Creek Construction LLC submitted bids for the casing pipe that was missed under the Highway crossing on Lincoln Avenue & North Street in the Water project specs and was not in the original bid.  After discussion, Larsen moved to accept the estimate of $3,501 for Lincoln Avenue and $2,835 for North Street pipe casing.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.                                     
SHEPPARD PROPOSAL:
After advertising a development opportunity in the Sheppard Addition “free lots” the Governing Body received notice of interest from Bob Berthelson.  After discussion, Clerk Hillegeist was asked to make contact with Berthelson and encourage him to attend a future meeting with more information.  The information requested includes:  what state agencies or engineer will you be working with, if moving dirt need the scope of work in writing (yards to be moved), where will the water be reverted to, have you contacted the Corps of Engineers to determine that dirk/water can be reverted and/or are you leaving the property as is?
SOLID WASTE RES. 21-05:
Resolution No. 21-05, establishing the fee for municipal solid waste collection and disposal, was introduced.  Said Resolution would increase the monthly fee for each residence from $16.20 to $16.38, effective with the billing beginning November 15, 2021, to be first included on City of Lincoln Center utility billings payable January 1, 2022.  The fee would include the following components:   $9.88 for the County’s collection contractor, $6.00 for Lincoln County’s disposal fees, $.25 for Lincoln County administrative fees, and $.25 for the City’s billing and administrative costs.  Johnson moved to adopt Resolution No. 21-05, motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.

PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
Councilmember Larsen moved to approve the purchase of $50.00 in Chamber Bucks for all full-time hourly and salary employees for 2021.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  
SEWER MACHINE QUOTES:
Council President Keever opened three sealed proposals for a new sewer machine from Key Equipment & Supply Co. and Armor Equipment.  Bid tabulation was as follows:  Armor $89,479.00, two from Key $89,267.23 and $66,252.63.  After discussion, Larsen moved to accept the proposal from Key Equipment & Supply Co. for the PipeHunter 7724 Trailer Jet for $66,252.63 and StoneAge Nozzle for $2,475.00, following the recommendation of Superintendent Meyer.  Motion was seconded by Johnson, carried. 
NUISANCES:
Superintendent Meyer updated the Governing Body on the nuisance vehicles and properties report.  
INDY PARK BLDG:
Attorney Norris reported he had been contacted by Zack Steven regarding the correspondence Reddi Industries, Inc. received concerning the lease agreement.  Steven implied they will remedy the issues within the 30-day allotment.
CITY OWNED LOTS:
Clerk Hillegeist relayed she had been approached about purchasing the city owned lots on Elm Street.  After discussion, Attorney Norris was asked to advertise the city owned lots on Elm Street in the newspaper to allow all interested parties to be notified.
ABANDONED PROPERTY:
Superintendent Meyer advised the Governing Body about an ordinance that other cities have adopted the help resolve the empty houses and buildings the property owners are allowing to dilapidate.  
DISC GOLF:
Councilmember Larsen requested that the city open the park bathrooms for a disc golf tournament on November 13th.
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ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Johnson moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:13 p.m.
