Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever and Melodee Larsen.  Councilmember absent:   Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White and Martha Miller.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.    
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the October 12, 2015, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 15-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $48,082.96, was presented.   A motion by Crispin, seconded by Keever, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $601.42, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $59,510.69.   Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $60,112.11, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty-four (24) delinquent utility accounts totaling $7,893.81.  After discussion, Simms was instructed to certify two of the delinquent accounts on the property taxes.
TENT:
Martha Miller representing Rene Gil asked the Governing Body for permission to build a 30W x 40L framed tent shed for storage.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to grant Gil permission to install the structure, as he had obtained a building permit and Superintendent Meyer had verified the area is clear of underground utilities, seconded by Crispin.  Motion carried.
SOFTWARE:
Clerk Simms presented a proposal from Computer Information Concepts (CIC) for indexing/imaging software that is a component of the software system that the City is currently using.  She stated it would give the office the ability to scan documents into the Utility Billing, Accounts Payable/Receivable and Payroll applications.  The purpose of implementing the new imaging would reduce the storage in the basement, save on research time and help start with the retention policy that was adopted a few years ago.  Crispin moved to accept the proposal from CIC for $2,070.00.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
In consideration of the upcoming holidays, the Governing Body approved the purchase of $25.00 in Chamber Bucks for each hourly and full-time, salaried city employee.  
SECURITY SYSTEM:
Clerk Simms reported that not all the quotes had been obtained for security at the Power Plant, City Shop and City Hall.  Councilmember Crispin requested that both companies attend the December council meeting.  
CEMETERY ORDINANCE:
Attorney Metz provided a sample ordinance for review by the Governing Body that would allow for green burials, purchase of single burial plots and terrazzo covers.  Feldkamp moved to table the matter until December council meeting and requested Metz make contact with Jim Gabelmann and Superintendent Meyer on any other regulations they may want to add.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked the status of the two properties on Elm Street and Yauger Street that are on the list to be abated.  Attorney Metz said the Governing Body can address that at the December council meeting, starting with Resolutions that would need to be adopted.
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ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
