Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Robert White, Mike Schmaderer, Jeff Ahring, Terry Stertz and Stuart Porter.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.    
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the October 10, 2016, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 16-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $52,849.72, was presented.   A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $80,540.32, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $162,563.02.   Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Keever, all said invoices in the amount of $243,103.34, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of one hundred nineteen (119) delinquent utility accounts totaling $19.880.61.  
POWER PLANT ENGINE BIDS:
Mike Schmaderer, Mid-States Energy Works, Inc., reviewed the bids with the Governing Body from the bid opening that was held October 21st at City Hall.  Discussion was had concerning the pros and cons of an EPA Tier II verses Tier IV certified engine.  The Governing Body took into consideration the anticipated hours of operation verses emergency hours, and lack of capacity payments.   Keever moved to accept the bid from Cummins Sales and Service, Inc. for a Genset-Diesel 2000kW Tier II engine for $414,990 and the 5 year or 1,500 hour extended warranty for $9800.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
NHRV PUBLIC HEARING:
At 8:00 p.m. a public hearing was held to consider the adoption of a Neighborhood Revitalization Plan, effective for the years 2017 through 2020.  No public comments were received.  

NHRV ORDINANCE #714:
An ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING A NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION PLAN AND DESIGNATING A NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION AREA,” was presented and considered.   A motion was made by Crispin, seconded by Larsen, to pass said ordinance.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Keever, Larsen, Zsuzsics.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #714 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the Official City Newspaper.

CITY HALL REPAIRS:
Clerk Simms presented two proposals for new guttering, soffit repairs and painting the knee braces on City Hall.  After discussion, Mayor Schwerdtfager voiced his concerns that the downspouts proposed were not large enough for the volume of water.  Simms was instructed to make contact with both contractors and request new proposals with larger downspouts for the December council meeting.  

Clerk Simms explained that the city crew had tried to remove the screens from the windows at City Hall and had been unsuccessful.  Simms provided a quote from Quality Glass for the removal and replacement of window screens at City Hall.  Feldkamp moved to accept the proposal from Quality Glass for $248.30.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
Crispin reported that he had nothing to report at this time for the stone work.  He will try to have something for the December meeting.  Simms relayed she had not had any contact from anyone on the railing either.  Superintendent Meyer stated the city crew would take care of the railing at City Hall.
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SOLID WASTE RES. 16-09:
Resolution No. 16-09, establishing the fee for municipal solid waste collection and disposal, was introduced.  Said Resolution would increase the monthly fee for each residence from $15.85 to $16.05, effective with the billing beginning November 15, 2016, to be first included on City of Lincoln Center utility billings payable January 1, 2015.  The fee would include the following components:   $9.55 for the County’s collection contractor, $6.00 for Lincoln County’s disposal fees, $.25 for Lincoln County administrative fees, and $.25 for the City’s billing and administrative costs.        Crispin moved to adopt Resolution No. 16-09.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
In consideration of the upcoming holidays, the Governing Body approved the purchase of $25.00 in Chamber Bucks for each hourly and full-time, salaried city employee.  

Superintendent Meyer requested that the Governing Body allow the city employees to switch the paid holidays off in December from Monday December 26th to Friday December 23rd in observation of Christmas and Monday January 2nd to Friday December 30th for New Years.  Crispin moved to change the paid holidays as requested, seconded by Zsuzsics.  Feldkamp abstained, carried.
FIRE HYDRANTS:
Fire Chief Terry Stertz shared some concerns with the Governing Body on a few of the fire hydrants around town.  Superintendent Meyer explained the hydrants are not damaged, the water mains that are feeding some of the hydrants are old and need replaced.  Meyer painted the hydrants with a color code to help the fire department know which hydrants can be used and what size of water main feeds the hydrant.  Stertz and Meyer will continue to work on the different hydrants in question. 
MUNICIPAL POOL:
Schwab Eaton Engineer Stuart Porter reported he recently met with the Mayor and Councilmembers Feldkamp and Zsuzsics on November 4th at the pool to look at and discuss some possible solutions for the water loss.  Porter agreed that the pool could use some updating but thought the overall condition of the pool is not bad considering it was built in the late 50’s.  Porter has a few tests he would like to start in early spring prior to pool’s opening.  Following discussion, Larsen moved for Stuart Porter to assist Meyer with some testing in early spring, survey the pool, patch the concrete after removing the lights and research the necessity of the hydrostatic valves, seconded by Crispin.  Carried.   

NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
Superintendent Meyer reported the city crew finished cleaning up the nuisance property on First Street.  Meyer made contact with one of the partial owners of the garage in the alley off Lincoln Avenue.  
CITY ELECTIONS: 
Attorney Metz presented the Governing Body with a draft of a Charter Ordinance for review regarding the election change from the spring to fall in 2017.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:12 p.m.
