Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Jyll Phillips, Adam Boyd, Galen Liggett, Mike Feldkamp, Kelly Larson and Kerry Smith.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the November 13, 2018, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 18-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $63,120.48, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $2,949.12.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $105,083.53.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $108,032.65, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained, carried.

O/S CHECKS:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, approval was granted to write off two checks, in the amount of $204.39, which have been outstanding for over six months.

DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of sixteen (16) delinquent utility accounts totaling $3,588.28.   Of these accounts, Clerk Hillegeist requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, fifteen (15) of the accounts totaling $3,426.92.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, said request was approved.
SUNDAY CMB SALES:
Attorney Metz presented the Governing Body with a copy of an Ordinance allowing Sunday 

ORDINANCE #722:
Cereal Malt Beverage Sales in the city limits.  After discussion, Crispin moved to pass the following Ordinance, entitled, “AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING SUNDAY SALES OF ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR AND CEREAL MALT BEVERAGE IN THE ORIGINAL PACKAGE WITHIN THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS.”  The motion was seconded by Feldkamp.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Keever, Larsen, Zsuzsics.  Councilmembers voting Nay:  None.  The Ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #722 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once each week for two consecutive weeks in the official city newspaper.
HISTORIC SURVEY UPDATE:
Kelly Larson, Economic Development Director, updated the Governing Body on the Historic Survey of downtown and the city park.  She said if buildings are designated as historic it would help with future grants.  Larson indicated the survey should be complete by May 2019.
STRATEGIC UPDATE:
Kelly Larson informed the Governing Body that the Active Living Strategic Doing Group received a grant and had hired Schwab-Eaton for the engineering of the Strategic Doing Active Living Master Plan.  The main focus in the Lincoln project includes sidewalks, walking trails, park restrooms and flooding control.  Larson said she would need to meet with Superintendent Meyer and Clerk Hillegeist in the near future for help on the project.
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CITY SVC. AWARDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager presented City Service Awards to Jack D. Crispin Jr., Councilmember (10 years), Michael D. Feldkamp, Water & Sewer Operator (20 years) and Galen L. Liggett, Treasurer (35 years), for their dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center.   
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:10 p.m., Keever moved to enter into executive session pursuant to the non-elected personnel exception, K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(1), with City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Hillegeist and Superintendent Meyer, for a period of ten (10) minutes in order to discuss performance matters involving city employees.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 8:20 p.m.

PERSONNEL/2019 WAGES:
Superintendent Meyer requested that Roderick Tromble, Thomas Shirley, Darren Johnson and Dylan Rohrig receive a $.50 merit increase and Mayor Schwerdtfager recommended that all full time hourly and salary employees receive a $.50 COLA increase.
After a discussion, Crispin moved that all full time hourly and salaried employees be granted a $.50 per hour COLA increase, $.50 per hour merit increase in pay to Roderick Tromble, Thomas Shirley, Darren Johnson and Dylan Rohrig, and the starting wage increase to $12.50 per hour, effective with the January, 2019 payroll.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Feldkamp abstained.  

 JENSEN MEMORIAL FIELD:
Mayor Schwerdtfager requested this item tabled until the January meeting.
CITY HALL STONEWORK:
Mayor Schwerdtfager opened two (2) sealed bids that were received for stonework repair on City Hall.  The first bid was from Bluestem Quarry and Stone for $11,400; including replacement of 10 stones, repointing and repairing Type O mortar where necessary.  The second bid was from Mid-Continental Restoration Co., Inc. for $15,108, including repointing and repairing Type O mortar where necessary.  After discussion, Crispin moved to accept Bluestem Quarry and Stone’s bid of $11,400, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.
POOL:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked for pool repairs to be placed on the January agenda.
INDY PARK DRIVE:
Councilmember Feldkamp relayed a complaint about the Industrial Park Drive road condition.  
PRIDE FLOWER POTS:
Councilmember Feldkamp requested that only members of the pride committee move the flower pots. 

YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 28, 2018, at 7:30 a.m.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
