Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Jyll Phillips, Adam Boyd, Jessica Clay, Mike Hansen, Kelly Larson, Aubry Donley, Hunter Meier, Arminda Brock, Jedd Rowden and Tristen Russell.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the November 13, 2017, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 17-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $57,017.85, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $480.12.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $185,518.26.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $185,998.38, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained, carried.

DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of fifteen (15) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,093.33.   Of these accounts, Clerk Simms requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, thirteen (13) of the accounts totaling $3,394.34.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, said request was approved.
LEADERSHIP PROJECT:
Part of the 2017-2018 Leadership class presented the Governing Body with their project plan.  The class is focusing on safety at the municipal pool with plans of; replacing the lifeguard chairs at the pool and adding non-slip paint in the cage, restrooms and on the diving board.  They also presented the idea of deck matting, water toys and shelving for said toys.  The class asked permission from the Governing Body to; write grants under the city, ask local businesses for donations, and begin fundraising.  They also requested permission to provide all monies received to the City Clerk to be deposited into the pool fund, and to pay all bills through the City. Following discussion it was agreed to allow the Leadership class to proceed with the project. The Leadership class informed the Governing Body that they hope to return in March 2018 to the council meeting with an updated list of all monies received. Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Zsuzsics, all requests were approved.
CITY SVC. AWARDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager presented City Service Awards to John Michael Hansen (20 years) and Heather N. Simms (15 years), for their dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center.   Terry L. Stertz, who was not present, was also recognized for his 20 years of service as Fire Chief.
PERSONNEL/2018 WAGES:
Mayor Schwerdtfager recommended that all full time hourly and salary employees receive a $.50 COLA increase, he explained he used the median wage and figured 3% to get the flat amount.  Superintendent Meyer requested that the hourly city crew and office personnel receive a $.25 per hour increase.   Mayor Schwerdtfager suggested Meyer and Clerk Simms receive the $.25 merit increase along with the full time hourly employees.  
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EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:05 p.m., Keever moved to enter into executive session pursuant to the non-elected personnel exception, K.S.A. 75-4319(b)(1), with City Attorney Metz, in order to discuss a performance matter involving a city employee, for a period of fifteen (15) minutes.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 8:20 p.m.

After a discussion, Keever moved that all full time hourly and salaried employees be granted a $.50 per hour COLA increase, $.25 per hour merit increase in pay, and the starting wage increase to $12.00 per hour, effective with the January, 2018 payroll.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Feldkamp abstained.  

KMEA VOTING BALLOT:
Superintendent Meyer explained that Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA) has sent a ballot for the City of Lincoln Center with two (2) questions that need to be voted on.  The first question on the ballot is regarding five (5) cities that are members of KMEA, wanting to purchase 10.1% of Dogwood Energy Facility in Pleasant Hill, Missouri.  Meyer said the purchase will not affect the City but, because we are a member of KMEA we have a vote along with all other participating cities.  The other question was to allow two (2) cities to join KMEA.  Crispin moved to have Power Plant Foreman Jeff Ahring vote “aye” to both questions on behalf of the City of Lincoln Center, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.   
REC. COMMISSION/
Attorney Metz presented the Governing Body with a copy of a Recreation Commission Charter  

CHARTER ORD. #9:
Ordinance.  This Charter Ordinance allows the Rec Commission to have a Rec Fund outside of the General Fund amending Charter Ordinance #7 adopted in 2007 when the Recreation Commission was formed.  After discussion, Crispin moved to pass the following Charter Ordinance, entitled, “A CHARTER ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, FROM THE PROVISIONS OF K.S.A. 12-1922 THROUGH K.S.A. 12-1936 RELATING TO THE RECREATION SYSTEMS IN THE STATE OF KANSAS; ESTABLISHING A RECREATION COMMISSION FUND WITHIN AND FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS.”  The motion was seconded by Feldkamp.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Keever, Larsen, Zsuzsics.  Councilmembers voting Nay:  None.  The Charter Ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #9 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once each week for two consecutive weeks in the official city newspaper.

Following further discussion, Crispin moved that the Recreation Commission comply with Section 3 of Charter Ordinance #7, stating the Rec Director’s salary shall be established and paid by the Governing Body of the City of Lincoln Center.  The motion was seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.
RESOLUTION #17-07:
Resolution No. 17-07 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING TRANSFER OF FUNDS” this allows for funds the Rec transferred to the Equipment Reserve Fund to go back to the General Fund.  The money will then be transferred from the General Fund to the Recreation Fund in 2018 according to the budget transfers.  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 17-07.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  

INDY PARK BLDG:
Councilmember Feldkamp & Mayor Schwerdtfager reported that Harbin Construction LLC is working on a design bidding document for the Industrial Park building renovation project.  This will allow for all bidders to have the same specs for the project.  Following further discussion, Mayor Schwerdtfager was instructed to make contact with Reddi Industries Inc. in regards to a temporary lease.
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AIRPORT:
Attorney Metz reported that the Kinder Morgan Pipeline Crossing Agreement is still in the negotiation process along with the right of way consideration. 
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The Governing Body was updated on the status of the property on South Street that was abated earlier this year.  Councilmember Feldkamp questioned Superintendent Meyer on the progress of the inoperable vehicles notices.  Meyer reported he has taken several pictures that would help show that vehicles haven’t moved.   
YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 29, 2017, at 7:30 a.m.
GO BOND FUNDS:
Clerk Simms reported that she had made contact with Kevin Cowan, Gilmore & Bell P.C. regarding the remaining balance of General Obligation Bond monies.  Simms said he suggested the money be transferred to the Bond & Interest Fund according to the bond documents.  Cowan told Simms to reduce the amount of funds that were scheduled to be transferred from the Light Fund to the Bond & Interest Fund in 2018. 
CDBG GRANT CLOSE OUT:
Clerk Simms reported the Community Development Block Grant No. 16-PF-018 close out public hearing is set for December 18, 2017, at 1:30 p.m. at City Hall located at 153 W. Lincoln Avenue.   
RECREATION COMMISSION:
Councilmember Keever requested the Recreation Commission is placed on the January 2018 Agenda for further discussion.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:09 p.m.
