Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Elijah Keever, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Robert White, Jyll Phillips, Brian Grace, Jessica Clay, Kathy Robertson, Linda Haring, Debora Zachgo, Lori Spear, Laura Keever & Cody Flinn.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the November 14, 2016, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 16-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $56,123.45, was presented.  A motion by Zsuzsics, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $6,483.24.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $182,640.13.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices in the amount of $189,123.37, were approved for payment.  Keever abstained, carried.

O/S CHECKS:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, approval was granted to write off six checks, in the amount of $432.69, which have been outstanding for over six months.

DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of ten (10) delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,516.50.   Of these accounts, Clerk Simms requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, eight (8) of the accounts totaling $2,056.99.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, said request was approved.
DIGITAL SIGNS:
USD 298 Superintendent Kathy Robertson relayed that USD 298 in applying for a grant for a digital sign to be placed by the Lincoln JR/SR High School.  She asked if the City would be willing to write a letter of support for the project.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved that the City write a letter of support, seconded by Crispin.  Larsen abstained, carried.  
REC FINANCES:
Rec Director Jessica Clay explained that the future goals of the Rec Commission were to improve the current programs, expand the roll of the Director to full time and improve existing facilities.  Clay explained that in order to achieve some of these goals, the Rec is asking to transfer any excess funds to the Equipment Reserve Fund.  Attorney Metz was contacted about creating a Capital Improvement Fund and felt that it would be an option, after some research.  The City would have to have a Capital Improvement Plan in place in order to create a Capital Improvement Fund.  Metz said that it would be within statutory authority to move the excess funds in the Equipment Reserve Fund.  Clay stated that based on the current balance; it appears there could be around $18,000 in excess this year.  Keever moved to allow the Rec Commission to transfer excess funds to the Equipment Reserve Fund.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried. 
RESOLUTION #16-10:
Resolution No. 16-10 was presented, entitled “A RESOLUTION AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 15-07 OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF EQUIPMENT IMPROVEMENTS TO THE

POWER PLANT, AN EXISTING PUBLIC BUILDING IN THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF THE COSTS THEREOF.”  Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution 16-10.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  
CITY SVC. AWARDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager presented a City Service Award to Brian V. Grace (10 years), and thanked him for his dedicated service to the City.  Jesse C. Meyer, who was unable to attend, was also recognized for his 35 years of service.
PERSONNEL/2017 WAGES:
Mayor Schwerdtfager relayed recommendations from Superintendent Meyer, Crispin made a motion to:  grant $.25 per hour merit increases to Michael Feldkamp, John Hansen, Darren Johnson and Dylan Rohrig; and that all hourly employees and full-time, salaried employees be granted a $.50 per hour COLA increase in pay, effective with the January, 2017 payroll.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Feldkamp abstained, carried.  

Councilmember Keever discussed concerns that the City needs to think about the future employment and offered to work on an advertisement for future use.  It was agreed to put the matter on the January agenda.

CITY HALL REPAIRS:
Clerk Simms presented the Governing Body with the two proposals received for new guttering, soffit repair and painting the knee braces at City Hall.  After discussion, Feldkamp moved to accept the proposal from Alan Weis Contracting for $12901, seconded by Crispin.  Carried.

Mayor Schwerdtfager explained that the guttering would be routed to underground pipe from the downspouts on both sides of the building.  That would help with the drainage issue on the east side of the building.   Councilmember Crispin had made contact with some companies on the stone repair and said we should have some figures at the January meeting.  Crispin was informed about a solution that the city crew could use to clean the outside of the building.  It was agreed to table the railing and stairs until the January meeting so Meyer could be present.

ELECTIONS CHANGES/
Attorney Metz reported he had made some changes to the Election Charter Ordinance 
CHARTER ORD. #8:
presented last month.  The changes included deadlines for a primary election if necessary and the location of where candidates file for election.    The candidates now file for election with the Lincoln county election officer and the filing fee is twenty dollars.   
Following further discussion, Crispin moved to pass the following Charter Ordinance, entitled, “A CHARTER ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, FROM THE PROVISIONS OF K.S.A. 14-103 ANS K.S.A. 14-201 RELATING TO THE ELECTION OF OFFICERS, THEIR TERMS OF OFFICE, TRANSITIONS TO NOVEMBER ELECTIONS, THE APPOINTMENT OF OFFICERS, AND NOMINATION PETITIONS; AND PROVIDING SUBSTITUTE AND ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS ON THE SAME SUBJECT; AND REPEALING CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 1.” The motion was seconded by Larsen.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Keever, Larsen, and Zsuzsics.  Councilmembers voting Nay:  None.  The Charter Ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #8 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once each week for two consecutive weeks in the official city newspaper.

YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 29, 2016, at 7:30 a.m.
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POOL SLIDE:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked for permission to apply for a Post Rock Community Foundation grant for a new pool slide.  After discussion there was no objection.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:02 p.m.
