Council Chambers

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present Angela K. Corpstein, Brennan Johnson, Elijah Keever and Melodee K. Larsen.  Officials present:  Attorney Jeffrey A. Norris and Clerk Heather N. Hillegeist.  Also, present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Ramon Gil Jr., Jarrod Heinze Erica Siebert, Brian Grace and Cindy Entriken.
AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the council meeting agenda.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, minutes of the November 8, 2021, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 21-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $52,730.79, was presented.  A motion by Keever, seconded by Johnson, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November totaled $374,322.53.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $156,709.91.  Upon motion by Keever, seconded by Corpstein, all said invoices in the amount of $531,032.44, were approved for payment.  
Hillegeist explained that included in the accounts payable were CDBG 20-PF-029 and Kansas Public Water Supply Loan Fund payments to Deep Creek Construction, LLC. Pay Request No. 1 $182,919.00 and NCRPC $5,000.00 for grant administration in connection with the Waterline Project, totaling $187,919.00.  An amount of $85,600.00 is also included for Kansas Heritage Trust Grant Funds for the Library Window Project.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
Clerk Hillegeist requested approval to write off, for bookkeeping purposes only, two (2) of the accounts totaling $509.26.  Upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Keever, said request was approved.
TENT/CAR SHELTER.:
Ramon Gil Jr. requested permission to move 40ft of his car port from 1st Street to 312 N 3rd to put on the North side of his house and stated he would be replacing the tarp with tin siding.  The Governing Body agreed to allow him to move the structure with the provision he cleanup his properties on 1st Street and 2nd Street.
FIRE  MUTUAL AIDE AGMT:
Fire Chief Jarrod Heinze presented the Governing Body with a mutual aide agreement between the Lincoln Fire and Beloit Fire Departments.  Heinze explained that Glen Elder and Ellsworth requested mutual aide agreements as well.  After discussion, Keever moved to allow Heinze to sign on behalf of the Lincoln Fire providing all agreements are written identically as the Beloit agreement presented.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
CITY SVC. AWARDS:
Mayor Schwerdtfager announced two City Service Awards, Judge Grace for 15 years and City Superintendent Jesse Meyer for 40 years of dedicated service to the City of Lincoln Center.   
PERSONNEL/2022 WAGES:
After discussion, Keever moved that all full time hourly and salaried employees be granted a $.50 per hour COLA increase and the starting wage increase to $13.75 per hour, and give merit raises as recommended of $.50 per hour to Darren Johnson, Roderic Tromble, Perry Zachgo, $1.00 per hour to Jeff Ahring, Mike Feldkamp, Heather Hillegeist, Jesse Meyer, $1.50 per hour 
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to Travis Baird and Michael Soukup effective with the January, 2022 payroll.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  
2021, 2022 & 2023 AUDITS:
Clerk Hillegeist on behalf of Adams Brown, LLC presented the Governing Body with a proposal for audit services for the years ending December 31, 2021, December 31, 2022 and December 31, 2023.  The terms of service were outlined in their letter dated November 8, 2021, and included the audit fees not to exceed $13,250 for 2021, $13,575 for 2022 and $13,980 for 2023.  Hillegeist stated the 2021 amount is $200 the less than the 2020 audit with less than a 3% increase on the additional years. Larsen moved to approve said audit proposal, seconded by Keever.  Motion carried.

REC BOARD RESIGNATION:
The Governing Body received a letter of resignation from Recreation Board member Jessica Kobbeman.  
OPIOID SETTLEMENT:
Attorney Norris notified the Governing Body that there are potential funds available to municipalities from a lawsuit against pharmaceutical companies.  Norris said the details are vague at this time but will keep the Governing Body informed as details arise.
YEAR-END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 30, 2021, at 7:35 a.m.
PERSONNEL:
Councilmember Keever requested Clerk Hillegeist put personnel wages and salaries on the June 2022 agenda.

LAND PURCHASE:
Mayor Schwerdtfager requested Clerk Hillegeist put land purchase on the January 2022 agenda.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Larsen moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Corpstein, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
