Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  City Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Nancy Walter, and August Walter.

AGENDA AMENDMENT:
Mayor Schwerdtfager introduced an amendment to the agenda to include an Eagle Scout project request.

PARK/EAGLE SCOUT PROJ.:
August Walter asked for approval of his Eagle Scout Project, the rehabilitation of the gazebo (old water fountain structure) in the city park.  As part of his project, he also proposed to plant shrubs, landscape the area, and remove the dirt covering the old sidewalk to the structure.   To further his success, he had applied for and received a $1,000.00 grant from the G.L.Huyett Company.  He said the Lincoln Boy Scouts planned to assist in maintaining this spot in the park in the future, as well.  If approved, he planned to begin working on the project as soon as possible.  Governing Body members commended Mr. Walter for his work in obtaining funds for the project and thanked him for developing a plan to improve a structure dating back to the WPA days.  Crispin moved to approve Mr. Walter’s request, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, minutes of the December 31, 2013, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $1,176.20, and January invoices to date totaling $59,482.06.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all said invoices, in the amount of $60,658.26, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Ten (10) accounts, totaling  $1,895.39, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed and discussed.
LIBRARY REPORT:
The Governing Body reviewed the Lincoln Carnegie Library’s 2013 Annual Report.   Councilmembers commented that the report was very well presented and showed that the Library continues to be a great asset for the community.   Feldkamp moved to approve the Library’s 2014 Budget as summarized in the report.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.

REC COMM APPTS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager appointed Linda Haring to a 4-year term and re-appointed Jan Wilson, Debora Zachgo, and David Dohe to 2-year terms on the Lincoln Recreation Commission.  Crispin moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.

WATER TOWER LEASE:
The City Council expressed its disappointment that Nex-Tech Wireless had not yet been able to obtain the required approvals from Utility Service Co. for adding 4G equipment to the water tower.  Mayor Schwerdtfager reported he and Clerk Gourley had separately contacted Utility Service to encourage its cooperation and assistance with this matter.  It was suggested that the name of the equipment provider mentioned in the Utility Service communication be shared with the City and that someone from Utility Service attend the next city council meeting. 
ELECTRIC RATES, ETC.:
In light of the continuing decline in the electric fund, Clerk Gourley advised the Council to consider the implementation of an electric rate increase, with accompanying electric deposit increase.  She said the last city electric rate increase had occurred in June, 2008.  Connection fees were also discussed, particularly where they relate to repeated requests from the same customers.  Councilmember Crispin suggested KMEA be contacted for assistance with the rate study.

ECONOMIC DEV.:
There was nothing new reported regarding the retail business potential discussed last month.
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EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:08 p.m., Crispin moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz and City Clerk Gourley, for a period of fifteen (15) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:23 p.m.
RABIES CLINIC:
Clerk Gourley reported the Denmark Dames Service Club was once again sponsoring a Rabies Clinic in Lincoln, this year scheduled for Saturday, March 8th from 9-11 am.  Solomon Valley Clinic had agreed to provide vaccinations.  Someone from the City Clerk’s Office would also be on hand to sell dog tags. 
 ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
