Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  City Official present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.  In the absence of the City Clerk, Councilmember Feldkamp agreed to take minutes.
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Monte Breneman.   
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 31, 2012, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $87,806.84, and January invoices to date totaling $51,361.52.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, all said invoices, in the amount of $139,168.36, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Ninety (90) accounts, totaling  $17,526.14, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
CEMETERY IMPR.:
Sylvia Kelly, Sylvia’s Monument Services, had provided a written work proposal for resetting grave markers in the Lincoln City Cemetery.  It was suggested that Ms. Kelly, the Cemetery Sexton Lee Modrow, and the Grace Hare Trustee Steve McReynolds, be invited to attend the February meeting to further discuss the proposal.
LIBRARY:
The Governing Body reviewed the Lincoln Carnegie Library’s 2012 Annual Report.

WATER SYSTEM:
Due to the persistent drought, Governor Sam Brownback had asked all public water suppliers to make an assessment of their current quantity of water available.  Recent City measurements indicated the Woody Well level was considerably down, possibly due to the watering of the football field.  The Gabelmann wells were down about a foot from last year, which was not a cause for concern at the present time.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
A “Request for Grant of Extension for Installation of Controls” under RICE/NESHAP rules, had been submitted to the EPA in December.  The Governing Body reviewed the submittal.  It was noted that the first two catalytic converters were now expected to be delivered near the end of January.

The liner problem on the #6 Enterprise Engine had been inspected and reviewed by Exline, B.C.&T Bunn, and an engineering firm, to try to determine the cause of the failure.  Further information was expected to be received from the engineer.

CITY SHOP BUILDING:
The City Council discussed delays in construction of the new City Shop building and the reasons provided by the contractor.  It was reported that the Supervisor and crew were to be back here to work this week.  It was also decided that no further payment would be made until the building was completed. 

NHRV PUBLIC HEARING:
At 8:00 p.m., a public hearing was held to receive and consider comments regarding the City’s proposed adoption of a Neighborhood Revitalization Plan.  Monty Breneman expressed his opposition to the renewal of the NHRV Plan, specifically the portion relating to residential property.   He said that, although he approved the city sales tax increase, believing the sales tax to be the most fair and equitable tax, the estimated deficits at the State level will most likely cause an increase in property taxes.  In order to continue to provide a level of city services, if a plan benefits a few, as the NHRV Plan does, the rest of the property owners must make up the shortfall in taxes.  He, therefore, encouraged the City Council to rethink its position on the matter.  Following further discussion, Crispin moved that the matter be tabled until the February City Council meeting.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried. 
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ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Morse moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
