Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with President of the Council Jack D. Crispin, Jr., presiding in the absence of Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager.  Other Councilmembers present:  Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley. 
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Richard Gaito, Jyll Phillips.    
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, minutes of the January 13, 2014, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 14-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $54,828.80, was presented.  A motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Flinn, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $80,335.14, and unpaid invoices totaling $116,097.73.  Upon motion by Flinn, seconded by Larsen, all said invoices in the amount of $196,432.87, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Ten (10) accounts, totaling $1,646.36, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
WATER TOWER LEASE:
Richard Gaito, Nex-Tech Wireless, LLC, repeated a Lease Addendum request which would allow his company to utilize space on the City’s water tower for installation of additional equipment to bring 4G service to its customers.   An expansion of the concrete pad in the water tower vicinity was also included in the request.  Monthly rent would increase by $120.00 with the additional equipment installed.  He said Nex-Tech Wireless was planning to do 4G installations at 20 sites in its coverage area, hoping to get started in the next few months, and was looking into wireless internet possibilities.  He agreed that Nex-Tech Wireless, at its own expense, would work with Utility Service Company during maintenance operations, providing there was adequate notice given.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve Addendum No. 1 to the Lease Agreement with Nex-Tech Wireless, LLC.  Motion carried.
MGT RATE ANALYSIS:
Clerk Gourley had obtained information through KMEA regarding electric rate analysis performed by Jerry McKenzie, MGT of America, Inc.  MGT proposed to create a rate model from information provided by the City, which would be owned and updated by the City in the future.  A Letter of Engagement was provided and reviewed by the Council.  Discussion followed.  Zsuzsics moved to enter into an agreement with MGT of America, Inc. for the services identified in the Letter of Engagement, at a fixed fee of $3,750.00, plus travel expenses for meetings requested by the City.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
It was agreed that City Attorney Metz would be sending letters in March to a certain number of nuisance property owners identified last summer.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:01 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session, with City Attorney Metz and City Clerk Gourley, for a period of ten (10) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the city attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  The City Council returned to regular session at 8:11 p.m.

RECORDS RETENTION:
Clerk Gourley had presented a “Record Retention Policy” to help guide City staff as to the proper length of time for the retention of records pertaining to the business of the City.  Feldkamp moved to approve said Policy, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.

CONFINED SPACE SAFETY:
Clerk Gourley advised a new Safety Manual was being developed, section by section, and as time permits.  The “Confined Space Entry Safety Procedures” section had been completed and was presented for review.  Feldkamp moved to approve the Confine Space Procedures, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.

EMERG. ACTION PROG.:
An Emergency Action Program had been developed to ensure protection of all employees in an emergency situation (Tornado, severe storm, fire, etc.)  Upon motion by Flinn, seconded by Larsen, said Program was approved.

BREAKER DAMAGE:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked about the insurance claim for damage to the breaker at the power plant.

A Lincoln County Public Health Department flyer, inviting key players to a regional exercise in Salina on April 2, was made available.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Flinn moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
