Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present: Jack D. Crispin, Jr., D. Leon Kingan, Arletta R. Morse, Lisa S. Feldkamp, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Official present:  Deputy Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, John Baetz, Rodney Job, Terry Stertz, Michel O’Hare and Craig Walker. 
MINUTES:
Minutes of the January 9, 2012, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 12-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $52,689.98 was presented.  A motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $16,770.41, and unpaid invoices totaling $171,705.67.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, all said invoices in the amount of $188,476.08, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Five (5) accounts, totaling $570.45, were on the list of delinquent utilities reviewed.
STREETS & ALLEYS:
After discussion of a request to vacate the alley behind 628 N 7th, the matter was tabled pending further information.
LIVE LINCOLN CO:
The council was presented with two proposed pages for the Live Lincoln County magazine premiering in March.  After discussion of some changes, Crispin agreed to review the City’s pages before publication.  

REAL ESTATE PROPOSAL:  
Craig Walker was in attendance to discuss the proposed property exchange between the City of Lincoln and Walker Products.  It had been determined that the appraised values of the two properties were comparable and Walkers had agreed to pay for the expenses incurred in the land exchange.  Thereafter, a motion was made by Crispin to move forward on the land exchange, seconded by Morse.  Motion carried.
FIRE APPARATUS:
Councilmember Feldkamp presented documentation of her research on a 1985 Spartan/LTI Tower Ladder Fire Apparatus located in South Elgin, Illinois.  After lengthy deliberation, Feldkamp moved to offer $45,000.00 to the South Elgin Fire District for the truck.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
WATER IMPR. PROJ.:
Project Engineer Stuart Porter had prepared Change Order No. 3, the amount representing a net decrease of  $3,748.04.  Crispin moved to accept Change Order No. 3. Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Rod’s Ditching’s final Pay Estimate No. 8 for CDBG 10-PF-037 Water Line Replacement Project, in the amount of $25,253.23, had been submitted, and approved by the contractor and project engineer.  Feldkamp moved to approve said Pay Estimate No. 8, seconded by Crispin.  Motion carried.  Crispin moved to approve the Certificate of Substantial Completion with a completion date of December 13, 2011. Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.

The governing body was notified of a preconstruction meeting for Phase 2 of the Water Line Replacement Project, 9 a.m. on February 17th at City Hall.

Councilmember Crispin moved to designate water operator Mike D. Feldkamp as the City’s voting delegate for Kansas Rural Water Association Annual Meeting.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
LIBRARY:
The governing body reviewed the Lincoln Carnegie Library’s 2011 Annual Report.
RETENTION SCHEDULE:
Deputy Clerk Simms informed the council that the Clerk’s Office is researching the State’s Local Records General Retention and Disposition Schedule for future action.
ENGINE REPAIRS:
Mayor Stegman advised the council that the #6 Engine is being tested and Superintendent Meyer was hoping to generate electricity Wednesday, February 15th.  
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SOFTBALL BENEFITS:
Jensen Softball Benefit Tournaments were approved for June 1-3 and August 10-12, 2012.
VEHICLE DAMAGE:
Deputy Clerk Simms reported the 1994 Ford Astro van repairs should be complete by the end of the week.

VACUUM BREAKER:
Mayor Stegman discussed a proposal that was received from Mid-States Energy Works, Inc. for a vacuum circuit breaker in the amount of $22,750.00.  Permission was granted to purchase said breaker.
ALTEC POLE TRUCK:
Mayor Stegman relayed that the 1989 GMC Altec Pole truck needs repaired and a mechanic will check out the extent of the damage.

MISCELLANEOUS:
Council members Crispin and Zsuzsics will try to attend the Recovery from Disaster seminar in Salina, April 11th.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Morse moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
