Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present: Jack D. Crispin, Jr., D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, and Joel Mahin.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson, Tim & Vicki Meier, Mindy Wiebke, and David Dohe. 
MINUTES:
Minutes of the January 10, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $49,574.91 was presented.  A motion by Mahin, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $84,322.09, and unpaid invoices totaling $218,352.27.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Knight, all said invoices in the amount of $302,674.36, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Eighty (80) accounts, totaling $12,065.33, were on the list of delinquent utilities.  Clerk Gourley explained that the number of delinquent accounts was typical for this time of the month, and most of them would be paid or have payment agreements in place by the shut-off date.
BANK RES. #11-01:
Resolution No. 11-01 was introduced, entitled “A RESOLUTION GRANTING CERTAIN INDIVIDUALS AUTHORITY TO REPRESENT THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER IN THE HANDLING OF FINANCIAL TRANSACTIONS.”  Clerk Gourley advised the Citizens State Bank had recently asked for written authorization to allow her to handle financial transactions for the City, and the Resolution was a result of that request.  Crispin moved to adopt Resolution No. 11-01, seconded by Mahin.  Motion carried. 
WATER IMPR. PROJ.:
Stuart Porter, P.E., had provided a tabulation of bids received and opened on February 2, 2011, for the CDBG Water Distribution System Improvement Project 10-PF-037.  He also provided a recommendation that the construction contract be awarded to the low bidder upon successful completion of the contract documents.  There followed a motion by Mahin, seconded by Crispin, that Rod’s Ditching, Peabody, Ks, be awarded the contract in the amount of $363,209.66, and that Mayor Stegman be authorized to sign the Notice of Award documents.  Motion carried.
BLDGS & CONSTRUCTION:
Tim and Vicki Meier provided documents indicating their neighbors had signed off on the feed dispensing facility at Lincoln Building Supply.   The Governing Body, therefore, had no objections to the project.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Superintendent Meyer had obtained a quote from Mid-States Energy Works, Inc., for the installation of a microprocessor based relay at the power plant.  The relay was necessary to protect the plant during those times when the City pushes power out over the tie line.  A switch would allow selection between normal settings when purchasing power and alternate settings when generating more power than the City consumes.  Crispin moved to approve the relay purchase and installation in the amount of $8,330.00.  Motion seconded by Knight, carried.
ENGINE REPAIRS:
Superintendent Meyer provided an update on the condition of the #6 Enterprise engine at the power plant.  He said the repair costs had increased to exceed the “worst case scenario” previously provided by B.C. & T. Bunn, Inc.    It had been determined that the heads needed to be replaced (not rebuilt,) the block machined, the liners replaced, and pistons repaired.  It had, as yet, not been determined if the crank was okay.  The Governing Body agreed that the condition of the crank should be known before proceeding with any further repairs to this engine.  Superintendent Meyer advised he had been informed that the City could meet its capacity requirements without this engine; however, he felt that situation could leave the City vulnerable in the case of another engine’s failure.
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REC. COMMISSION:
Rec Director Mindy Wiebke and Rec Commission Chairman David Dohe addressed the Governing Body regarding utilities expenses associated with the use of City facilities.  In particular, the increased natural gas bills for heating the upstairs at City Hall and the heating of the Rec Commission Office/Warehouse building were discussed.  Ms. Wiebke also fielded questions regarding certain expenditures of the Rec Department.  She explained that much of the recreation equipment had been acquired; therefore, she shouldn’t need to spend as much on equipment this year.  It was also noted that a significant part of the rec budget was spent on officials for games.   Chairman Dohe asked about the addition of a light switch in the Rec Office building to allow easier access to the restroom.  Superintendent Meyer was authorized to install said switch.  Options for improving the situation with the water service at the Rec building were also discussed, as frozen pipes seemed to be a recurring problem at that location.
SOFTBALL BENEFITS:
Jensen Softball Benefit Tournaments were approved for June 3-5 and August 12-14, 2011.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Mahin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Knight, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:16 p.m.
