
Council Meeting                                                                                                          March 11, 2013

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley. 
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, LaDonna Reinert, Sherry Pickering, and Travis Schwerdtfager.    
MINUTES:
Minutes of the February 11, 2013, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 13-02, for February wages and salaries in the amount of $47,296.10, was presented.  A motion by Morse, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable listings were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $10,333.49, and unpaid invoices totaling $276,605.63.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, all said invoices, in the amount of $286,939.12, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Seven accounts, totaling $1,340.77, were on the list of delinquent utilities.
LHA/APPOINTMENT:
Mayor Stegman re-appointed Doris White to another 4-year term as a member of the Lincoln Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Zsuzsics.  Motion carried.
LIBRARY APPT.:
Mayor Stegman appointed Patrisha Street and Karen Jeffers to fill two vacancies on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, said appointments were confirmed.
AIRPORT:
Clay Haring, Chairman of the Lincoln Port Authority, provided information regarding land acquisition for the Airport Runway Improvement Project.  He said he would expect to appear before the Council again in July, prior to closing on the property, to discuss the matter further.
MUNICIPAL POOL:
Lisa Feldkamp, Chairman of the Park, Cemetery and Fire Committee, made several suggestions to increase revenues and improve attendance at the municipal pool.  She also relayed various complaints she had received regarding its operation last year.  She said because school starts on August 15th this year, the season should run from May 27, 2013, to at least August 11, 2013.  Employees should be expected to commit to the hours set by the City, and, weather permitting, the pool should stay open until the closing time set.  She also thought the manager should be expected to “take a turn in the chair” as had been done years ago.  One other suggestion was that residential water customers pay an additional $2.00 fee per month to help fund the pool.  In return, those customers would have access to the pool without charge.  They would also be able to name in advance certain individuals who could use their “free” access.  She said this policy is presently being used successfully in Ellsworth.

Ladonna Reinert and Sherry Pickering provided some additional ideas regarding ways to spruce up the building this year, including painting vibrant colors, adding chaise lounge chairs, and adding some shade.  They also suggested “adult swim” be moved back to 5:00 - 6:00 p.m., thereby allowing more time for families and friends to swim in the evening.  Other changes suggested included putting the pool under the Recreation Department “umbrella”, letting the Rec Director manage the pool, offering special rates to businesses, and utilizing the public bus system to bring Sylvan Grove kids to swim once or twice a week.

A lengthy discussion of the foregoing proposals ensued.  Mayor Stegman then asked that everyone take time to consider the suggestions and take up the matter at the next meeting, with the Rec Director in attendance.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, the City Council authorized the placement of advertisements for swimming pool manager and pool lifeguards.
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KMEA DIRECTOR BALLOT:
Councilmember Crispin, member of KMEA’s Board of Directors, reported having voted in favor of allowing KMEA’s Executive Committee, officers and employees to execute all documents and perform all other actions necessary to complete the short-term financing of an initial progress payment to purchase and install electric generators for Garden City, Kansas.  All costs of the financing, including principal, interest and the costs of issue will be the responsibility of Garden City.
KMU VOTING DELEGATE:
Upon motion by Flinn, seconded by Feldkamp, Councilmember Crispin was appointed to serve as the City of Lincoln’s Voting Delegate at the Annual Business Meeting of the Kansas Municipal Utilities.  Said meeting is being held in Wichita on May 10, 2013.
NEIGHBORHOOD REV.:
An application for property tax rebate under the old Neighborhood Revitalization Program had been received after the improvement had already been completed.  Because the 60 day eligibility requirement had not been met, Clerk Gourley asked whether the City Council wished to allow a retroactive application.  Discussion followed.  Councilmembers felt the applicants should adhere to program requirements; therefore, Crispin moved to deny the rebate.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
USED COMPUTER EQUIP.:
One bid had been received for two used Dell Optiplex desktop computers, as follows:  Kerry Jackson, Item No. 1 - $40.00, Item No. 2 - $35.00.  His being the only bid, Crispin moved to sell the two computers to Kerry Jackson for $75.00.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.

SIDEWALKS:
Jim Gabelmann had requested permission to remove the sidewalk running north and south along the east side of his property being proposed for a community garden.  Council had no objections as long as the sidewalk was relocated next to the curb.


Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, an ADA improvement being undertaken in front of the building at 108 E. Lincoln Ave., was approved.
PERSONNEL:

Councilmember Feldkamp asked about job applicants for the power plant position.

TOWER CONSTRUCTION;
Councilmember Flinn asked if there was a tower to be erected in the vicinity of the Coop Elevator.  Clerk Gourley reported field work was being done on behalf of AT&T Mobility.  The tower was to be place outside city limits with a 911 location of 525 S. 1st St.
FUEL PURCHASES;

Fuel purchase options were discussed.
OFFICE COPIER:
Clerk Gourley reported on possible maintenance issues involving the Canon IR2840 copier.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:51 p.m.
