Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, Joel Mahin, and Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr.  New Councilmember-elect present:  Lisa S. Feldkamp.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer arrived at 7:57 p.m. 
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Norman Mannel, Harold Brozek, Wendy Gronau, Amy Hawkinson, Shari Pittenger, Kara Cavalli, and Monty Breneman.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the March 14, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-03, for March wages and salaries in the amount of $43,580.63, was presented.  A motion by Mahin, seconded by Morse, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in March, totaled $784.44, and a list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $187,831.57.  Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Mahin, payment of all said invoices, in the amount of $188,616.01, was approved.
DELINQUENT ACCNTS.:
Council reviewed fourteen (14) accounts totaling $2,375.54, on the list of delinquent utilities.
OATHS OF OFFICE:
City Clerk Gourley administered the Oath of Office to newly-elected Councilmembers Lisa S. Feldkamp and Joel Mahin.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:
Morse nominated Jack D. Crispin, Jr., for President of the Council.  Kingan seconded the nomination.  Upon call for vote, Crispin was duly elected President of the Council.
OFFICIAL DEPOSITORIES:
Upon motion by Mahin, seconded by Morse, The Bank of Tescott and Citizens State Bank & Trust Co. were designated as Official Depositories for city funds.

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER:
Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Mahin, the Lincoln Sentinel-Republican was designated as the Official City Newspaper.

Mahin moved to approve the Mayor’s Committee appointments.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

LIBRARY APPNTS.:
Mayor Stegman re-appointed Debbie Breneman and Gerald Philbrick to regular 4-year terms on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.   Morse moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.

ARTS COMM. APPNTS.:
Mayor Stegman re-appointed Mary Ann Stertz and Pam Morgan to regular 3-year terms on the Lincoln Arts and Humanities Commission.    Mahin moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.

PORT AUTH. APPNTS.:
Mayor Stegman re-appointed Brian Schneider and Bob Crangle to regular 4-year terms on the Lincoln Port Authority.  Morse moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
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HOUSING AUTH.:
Copies of the Post Rock Apartments Budget for the year ending March 31, 2012, and prior year audits for the Post Rock Apartments and Lincoln Housing Authority were received and placed on file.

STREETS/AMBUL. ZONE:
Wendy Gronau, Lincoln Co. Ambulance Director, asked that the City designate a certain area across the street from the Lincoln Co. Hospital’s ambulance bay as a “No Parking” zone.  She presented a rough drawing of the location, indicating the 10’ distance on either side of a private driveway which would need to be painted red.  She said the removal of parked vehicles across the street would enable ambulance drivers to have enough space to safely get into position to back into the ambulance bay access.  After some discussion about the present utilization of the space, Morse moved to approve the “No Parking” zone.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
POOL PERSONNEL:
Applications for Pool Manager and Lifeguard positions were reviewed.  Shari Pittenger, Pool Manager for many years, was present to provide recommendations for guards.  A nepotism prohibition in the City’s Personnel Policies & Guidelines was discussed with Mrs. Pittenger.  Kara Cavalli, who had acted as Assistant Manager in previous years, provided input.  Neither thought there would be a problem.  City Attorney Metz indicated that the policy could be waived in this instance, particularly in light of the seasonal nature of the employment.  Mahin moved to employ Shari Pittenger and Sammi Wright as co-managers; Kara Cavalli, Rachel Meyer, Nicholas Ledet, Jennifer Crist, and Tori Hayworth, as returning lifeguards; and Katherine Ledet, Lindsay Sullivan, and Sawyer Pittenger as new lifeguards, contingent upon the successful completion of required training.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  A motion was made by Mahin, seconded by Kingan, that the schedule of pool employee wages remain the same as last year.  Motion carried.
POOL OPERATIONS:
The Governing Body reviewed a multi-year report on revenue and expenses for the Lincoln Municipal Pool.  Following discussion, it was decided that no changes be made to hours of operation, daily admission fees or season passes.   It was agreed, that, assuming the pool was filled with water in time, lifeguard training classes could be held at the municipal pool.

POOL MAINTENANCE:
Pool maintenance requests and upgrades were discussed.  Superintendent Meyer said painting and normal maintenance would be completed as usual.  Council also authorized Shari Pittenger, Kara Cavalli, and Rachel Meyer to do additional painting inside the entry and cage of the pool, as needed.   Other items were discussed, including a ladder for the diving board and the possibility of acquiring a lift chair for accessibility.  Councilmember Feldkamp agreed to research the options on the lift chair.
PARK DUMPSTERS:
Clerk Gourley relayed a report from RanDan, Inc. that the park dumpsters were once again being used for unauthorized dumping; specifically, there had been dead fish and a junk air conditioner recently left in the dumpsters.

TRAFFIC CONTROL:
Monty Breneman asked the Governing Body to consider installing stop signs for east/west traffic at the intersection of North 5th and W. High Streets.  He thought the intersection was becoming more hazardous with increased traffic in the neighborhood of his residence.  Council decided to have Mayor Stegman contact Sheriff Black to do a traffic study and have the Street Committee review the results.
CDBG DISCLOSURE:
Mayor Stegman signed an updated Disclosure Report for Water Line Project CDBG 10-PF-037.
WATER CONS. PLAN:
Correspondence had been received from Tina Rajala, of the Kansas Water Office, regarding the City’s Water Conservation Plan adopted last month.  She indicated there were three items to be addressed in the Plan.  It was decided to make the appropriate changes and bring the amended documents to the next meeting.  It was also noted that the Governor had issued a Drought Watch for Lincoln County.
ENGINE REPAIRS:
Superintendent Meyer reported on the progress of the #6 engine overhaul at the Power Plant.  He said Ted Bunn, B.C.T. Bunn, as well as Exline, Inc., would be here next week to continue work on the Enterprise.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The 2011 Council Report of Abatement of Nuisances was reviewed.  Only one item was on the list so far.  The notice being returned unclaimed, Council decided to go ahead with the next step in the abatement process.   A  picture of  a  health nuisance in the south part of town  had been provided  to City  staff.   After
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observing the picture, Council decided that the problem was immediate and needed to be resolved as soon as possible.  The Co. Health Officer will be notified.
CITY-WIDE CLEAN UP:
Clerk Gourley advised she had only three volunteers to assist with the transfer of items to the curb prior to the City-wide Cleanup Days on April 26th and April 27th.  Notice of the City-wide Cleanup was scheduled for the April 21st edition of the local newspaper.
SKUNK CONTROL:
Harold Brozek asked what could be done about the number of skunks being observed in the community.   He said he had set traps himself but hadn’t had any luck.  Following further discussion, Mayor Stegman said he would review the problem with Sheriff Black. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:35 p.m., Mahin moved to recess into executive session, for a period of 10 minutes, for consultation with the City Attorney on a matter that would be deemed privileged in attorney-client relationships.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  City Attorney Metz and Clerk Gourley were invited to remain. 


The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:45 p.m.

OFFICE SECURITY:
A short discussion of office security was held.  Mayor Stegman and Councilmember Morse indicated they could provide contacts for furthering the idea.
PERSONNEL/OFC. CLERK:
Clerk Gourley was authorized to select an individual to fill the half-time position in her office.
BACKHOE MAINTENANCE:
Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Mahin, repairs to the Cat 416D backhoe, estimated at $4,110.59, and execution of a Foley Equipment Maintenance Agreement in the amount of $918.27 were approved.
LAW ENFORCEMENT:
Norman Mannel asked why there was no longer a police presence at the 4th Street/Lincoln Ave. intersection.
MOWING  EQUIPMENT:
Superintendent Meyer was authorized to obtain prices for new mowing equipment.
LADDER FIRE TRUCK:
Mayor Stegman reported the City’s ladder fire truck was in poor condition and should be replaced, if possible.  He thought a used one might be located at a reasonable cost.

TREE REMOVAL:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported a potentially dangerous situation involving a dead tree on private property.  Superintendent Meyer said the location had been visited, and it had been determined that the liability and responsibility rested with the property owner. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Mahin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:13 p.m.
