Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis R. Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee K. Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley. 
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kelly Leister, Jyll Phillips, and Chris Walford.  
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, Minutes of the May 13, 2013, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 13-05, for May wages and salaries in the amount of $45,295.13 was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in May totaled $4,214.45.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $172,987.70.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Flinn, all said invoices, in the amount of $177,202.15, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of  eleven (11) delinquent utility accounts in the amount of $2,365.28.
HEALTH INSURANCE:
Renewal of the City’s current BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas’s Blue Choice Triple Option Group Health Plan was reviewed.  Kelly Leister, BlueCross BlueShield Group Enrollment Representative, explained what factors comprised the 19% increase in premiums.  She also reported certain changes coming under Health Care Reform and how they would impact the City’s group.  She presented an option which would increase the current premium by 6% and compared its benefits to the City’s current plan.  Discussion followed.  No action was taken.

Clerk Gourley said another company’s proposal had been solicited; however it was not available in time for the meeting.  It was agreed that the proposal would be forwarded to the Governing Body members as soon as it was received.
LIFE/DISABILITY INS.:
The renewal premium for Advance Insurance Company’s group life insurance had decreased slightly this year.   Crispin moved to approve the Advance Life Insurance renewal, as provided.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
POOL:
An application for a lifeguard position was received from Jacilyn Nelson.  Crispin moved to employ Ms. Nelson as a new lifeguard.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.
IDEATEK FRANCHISE/
City Attorney Metz presented an ordinance, entitled, “AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A FRANCHISE TO
ORDINANCE #696:
WILDFLOWER TELECOMMUNICATIONS, LLC DBA IDEATEK FOR THE CONSTRUCTION AND OPERATION OF A COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM WITHIN THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS.”  Said Ordinance provided for a nonexclusive franchise to utilize public ways for the construction and operation of IdeaTek’s communications system.  At present, IdeaTek planned to install underground fiber optic cable to USD 298 facilities.  Crispin moved to pass said Ordinance, seconded by Larsen.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Flinn, Larsen, Zsuzsics.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #696 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the official city newspaper.
VACATING W ELM/ALLEY/
City Attorney Metz presented the following ordinance, entitled, “AN ORDINANCE VACATING WEST 

ORDINANCE #697:
ELM STREET WHICH VACATION IS BOUNDED BY BLOCK 10 AND BLOCK 11 IN THE J.T.SMITH ADDITION TO THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER AND BLOCKS 5, 6, 16 AND 17 IN THE VALLEY PARK ADDITION TO THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, LINCOLN COUNTY, KANSAS, AND THE ALLEY IN BLOCK 16 OF VALLEY PARK ADDITION, WHICH VACATION IS BOUNDED BY LOTS 1 THROUGH 7 AND 8 THROUGH 14, BLOCK 16 IN VALLEY PARK ADDITION TO THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, LINCOLN COUNTY, KANSAS.”  As neither location was being used as a public street or alley, the public would suffer no loss or inconvenience by the
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vacation.  Feldkamp moved to pass said ordinance, seconded by Crispin.  Upon call for vote, the following Councilmembers voted Aye:  Crispin, Feldkamp, Flinn, Larsen, Zsuzsics.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #697 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the Official City Newspaper.
GRASS CLIPPINGS:
The Governing Body discussed the procedure for handling violators of the city ordinance prohibiting the discharge of grass clippings into city streets.  It was determined that a written warning should be given prior to charging the violator in municipal court.

TRAFFIC CONTROL:
Another discussion was held regarding the ability of the Lincoln Recreation Commission to operate their “Gator” on the City streets.  City Attorney Metz advised he thought the “lawful community activity” provision of City Ordinance #678, Section 4, could be interpreted to include the use of this vehicle.  Other opinions were aired.  Feldkamp then moved to allow the Recreation Commission to operate their gator on city streets and alleys between ball fields.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried, 4-1.  It was also decided that certain individuals, other than city employees, could be authorized to operate the gator, as long as a list of those individuals was provided to the City for insurance purposes.


Discussion resumed about the possibility of changing city code to permit all 4-wheelers and golf carts to be operated on city streets.  Mayor Schwerdtfager and Councilmember Flinn reported on other cities of similar size having a permit process to allow these types of vehicles.  Others voiced safety concerns.  There followed a motion by Flinn, that the matter be tabled for further discussion at the next council meeting.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
KMEA CONTRACT/
A Resolution entitled,  “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER  KANSAS, AUTHOR-

RESOLUTION NO. 13-02:
IZING THE EXECUTION OF A CAPACITY AND ENERGY CONTRACT BETWEEN THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, AND THE KANSAS MUNICIPAL ENERGY AGENCY RELATING TO THE SALE OF EXCESS CAPACITY AND ENERGY BY THE CITY TO THE KANSAS MUNICIPAL ENERGY AGENCY; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OTHER DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH,” was presented.   Said Resolution authorized the Mayor and City Clerk to execute any and all documents necessary to effect the purposes set forth in the Capacity and Energy Contract referred to as KMEALI2013-01.  (To be used by KMEA to serve Garden City’s load.)  Crispin moved to adopt said Resolution.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.
MOBILE HOME ORD.:
Complaints about illegal campers located in the city having been received at City Hall, procedures for enforcing violations of the mobile home ordinance were addressed.  It was decided that, as a first step, the property owner should be notified in writing with a copy of the ordinance attached to the notice.

RV HOOKUPS:
It was decided that anyone improperly using the city park hookups should be notified by law enforcement to contact city hall.  The possibility of placing some kind of signage at the location was suggested.
ANIMAL/FOWL PERMIT:
Enforcement of the animal/fowl permit provisions was reviewed.
NUISANCE PROPERTIES:
The Governing Body reviewed the list of nuisance abatement notices sent.  Discussion of options available for enforcement was held, and whether or not those options would preclude legal action.

FARMWAY CASE:
Attorney Metz advised September 9th had been set to hear oral arguments in the Farmway case.

INSURANCE REVIEW:
The Governing Body reviewed an index of insurance coverage for the city.  It was decided to increase coverage for the shop building and contents and for the airport office and hangar.  Council felt the review was a valuable tool and should be done every year.
CITY HALL HVAC:
Mayor Schwerdtfager and Clerk Gourley explained that the air conditioning unit at City Hall, a model from the 1980’s was not functioning properly and replacement was being investigated.
GOV. BODY COMMENTS:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported on softball bleachers being painted by volunteers, sealant being put on at the swimming pool, and scheduled times for painting at the east ball park.
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Councilmember Feldkamp re-introduced the topic of allowing Rec Zumba class members to use the pool without paying an admission fee or having a season pass.  (It had previously been decided that anyone using the pool during the hours the pool was open to the public, needed one or the other.)  Feldkamp said she considered the adult exercise class, sponsored by Lincoln Rec, to be no different than the swimming lessons being given to students who didn’t have to pay pool admission.  After further discussion, Flinn made a motion to allow Zumba participants to use the pool, free of charge, for one class per week.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.

Councilmember Feldkamp said she thought the payroll report being given to the Governing Body was inadequate and wanted one which provided more information about regular and overtime hours worked, and by whom.  Councilmember Zsuzsics disagreed, saying that that information was for the supervisors’ use, and wasn’t something for City Council to get involved with.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 10:21 p.m., Feldkamp moved to enter into executive session, for a period of ten minutes, for the purpose of discussing personnel matters of non-elected personnel.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Attorney Metz was invited to remain.  
The Governing Body returned to regular session at 10:32 p.m.  Clerk Gourley was informed that the Council would like to see a payroll report indicating regular and overtime hours worked, by department.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:36 p.m.
