Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, D. Leon Kingan, and Arletta R. Morse. Councilmember absent:  Joel Mahin.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley. 
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Dave Tangeman, Michael Lamm, Amy Hawkinson, Bob Crangle, and Clay Haring.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the May 9, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-05, for May wages and salaries in the amount of $47,889.42, was presented.  A motion by Morse, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in May totaled $45,278.92.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $253,024.62. Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices, in the amount of $298,303.54, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of  16 delinquent utility accounts in the amount of $3,208.12. 
ALARM SYSTEM:
Dave Tangeman, File Safe, explained his proposal for an alarm and video surveillance system for City Hall.  He responded to questions about the equipment options available, response time, and warranties.  Following discussion, Crispin moved to table the matter for further study.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
AIRPORT PLAN:
Clay Haring and Bob Crangle, Lincoln Port Authority members, reported on a recent funding announcement from the Kansas Department of Transportation’s Airport Improvement Program.  The Lincoln Airport Development Plan – Phase I Project for FY 2012 was selected for funding, one of 30 projects selected out of 113 applications.  KDOT will reimburse 95% up to a maximum of $65,550.00.  It was noted that matching funds could be “in-kind,” in the form of labor and equipment.  It was also noted that this was the third airport grant which had been funded by KDOT.  The Governing Body congratulated the Port Authority members for their successful efforts, and indicated continued support of the airport improvement, including assistance with acquisition of property.  A question surfaced as to the reason the landing zone was sometimes still being used at the football practice field when the airport helipad was constructed for that purpose.  Councilmember Morse said that had happened at the request of the Lincoln County Hospital.   

HEALTH INSURANCE:
Michael Lamm, Marketing Representative, Federated Insurance, provided a group health plan proposal for the Governing Body’s consideration.  Details of the plan were explained and network providers discussed. 

Renewal of the City’s current BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas group health plan required a 20% increase in premium.  Other BCBS options were provided, including plans with increased deductibles and co-pays.


No action was taken on the group health insurance pending Council review of the options presented.

LIFE/DISABILITY INS.:
Clerk Gourley reported the premium for the group term life/short term disability insurance from Advance Insurance Company had decreased again this year.  Crispin moved to renew the Advance Insurance coverage, seconded by Morse.  Motion carried. 
WATER SYSTEM/CDBG:
Regarding the CDBG 10-PF-037 Water Distribution Improvements currently underway, Payment Estimate No. 1, in the amount of $121,470.85, had been submitted and approved by the contractor and engineer.  Feldkamp moved to approve said Payment Estimate No. 1.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  North Central Regional Planning Commission had submitted Grant Administration Request No. 2 in the amount of $10,000.00.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, said request was approved.
WATER CONS. PLAN:
Correspondence received on June 8, 2011, indicated the Kansas Water Office and Kansas Division of Water Resources had signed off on the Municipal Water Conservation Plan for the City of Lincoln Center.
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ENGINE REPAIRS:
Clerk Gourley relayed information regarding the power plant engine repairs.  Some work was presently on hold awaiting casting for the #6 engine liners.  Rice/Neshap testing was also being delayed pending word from 2 vendors.

LADDER FIRE TRUCK:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported her findings regarding the search for a replacement for the Lincoln Fire Department ladder truck.  Those involved in the quest for a used piece of equipment asked that the City provide a dollar limit.  Nothing appropriate had been located to date.  It was suggested and agreed that the City should apply for grant funds for a new aerial fire truck, as well.

POST ROCK FESTIVAL;
Lisa Feldkamp advised she was heading up a committee to make sure the Post Rock Festival continued to take place.  She reported the date was moved back to the Saturday of Labor Day weekend, this year, September 3rd.   She provided a rough schedule of events, including a parade, magician, children’s activities, cardboard boat race at the pool, evening meal in the park, street dance, and fireworks at the east ball diamond.   It was agreed that specific requests for City assistance should be provided in writing to the City Superintendent at least one week prior to the event, and that use of city facilities would be made available, where feasible.
TEMP. CMB PERMIT:
Kerry Smith had requested an application for a Temporary CMB Permit in conjunction with the Post Rock Festival.  Clerk Gourley said she had asked him to wait because a new law, effective in April, 2011, was passed by the state legislature, providing for the issuance of temporary permits for the sale of cereal malt beverages (CMB) for special events.   Even though the City had previously passed an ordinance dealing with this subject, it appeared that the new law required the applications to be made on forms approved by the Attorney General’s office and have affixed the $25.00 State CMB Stamp. The City’s present application did not meet those requirements.  Therefore, City Attorney Metz was asked to research the subject and, if necessary, draft a new temporary permit ordinance to comply with state law.
CODE OF PROCEDURES:
Councilmember Crispin suggested that the Governing Body consider adopting the Code of Procedures for Kansas Cities, as prepared by the League of Kansas Municipalities. This document provides guidelines and information to assist in conducting effective city council meetings.  Clerk Gourley advised the League had a model ordinance to incorporate the document by reference.  Crispin moved to have an appropriate ordinance prepared to adopt said Code of Procedures.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried. 
NUISANCES;
One new location had been added to the Nuisance Report for the Council.  Other locations were identified by the Governing Body, in particular, several properties overgrown with weeds.  An ongoing health nuisance was also mentioned.
PERSONNEL/OFC CLERK:
Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Crispin, the employment of Donna M. Kirkendall, as a half-time office clerk, was approved, with a starting wage of $10.00 per hour, effective June 20, 2011.
PARK EQUIPMENT:
Councilmember Morse reported graffiti on playground equipment in the park.
CITY SALES TAX:
Councilmember Crispin suggested the City investigate the possibility of a City-wide sales tax as a means to finance street repairs. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Morse moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:34 p.m.
