Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to consider taking action to ban the sale and discharge of fireworks, due to the extremely hot, dry and windy weather conditions. Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for the meeting:  County Attorney Jennifer O’Hare, Skip Florence, Steve McReynolds, Sheriff Russ Black, County Commissioner Terry Finch, Mike Hansen, and Jyll Phillips.

PROCLAMATION:
A Proclamation to ban the sale and discharge of fireworks in the city limits was introduced.  County Attorney O’Hare explained that the present drought conditions and recent fires in the area
 had prompted the consideration of a fireworks ban to protect the citizens of Lincoln County.  Because the county did not have jurisdiction in the incorporated cities within the county, each city was being asked to do the same.  She said the ban could be lifted if weather conditions changed, or there might be the possibility of allowing fireworks at a later time for a special event.  Enforcement was to be handled at the county level.  


Mike Hansen, Skip Florence and Steve McReynolds spoke about the loss of revenues from private and non-profit fireworks stands already set up to do business, whether non-aerial fireworks sales could be allowed, and whether refunds of permit fees would be granted.

Following further discussion, it was agreed that, although the action might not be popular at the moment, the over-riding issue was public safety.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to authorize Mayor Stegman to sign the Proclamation, as presented.  Motion carried.  
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:45 a.m.
