ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to take action on the KDOT Highway Use of Right of Way Permit requested by Wildflower Telecommunications, LLC dba IdeaTek.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. KDOT R-O-W PERMIT:
The Governing Body considered the application by Wildflower Telecommunications, LLC dba IdeaTek for a KDOT Use of Right of Way Highway Permit.  Because the work was located on public right of way within City jurisdiction, KDOT required City approval.  Approval had been delayed pending resolution of a franchise agreement issue with IdeaTek.
