Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.   Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips.   
MINUTES:
Minutes of the August 13, 2012, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 12-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $51,301.98, was presented.  A motion by Morse, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $208.05.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $114,345.60.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, all said invoices in the amount of $114,553.65, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of fourteen delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,716.64. 
FREEDOM WALK:
In remembrance of the victims and families, Terri Wilson had organized a “Freedom Walk” to be held on the 11th anniversary of 9/11.  The event would also honor military personnel, past and present, law enforcement, firefighters and emergency medical personnel.  
GAAP WAIVER RES. 12-03:
Resolution No. 12-03, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2012.     Crispin moved to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Morse.  Motion carried.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
There seemed to be no new information available regarding the previous discussions with Rolling Hills Electric about the City’s electric distribution system and power plant.  Jyll Phillips, Lincoln Sentinel-Republican, did report that, in meetings she had attended, there had been no comments about closing the City’s power plant, and Rolling Hills had expressed its desire to continue its long-standing, good relationship with the City of Lincoln.  Councilmember Morse said she thought it should be made clear that the City had no interest in closing the power plant.
POWER PLANT:
Superintendent Meyer reported a liner problem on the #6 Enterprise engine was being investigated.  He also reported a potential savings could be realized from ordering the next vacuum breaker now, instead of waiting until next year.  There were no objections. 
EPA/RICE NESHAP:
In light of the approaching deadlines and the availability of equipment, Superintendent Meyer asked that the Governing Body confirm its intent regarding the RICE NESHAP requirements.  Because of the City’s ability to claim capacity credits from having a certain number of MW’s of generation available, the cost of the catalytic converters might be recovered in 3-4 years. The deadline for compliance with the EPA’s emission control regulations is presently May, 2013.  In order to get all 5 engines retrofitted, it was suggested that some of the work be completed in 2012.  Meyer reported some of the other EMP2 cities were proceeding with the retrofits and one city had all of its converters already installed.  Budget consideration and time constraints were then discussed.  There followed a motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, that the City commit to take steps necessary to bring the engines into compliance with the EPA’s new regulations.  Motion carried.  It was agreed that 1 or 2 engines could be done this year.
NUISANCES:
There were no new nuisances reported this month.  The Lincoln County Health Nurse, in her investigation of nuisance complaints, had been using her own camera, and that camera was  no  longer
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usable.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, Lincoln County Health Nurse LaDonna Reinert was authorized to purchase a camera suitable for her needs. 
WELLNESS:
Councilmember Crispin had been approached about locating a facility for housing some wellness equipment.  He was informed that the issue had been resolved privately.

LEASES:
Attorney Metz advised he would have new leases available for consideration at the October Council meeting.
PIPELINE SURVEY:
Attorney Metz reported the permission to survey requested by Kinder Morgan had been signed off on by the tenant of the City property in question.  He also said a preliminary route of the pipeline had been provided, and it did not indicate it would negatively impact the airport’s development.

PERSONNEL/OFC CLERK;
Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, Clerk Gourley was authorized to select an individual to fill the “half-time” position in her office. 
POST ROCK FESTIVAL:
Councilmember Feldkamp thanked Superintendent Meyer and his crew for all of their efforts in preparing for the Post Rock Festival.  She also reported that the City’s ladder fire truck was operational again, had been paraded at the Post Rock Festival, and had been practice-tested when the pool was drained.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:22 p.m.
