
Council Meeting                                                                                                        September 12, 2011

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, D. Leon Kingan, and Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmember absent:  Joel Mahin.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.   Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  David A. O’Dell, Dan Entz, Amy Hawkinson, Doug McKinney, and Stuart Porter. 
MINUTES:
Minutes of the August 8, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $51,312.89, was presented.  A motion by Morse, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $258,895.14.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $140,694.65.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, all said invoices in the amount of $399,589.79, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nineteen delinquent utility accounts totaling $3,552.74.
2010 AUDIT REPORT:
David A. O’Dell, C.P.A., presented City of Lincoln Center Financial Statements for the year ending December 31, 2010.  He first explained the Required Communications and the Internal Control Structure Significant Deficiencies letters. He then reviewed the Special Financial Statements, indicating compliance with Kansas cash basis and budget laws.  He noted there had been a reduction in the General Fund reserves over a multi-year period, and the City should remain watchful of that condition.  In reviewing the Enterprise Funds, he noted certain cash balances had suffered again in 2010; however, capital projects in both Water and Electric Funds contributed to that situation.  He provided a multi-year graph of the Enterprise Funds, spoke about single audit (A133) requirements, and made note of one technical violation by a component unit.  Thereafter, Morse moved to approve the 2010 audit reports as presented.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.

2011 & 2012 AUDITS:
A proposal for audit services for the years ending December 31, 2011 and December 31, 2012, was received from David A. O’Dell, CPA, LLC.  The terms of service were outlined in Mr. O’Dell’s letter dated September 9, 2011, and included a fee range of $8,200-$9,200 for 2011 and  $8,900-$9,900 for 2012.  Discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
GAAP WAIVER RES. 11-02:
Resolution No. 11-02, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP,” was presented.  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2011.    Crispin moved to adopt said Resolution.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
CODE OF PROCEDURES: 
In conformance with Section 9 of the Code of Procedures adopted last month, and upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, the City Clerk was designated to be in charge of setting the agenda.  It was also decided that the present format should be continued without utilizing a consent agenda.
WATER SYSTEM/CDBG:
Stuart Porter, Schwab-Eaton Project Engineer, Doug McKinney, NCRPC Project Administrator, and Dan Entz, Rod’s Ditching Project Contractor, met with the Governing Body to discuss the use of the excess CDBG funds.  These funds were potentially made available because of the low bid from the project contractor.  Porter reported that KDOC guidelines presently required certain steps to be taken if excess funds were over a certain dollar amount.  He said he had discussed this with the City Superintendent and the other involved parties to formulate the best plan of action.  He outlined that plan for the Governing Body.  He also recommended a certain additional amount be allowed the Contractor for unforeseen conditions encountered at several sites within the project area.  After reviewing the various options,  Crispin moved to approve Change Order No. 1, in  an  amount  not  to
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exceed $10,000.00, as determined by the Project Engineer, to be paid for the unforeseen conditions encountered by the Project Contractor.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Crispin then moved to approve Change Order No. 2, in an amount not to exceed $45,000.00, as determined by the Project Engineer, for the additional replacement of extremely shallow water mains in two blocks of N. 2nd Street and two adjoining blocks of W. School Street.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Finally, in order to properly utilize the remaining funds, Crispin moved to approve the development of Phase 2 of the project, for the additional replacement of 7-10 blocks of water mains deemed to be in the worst shape by the City Superintendent and Engineer.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

Because it had been determined that they were also in a bad state of repair, Project Engineer Stuart Porter encouraged the Governing Body to create a long-range plan for the replacement of water mains not a part of the current project.


Rod’s Ditching’s Pay Estimate No. 4, in the amount of $47,290.84, had been submitted and approved by the contractor and project engineer.  Crispin moved to approve said Pay Estimate No. 4, seconded by Morse.  Motion carried. 
POOL:
The Governing Body discussed several issues related to the operation of the pool, including:  identification and public notification of the closing date, pool parties held before and after the pool is closed for the season, and other issues related to personnel.  It was agreed that certain policies needed to be set or revised prior to the next season.
GIS MAPPING;
Clerk Gourley advised Janssen Bruse, KMEA, had called to report he was working on a project where funds might be available to pay for 75% of the cost of GIS Mapping of Electric Systems, and wanted to include Lincoln in the project.  The application deadline being September 1st, tentative approval had been given.   Crispin moved to authorize an amount, not to exceed $5,000.00, for the City’s share of the project.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried. 
POWER PLANT ENGINES:
Superintendent Meyer reported the #6 engine liners were expected to be ready so that overhaul work at the power plant could begin again on September 19th.
RICE NESHAP:
Olsson Associates had provided a draft of a report identifying specific data gathered to determine the probable cost of compliance with the Environmental Protection Agency’s RICE NESHAP rules.   All five engines at the power plant would require combination catalyst/silencers and crankcase ventilation systems, at a cost of approximately $390,000.00.  Councilmember Crispin reported he had met with Congressman Huelskamp’s aide to discuss the issue.  The EPA’s final rule became official on March 3, 2010, with compliance required by May 3, 2013.
METER READING EQUIP.:
Clerk Gourley reported her office was investigating the cost and implementation of the use of hand-held meter-reading equipment.  
COMPUTER SERVER:
Clerk Gourley also advised the City’s computer system server was becoming obsolete and would need to be replaced in some form.  She was researching the option of utilizing a server farm as opposed to purchasing a new server.

WASTEWATER CLASSES:
An opportunity had arisen for the City to receive two scholarships, valued at $3500.00, for employees to attend a sixteen-week wastewater treatment course in Concordia.  Dennis Pittenger and Chuck White were currently attending these classes every Thursday.
NUISANCES:
An updated Nuisance Report was examined.  Attorney Metz provided an update on the status of a N. 7th Street property.  Clerk Gourley reported on two complaints lodged against a location on W. College Ave. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 9:21 p.m., Crispin moved to recess into executive session, for a period of 10 minutes, for consultation with the  City Attorney on a  matter that  would be deemed  privileged  in  attorney-client
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relationships.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  City Attorney Metz and City Clerk Gourley were invited to remain.


The Governing Body returned to regular session at 9:31 p.m.

COUNCIL RESIGNATION:
A letter of resignation had been tendered by Councilmember Joel Mahin.  He indicated he would be moving outside the City and, therefore, would no longer be eligible to serve as a City Councilmember.
RADIATOR BLDG.:
Superintendent Meyer reported he had not had any proposals returned on the radiator building replacement.
POST ROCK FESTIVAL:
Councilmember Feldkamp thanked Superintendent Meyer and his crew for all of their efforts in preparing for the Post Rock Festival.

SKUNK CONTROL:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked what could be done about skunk control.  Mayor Stegman said he would speak with the Sheriff again.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Morse moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
