Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Deirdre Mahin, Mark Johnson, Chadd Blackwood, Shari Pittenger, Jyll Phillips, Art Wagoner, and Rick Lund.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the September 10, 2012, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 12-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $48,871.35, was presented.  A motion by Morse, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $77,426.71, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $86,975.71.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, all invoices, in the amount of $164,402.42, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty-three (23) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,742.42.  Councilmember Feldkamp asked what determined when accounts were certified for collection on the tax rolls.
WEST BALL PARK:
Shari Pittenger asked to use the West Ball Park for a “Duck Soup” tournament on November 4th.  She hoped to raise funds to benefit the Journalism students planning a trip to San Antonio.  Crispin moved to approve the request, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.  Ms. Pittenger also thanked the City for patching the potholes in the LJSHS parking lot.
CITY SHOP FIRE:
The Governing Body considered several issues relating to the September 13th fire which completely destroyed the City Shop Building and all of its contents.

Mark Johnson, representing Sellers Equipment, Salina, KS, and Chadd Blackwood, representing Murphy Tractor & Equipment Co., Topeka, KS, were present to provide information and answer questions regarding their respective quotes for a new loader for the City.  Sizes, features, warranties, and city crew preferences were considered.  Thereafter, Crispin moved to purchase the JCB 426HT Loader with JRB coupler for a total price of $133,691.00.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

Superintendent Meyer had contacted several metal building contractors regarding construction of a new city shop on the same site as the old one.  Quotes were received from Morton Buildings, Inc. - $74,803.00 with a mid-December start date; Treb Construction, Inc. - $71,374.00 with a spring, 2013 start date; and DMAC Building and Insulation (information provided by Rick Lund) - $51,893.00, with a 3-week start date.  The start date being of prime importance, the DMAC Building proposal was favorably viewed; however, because of DMAC’s location in St. Joseph, MO, it was suggested that Mr. Lund and Clerk Gourley make further inquiries regarding the proposal.

A special city council meeting was scheduled for October 11, 2012, at 7:00 am, for the purpose of making a decision regarding the DMAC Building and Insulation proposal for construction of a new city shop building.


Superintendent Meyer reported that several tool and equipment items had been acquired from Federal Surplus Property, at special discounts, due to the city shop fire.  A 1992 Ford pickup, with 12,000 miles, was being made available shortly, and was being offered to the City for $500.00.  It was agreed that, providing the vehicle was still being held for the City, the offer be accepted.

Councilmember Feldkamp had researched and contacted dealers regarding replacement of the tool pickup destroyed in the city shop fire.   A couple of vehicles had been inspected by city employees, and the Holm Automotive vehicle, a 2004 Ford F-250, had been recommended.  Following discussion,

Feldkamp moved to approve the purchase of the 2004 Ford from Holm Automotive Center, Abilene, KS, for a purchase price of $14,400.00.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
S WASTE AGREEMENT:
An Agreement between Lincoln County and the City of Lincoln Center, providing for solid waste collection within the city limits, was presented for review and approval.  The agreement would provide for residential collection and disposal for a period of five years commencing on January 1, 2013.  Crispin moved to approve said Agreement, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.
LHA/APPOINTMENT:
Upon recommendation of the Board of Commissioners of the Lincoln Housing Authority, Mayor Stegman appointed Carol Rader to fill the unexpired term of Kathy Jo Smith, who resigned her position on August 7, 2012.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Zsuzsics.  Motion carried.
BELMONT HOUSING:
Mayor Stegman reported being approached regarding the transfer of Belmont property to the City of Lincoln Center.  It was agreed that the Lincoln Housing Authority would have to be amenable to managing the property and that HUD and Rural Development requirements be met.  At the present time, there were more questions than answers.
LES PARKING/TRAFFIC:
Lincoln Elementary School Principal Stephen Koch had requested approval to make an area on South 4th Street, east of the school, a “No Parking” zone and to make parallel parking from the no parking zone south to the intersection of S. 4th and W. South Streets. He provided a drawing of the proposal, anticipating the change would make the area safer for students attempting to cross 4th Street.  Feldkamp moved to approve the request, with the city providing the labor and the school providing the materials.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.

A traffic problem was still being observed on Yauger Street north of the grade school.  There was supposed to be only one lane of traffic but a problem was created by drivers attempting to go around traffic stopped in the street to pick up or drop off students.  A suggestion to make angle parking on the north side of the street was considered; however, the Governing Body was opposed to the idea, thinking that vehicles backing up from both sides of Yauger Street might make the area even more hazardous.

HAPPY DAYS PARKING:
Happy Days Diner had requested permission to designate the northernmost stall of the new parking area, closest to the building, “handicap” parking.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, said request was approved.
PROPERTY INSURANCE:
Art Wagoner, Wagoner Insurance Agency, was present to review the City’s insurance coverage for buildings, contents, vehicles, and equipment.  He provided a list of current coverage and gave an indication of the additional premium cost to increase coverage for certain vehicles.  “Comprehensive” vs. “specified causes of loss” was reviewed.  He also made suggestions regarding building contents vs. blanket coverage.  Following a discussion of the value of certain vehicles and equipment, it was agreed that only the 1985 Spartan ladder truck coverage be increased at this time.  It was also agreed that an annual review, prior to renewal of the policy, would be beneficial.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 9:39 p.m., Crispin moved to enter into executive session, for a period of fifteen (15) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with an attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.  Attorney Metz and Clerk Gourley were invited to attend.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 9:54 p.m.
PERSONNEL/OFC CLERK:
Clerk Gourley advised the “half-time” office clerk position had been filled.  Deirdre Mahin had begun employment on September 17, 2012, at a starting wage of $10.00 per hour.

POWER PLANT ENGINES:
An email communication from Ted Bunn, regarding the catalytic converter installation for power plant engines 1 and 5, and the current condition of engine 6, was provided to the Governing Body.  Superintendent Meyer further explained the issues noted in the email.
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CITY SHOP FLOOR:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked about the concrete condition at the city shop site, and Superintendent Meyer advised he did not think a new floor was necessary at this time.

FARMWAY COURT CASE:
Attorney Metz reported there had been no ruling on the City vs. Farmway Coop case before the Kansas Supreme Court.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 10:12 p.m.
