Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, and D. Leon Kingan.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:   Harold Brozek, Amy Hawkinson, Debora Zachgo, Sarah Hageman, Sheriff Russ Black, and Jon Meyer.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the September 12, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $46,248.84, was presented.  A motion by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $59,591.79 and one invoice prepaid in October (CDBG Pay Estimate #4) totaled $47,290.84.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $235,637.60.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, all invoices, in the amount of $342,520.23, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty (20) delinquent utility accounts totaling $5,347.02.
COUNCIL VACANCY:
Councilmember Feldkamp suggested the discussion about the council vacancy be tabled to later in the meeting.
REC DIRECTOR:
Rec Commission Member Debora Zachgo introduced Sarah Hageman as the new Rec Director, effective September 15, 2011.
2011 & 2012 AUDITS:
The proposal of David A. O’Dell, CPA, for audit services for the years ending December 31, 2011 and December 31, 2012 was re-visited.   Feldkamp moved to accept said proposal as presented.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
TRAFFIC CONTROL:
Jon Meyer had provided information regarding the California Roadster, a custom electric vehicle with a top speed of 25 mph.  He wished to purchase such a vehicle but wanted to make sure the vehicle would be legal to drive on the streets of the City.  The vehicle had been certified by the Federal Government as a Neighborhood Electric Vehicle which qualifies it for street use and a potential federal tax credit.  Generally, in Kansas, a low speed vehicle is registered as any other vehicle but is not allowed to operate on any highway with a posted speed limit over 40 mph.  It may, however, cross streets and highways with speed limits over 40 mph.  Attorney Metz advised he had researched the City’s Code and did not find the vehicle fell into the list of prohibited vehicles, therefore, he did not foresee a problem for Mr. Meyer.

Harold Brozek registered a complaint regarding the use of “jake” brakes by truckers going to and from the Farmway Coop Elevator.   He also said the trucks often exceeded the speed limit for a residential area and didn’t even stop at the three-way stop sign at the S. 4th/College intersection.   He suggested additional signs be installed.  The Governing Body advised signage was located at the main highway entrances, and if they were being ignored now, additional signage would probably be a waste of time and money.  Sheriff Russ Black indicated “straight pipe” trucks can sound the same as jake brakes.  He said he had run radar several times at that location and had not noticed a speeding problem during those times.  He did say, however, that he planned to borrow Beloit’s portable speed sign and place it at a strategic location to monitor speed.
RADIATOR BLDG:
There had been no proposals received to date for the reconstruction of the radiator building at the power plant.
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WATER SYSTEM/CDBG:
Rod’s Ditching’s Pay Estimate No. 5 for CDBG 10-PF-037 Water Line Replacement Project, in the amount of $48,920.61, had been submitted, and approved by the contractor and project engineer.  Crispin moved to approve said Pay Estimate No.5, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.  Project Engineer Stuart Porter had prepared Change Order No. 1; however, the amount was slightly more than the $10,000.00 maximum approved last month.  Crispin moved to amend Change Order No. 1 to increase the original Contract price by $10,102.15.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.    
NUISANCES:
Council reviewed the Report of Abatement Notices Sent.  Attorney Metz advised he had had two locations investigated regarding hay being openly stored in the city.  Reports would be sent to the property owners and one court complaint pursued.  He also suggested a notice be placed in the local paper regarding the “Rodent Control” Article of the City Code, specifically Section 8-607 (Conditions conducive to harborage of rats.)

The stray cat population and the skunk presence in the city were again discussed.

KMEA ANNUAL MTG:
Clerk Gourley was authorized to attend the KMEA/KMGA Annual Meeting of Member Cities, to be held in Wichita on November 3-4, 2011.
IIMC CERTIFICATION:
Clerk Gourley reported Deputy Clerk Simms had applied for and been awarded a scholarship for registration fees associated with the first year of the City Clerks and Municipal Finance Officers Association (CCMFOA) Institute being held in Wichita November 7-11, 2011.  Said scholarship was worth approximately $460.00.

PARK & POOL:
The Lincoln Co Rod & Custom Car Club was granted permission to hold a car show in the Lincoln City Park on September 8, 2012.  Lisa Feldkamp requested and received permission to use the City Park and Pool during the Post Rock Festival, September 1, 2012.
COUNCIL APPT:
Mayor Stegman provided a couple of names of individuals who had expressed interest in serving on the City Council.  After discussion, Crispin moved to appoint Louis Zsuzsics, Jr., to fill the unexpired term of Joel Mahin.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:13 p.m.
