Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:00 a.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to take action on the DMAC Building and Insulation proposal for a new city shop.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Arletta R. Morse, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
CITY SHOP BLDG.:
Clerk Gourley reported her findings on DMAC Building and Insulation, Saint Joseph, MO.  No adverse information had been received from the BBB.  She had spoken with the DMAC owner several times who said he had been in business for forty years and used two different labor crews for his building jobs.  He expected to utilize Mark’s Bobcat Construction crew this time as they would be finishing up a job just in time to start on the city shop.  She had also spoken with Mark Veraguth, owner of the foregoing company, who said he had been in business for eighteen years and would be bringing 3 good, experienced men and 2 general laborers to complete the job.  He planned to come to Lincoln a week early to set up for the project, and materials would be delivered directly to the site.  After a short discussion, Morse made a motion to approve DMAC Building and Insulation’s proposal to construct a new shop for the city.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.
