City Hall Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Carly Errebo, Bob White, Alejandra Juarez, Julie Willoughby, Jyll Phillips.

AGENDA AMENDMENTS:
There were no amendments to the agenda.    
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, Minutes of the September 8, 2014, regular meeting were approved as written. 
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 14-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $51,828.64, was presented.  One question regarding General Fund overtime was answered.  A motion by Flinn, seconded by Feldkamp, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $78,594.80, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $177,985.51.  Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Zsuzsics, all invoices, in the amount of $256,580.31, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty-four (24) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,165.57.
DVACK PROCLAMATION;
Julie Willoughby, representing the Domestic Violence Association of Central Kansas (DVACK), read a Proclamation naming the month of October, 2014, as Domestic Violence Awareness Month.  Mayor Schwerdtfager signed the Proclamation.  
COMMUNITY CLEAN-UP:
Carly Errebo advised the volunteer clean-up operation would now be put on hold until spring, and there was already a waiting list.  She asked that the City do another city-wide clean up next spring as several people had asked her about that.  She said it had been a very good year and several properties had been cleaned up.  She hoped that the City would continue to allow the use of City dump trucks for the clean-up operations.

POOL:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request that the City install steps/stairs in the shallow end of the Municipal Pool.  Councilmember Feldkamp agreed to research the options.  
RV PARKING:
Regarding the recently enacted RV Parking Ordinance, it was noted that Section 2 (c) called for rules and regulations to be adopted by the city by resolution and that, also by resolution, the city would establish those locations authorized for parking recreational vehicles.  Discussion followed.  Attorney Metz suggested the City Councilmembers compile a list of rules and regulations they would like to see incorporated into the resolution and bring them to the next meeting.
HEALTH INSURANCE:
Alejandra Juarez, Group Consultant with BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas, gave a presentation of BCBS’s proposal for the Lincoln City Employees Group health insurance.  The proposal included a similar deductible and out-of-pocket maximum as the City’s current provider; however, BCBS had included dental coverage in its plan.  Council reviewed benefits and compared premiums between the City’s current provider, Federated Mutual Insurance, and the proposed BCBS plan.  Flinn, moved to accept the proposal for BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas’s PremierSG Choice Plan, effective December 1, 2014.  Motion seconded by Zsuzsics, carried.
TRANSFER FUNDS:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Larsen, the transfer of $40,000.00 from the Water Fund, $125,000.00 from the Electric Fund, $15,000.00 from the Sewer Fund, and $2,000.00 from the Solid Waste Fund, to the City’s General Fund, was approved.
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KMEA/POWER SUPPLY:
Clerk Gourley explained correspondence from KMEA indicating the Power Supply Plan and Resource Portfolios previously being developed would be delayed due to insufficient interest in the short term planning.  KMEA staff would be contacting the City in the near future to discuss contractual resources and options for future power supply.
EQUIPMENT/DUMP TKS.:
Mayor Schwerdtfager advised he and Jeff Ahring had traveled to Kansas City to inspect the dump trucks offered by Commercial Truck Sales.  Councilmember Feldkamp reported on her conversations with the sales rep there and said the price for two 1994 Chevrolet C7500 dump trucks was $37,672.00.  Other options had been explored, with other companies, as well.  Discussion followed.  Zsuzsics moved to purchase the 2 dump trucks from Commercial Truck Sales, seconded by Larsen, with funds to be taken from the Equipment Reserve Fund.  Motion carried.

COPIER/FAX/PRINTER:
Clerk Gourley explained that the City Office copier, an 8 year old Canon, was malfunctioning in certain areas.  She was authorized to explore the purchase and leasing options for a new copier.

NUISANCE REPORT:     
Attorney Metz reported several nuisance complaints, filed in Municipal Court, would be set for trial in November, or as soon as the Judge’s schedule allowed.
MISC. CORRESPONDENCE:
Attorney Metz shared a communication received from a former Lincoln resident about the possibility of Walmart Neighborhood Markets attempting to expand into rural Kansas communities.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 9:30 p.m., Larsen moved to enter into executive session, for a period of ten minutes, for the purpose of consultation with the City Attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Attorney Metz & Clerk Gourley were invited to attend.

The Governing Body returned to regular session at 9:40 p.m.

CMC GRADUATION:
Clerk Gourley reported that Deputy City Clerk Heather Simms would be completing her 4th year Muncipal Clerk’s Certification coursework and would be eligible to graduate this year.  A graduation banquet reception was being held November 6th at 6:00 p.m.  in Wichita.  Gourley invited Governing Body members able to attend to notify her by October 30th.
STRATEGIC PLAN:
Everyone was reminded of and encouraged to attend the Countywide Strategic Planning Meeting to be held Wednesday, October 15th.

GUEST TAX:
Councilmember Flinn relayed an inquiry regarding the implementation of a “bed” tax, to be used for the benefit of Chamber of Commerce, tourism, or other purposes.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business,  Feldkamp moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:51 p.m.
