Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Travis Schwerdtfager presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, Melodee Larsen, and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley, and Deputy Clerk Heather N. Simms.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jyll Phillips, Terry Finch, Roxann Zachgo, and Kelly Larson.   
MINUTES:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Flinn, Minutes of the October 13, 2014, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 14-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $49,641.22, was presented.   A motion by Crispin, seconded by Zsuzsics, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $38,311.83, and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $90,509.12.   Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $128,820.95, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of twenty-four (24) delinquent utility accounts totaling $4,091.15.
ALLEY VACATION:
Roxann Zachgo asked that the City vacate the alley south of her residence.  Terry Finch was present to represent the property owner on the north side of the alley and to support the action.  They said there would be no inconvenience or loss to the public by such action.  Feldkamp moved to have the City Attorney prepare the necessary documents to vacate the alley lying East of Orange Ave., between East Yauger Street and East South Street.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
LITTERING:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request from Sheriff Weigel for clarification of “littering” violations within the city.  Because the Uniform Public Offense Code adopted by the City no longer has a littering section, he asked how the City wished to handle cases where trash was allowed to be disbursed on public property.
RV PARK RULES:
A lengthy discussion of potential rules and regulations for RV Parks ensued.  Suggestions regarding utility connections, length of stay, and prohibited locations were given to City Attorney Metz for incorporation into a Resolution adopting rules and regulations for RV Parks in the City.

The Governing Body considered expansion of the City’s RV Park but decided to delay until a real need was established.

POOL EQUIPMENT:
Councilmember Feldkamp presented a quote from Recreonics, Inc., for a portable “5-Step Easy Stair” access for the municipal pool.  The equipment meets all of the ADA guidelines for accessible design and is custom fabricated and trimmed to fit our pool.  There followed a motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Crispin, to approve the purchase in the amount of $3,442.47, including freight.  Motion carried.

OFFICE COPIER/PRINTER:
Deputy Clerk Simms provided a spreadsheet comparing three quotes from suppliers of office copier/printer/fax machines.   Purchase vs leasing options were compared, as well as maintenance costs.  After soliciting several local opinions for each brand/supplier, and because of familiarity of operation and reliability of the product, it was the recommendation of the City Clerk staff that the Canon machine be purchased.  Larsen moved to approve the purchase of the Canon Image Runner Advance 4235, at a price of $7,784.21, seconded by Feldkamp.  Motion carried.
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SOLID WASTE RES. 14-03:
Resolution No. 14-03, establishing the fee for municipal solid waste collection and disposal, was introduced.  Said Resolution would increase the monthly fee for each residence from $15.75 to $15.85, effective with the billing beginning November 14, 2014, to be first included on City of Lincoln Center utility billings payable January 1, 2015.  The fee would include the following components:   $9.35 for the County’s collection contractor, $6.00 for Lincoln County’s disposal fees, $.25 for Lincoln County administrative fees, and $.25 for the City’s billing and administrative costs.        Crispin moved to adopt Resolution No. 14-03.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
PERSONNEL POLICY:
In order to meet requirements of the Affordable Care Act, provisions of the City’s Personnel Policy regarding health insurance waiting periods needed to be amended.  Flinn, therefore, moved to change the Personnel Policies & Guidelines to reflect a group health insurance waiting period of 60 days.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.
PERSONNEL/HOLIDAY:
In consideration of the upcoming holidays, the Governing Body approved the purchase of $25.00 in Chamber Bucks for each hourly and full-time, salaried city employee.  In addition, upon motion by Larsen, seconded by Flinn, those same employees were granted an additional paid holiday on December 26th this year.

STRATEGIC PLAN:
Kelly Larson, Lincoln County Economic Development Foundation Director, had provided copies of the Lincoln County 2014 Strategic Plan summary.  The initial planning session had been well attended and various priorities had been developed.  Ms. Larson asked that Governing Body members sign up for a task force for each of seven (7) top priorities identified.
LEGAL:
Attorney Metz reported on nuisance cases filed in Municipal Court and developments in the District Court case involving the power plant Enterprise engine.
CAT CONTROL:
Charlene Griffin, Lincoln Area Humane Society, with assistance from the Solomon Valley Veterinary Hospital in Beloit, asked about starting a catch/release program for cats.  The SVVH had agreed to take up to ten (10) cats at a time.  After treating the cats, the ears would be notched, and the cats would be released back into the community.  The Humane Society would take care of the costs associated with the program.
WAPA ENERGY:
The Western Area Power Administration (WAPA) initiated its intent to extend current customer contracts for a term of 30 years beyond current contract expirations.  A WAPA 2025 PMI Extension Timeline was provided by KMEA.
PERSONNEL/EDUCATION:
Deputy Clerk Heather Simms was congratulated on her successful completion of the 4-year Municipal Clerks Certification Institute at Wichita State University.
FIRE DEPT/FEMA GRANT:
Councilmember Feldkamp reported that Mandy Fincham, NCRPC, was writing a county-wide FEMA grant to obtain air packs for the fire departments.

WATER PLANT:
Councilmember Feldkamp asked if there was any progress on the water plant demolition plan.   It was agreed that the project was still in the works but was presently on hold.

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Larsen, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:34 p.m.
