Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present: Lisa S. Feldkamp, Nikki Flinn, and Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmembers absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr. and Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Sarah Hageman, James Oltman, Sandy King, Gwenda Buttenhoff, Marvin & Karen Jeffers, Martha Russell, and Jyll Phillips.   
MINUTES:
Minutes of the October 8, 2012, regular meeting and October 11, 2012 special meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 12-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $49,442.18, was presented.   A motion by Morse, seconded by Flinn, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $255,977.92 and one invoice, in the amount of $19,496.50, was prepaid in November.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $86,956.64.  Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Feldkamp, all said invoices in the amount of $362,431.06, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of 23 delinquent utility accounts totaling $5,466.12.   It was noted that there had been a sheriff’s sale advertised for one property on the list.
LIBRARY/APPOINTMENT:
Mayor Stegman appointed Terry Broberg to fill the unexpired Library Board position created by the resignation of Debbie Beckmeyer.  Feldkamp moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.
SOLID WASTE RES. 12-04:
Resolution No. 12-04, establishing the fee for municipal solid waste collection and disposal, was introduced.  Said Resolution would increase the monthly fee for each residence from $15.35 to $15.65, effective with the billing beginning November 15, 2012, to be first included on City of Lincoln Center utility billings payable January 1, 2013.  The fee would include the following components:   $9.15 for the County’s collection contractor, $6.00 for Lincoln County’s disposal fees, $.25 for Lincoln County administrative fees, and $.25 for the City’s billing and administrative costs.      Feldkamp moved to adopt Resolution No. 12-04.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
CEMETERY IMPR.:
The Governing Body discussed the use of cemetery trust fund monies for certain improvements at the Lincoln Cemetery, in particular, the addition of block number plates to the cemetery driveways and the placement of another cemetery directory.  These two ideas will be further researched.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Clerk Gourley reported that she, along with other EMP2 city representatives, had participated in a conference call with KMEA, where it had been determined that the termination of the Load Following Agreement between KMEA and MKEC would be endorsed by the EMP2 cities; however, no individual city resolutions would be necessary at this time.


It was reported that the catalytic converters had been ordered for the engines previously agreed upon.


Clerk Gourley asked how the City Council wanted to insure the power plant engines.  Art Wagoner had relayed information from the insurance provider that “anything attached or bolted down is part of the building,” and not considered “personal property.”  It was suggested Ted Bunn be contacted for more information regarding the values.

MOBILE HOME PERMIT:
Gwenda Buttenhoff was present regarding her application to place a 39’ Montana 5th wheel camper on the lot at 216 E. Court St.  Several neighboring property owners attended the meeting to express their concerns about allowing a recreational vehicle, no matter how well maintained, to be placed in the neighborhood.  Those who spoke included Sandy King, Martha Russell, and Marvin & Karen Jeffers. 
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Clerk Gourley relayed the favorable comments received from Roger O’Hare and the opposition voiced by the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Attorney Metz advised the City Council to keep in mind the intent behind the ordinance regulating the location of mobile homes on lots in the City.   After further deliberation, Morse moved to deny Ms. Buttenhoff’s request.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.

LEADERSHIP PROJECTS:
Sarah Hageman asked for consideration of her Leadership Lincoln County project, the construction of a Frisbee Golf Course in and around the City Park and East Ball Park.  She said fund-raising and volunteer labor would be provided for the project, and it was expected the course could be completed by May, 2013.   Councilmembers viewed the project favorably but asked that Ms. Hageman provide a map outlining the course before final approval be given.

James Oltman reported his Leadership Lincoln County project involved the completion of the signage project started last year and the acquisition of pole banners for Lincoln Avenue.  He would ask the City to provide for installation once the banners were acquired through fund-raising.

ECO DEVELOPMENT:
Lincoln County Economic Development Director James Oltman displayed new advertising and asked that the City continue to pay 1/3 of the cost of the I-70 billboards.  Request Approved.  He also suggested that, in order to encourage housing construction in the new development, the City provide for three lots to be made available without special assessments.  He recommended the three vacant lots adjacent to N. 1st Street be designated.  Following discussion, Flinn moved to allow three lots in the Housing Development to be acquired without special assessments.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
FIRE INS. PROCEEDS:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request regarding the return of fire insurance proceeds being held on a property in Lincoln, the occupant having reported the completion of repairs.  No repair receipts had been turned in to date, however.  Attorney Metz advised that, to the extent necessary, the payment of proceeds should be made to the property owner and contractor. 

HEALTHY COMM. GRANT:
Sarah Hageman, as a member of the Healthy Communities Initiative Planning Grant Leadership Team, requested the City provide a letter of commitment to support the application for a $25,000 planning grant.  Feldkamp moved to approve said request, seconded by Flinn.  Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:45 p.m., Morse moved to enter into executive session, for a period of five (5) minutes, for the purpose of consultation with an attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  Attorney Metz and Clerk Gourley were invited to attend.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:50 p.m.

TRANSFER FUNDS:
Upon motion by Feldkamp, seconded by Morse, the transfer of $30,000.00 from the Water Fund, $120,000.00 from the Electric Fund, $10,000.00 from the Sewer Fund, and $2,000.00 from the Solid Waste Fund, to the City’s General Fund, was approved. 

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Morse moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Flinn, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:57 p.m.
