Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Lisa S. Feldkamp, D. Leon Kingan, and Arletta R. Morse.  Also present:  Councilmember Appointee Louis Zsuzsics, Jr.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Jan Smith, Jodi Ledet, Rena Shearer, Michelle Andersen, Amy Hawkinson, and Clay Haring. 
MINUTES:
Minutes of the October 10, 2011, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 11-10, for October wages and salaries in the amount of $47,660.43, was presented.   A motion by Morse, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in October totaled $42,683.51 and one invoice, in the amount of $48,920.61, was prepaid in November.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $154,202.59.  Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Morse, all said invoices in the amount of $245,806.71, were approved for payment.
OATH OF OFFICE:
Clerk Gourley administered the oath of office to newly appointed Councilmember Louis Zsuzsics, Jr. 
DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of one hundred and two (102) delinquent utility accounts totaling $23,358.24.  Clerk Gourley explained that the size of the list being presented was a result of the council meeting being later in the month and was typical of the number of delinquent accounts each month.

SIGNAGE/LEADERSHIP:
Jan Smith, representing a Lincoln County Leadership class committee, requested permission to place a sign on city property, beyond the state right-of-way, at the east edge of town.  She said she had previously conferred with Superintendent Meyer about the location.  The sign was to be 8’ x 5’ and made of metal.  It would have the city name “Lincoln Center” and other information directing motorists to shopping, attractions, fuel, food and lodging.  It was expected to require little maintenance.  The Governing Body endorsed the project, but suggested the Committee contact KDOT to ensure the placement did not infringe on their property.

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENT:
Clay Haring, Lincoln Port Authority Chairman, provided an update on the Lincoln Airport Development Plan.  He said Olsson and Associates was conducting the study.  It was expected that the grass runway would be retained, it being regularly used for K-State instructor training.  He also said he had recently submitted an additional KDOT grant application, this one being for land acquisition.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 7:49 p.m., Crispin moved to enter into Executive Session for a period of 10 minutes, for the purpose of preliminary discussions prior to acquisition of real estate.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Gourley, and Clay Haring were invited to remain.

The Governing Body returned to regular session at 7:59 p.m.  Crispin moved to re-enter Executive Session, for another period of 10 minutes, for the purpose of discussions prior to acquisition of real estate.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.  Attorney Metz, Clerk Gourley, and Clay Haring were invited to remain.

The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:09 p.m.
SOLID WASTE RES. 11-03:
Resolution No. 11-03, establishing the fee for municipal solid waste collection and disposal, was introduced.  Said Resolution would increase the monthly fee for each residence from $15.10 to $15.35, effective with the billing beginning November 15, 2011, to be first included on City of Lincoln Center utility billings payable January 1, 2012.  The fee would include the following components:   $8.85 for  the County’s collection contractor,  $6.00 for Lincoln County’s disposal fees,
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 $.25 for Lincoln County administrative fees, and $.25 for the City’s billing and administrative costs.     Morse moved to adopt Resolution No. 11-03.  Motion seconded by Feldkamp, carried.
ENGINE REPAIRS:
Clerk Gourley relayed information regarding the additional repairs to be made to the #6 Enterprise engine.  Exline had estimated $12,000.00 for the repair of the engine block and had been instructed to proceed.
WATER SYSTEM/CDBG:
Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, Change Order #2, in the amount of $43,824.26, for additional work in connection with CDBG Water Line Replacement Project CDBG 10-PF-037, was approved.  Feldkamp moved to approve Rod’s Ditching’s Pay Estimate No. 6, in the amount of $30,835.44.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried. 
NUISANCES:
The Report of Abatement Notices Sent was reviewed.  Attorney Metz advised a couple of the most recent issues appeared to be resolved or in the progress of being resolved.  The situation will, however, continue to be monitored.
TRANSFER FUNDS:
Upon motion by Crispin, seconded by Feldkamp, the transfer of $30,000.00 from the Water Fund, $110,000.00 from the Electric Fund, $5,000.00 from the Sewer Fund, and $2,000.00 from the Solid Waste Fund, to the City’s General Fund, was approved. 

RABIES CLINIC:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request from the Denmark Dames to sponsor a rabies clinic in March next year.  The organization had indicated it would make arrangements for the veterinarian and take care of advertisements for the event.  The garage area on the east side of the City Hall would be utilized for the activity, and a member of the city clerk’s staff would be available to sell dog tags.  The City Council approved the request as presented.   It was hoped that the rabies clinic could become an annual event.
REC COMMISSION:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request from Rec Director Sarah Hageman to affix letters to the windows of the Rec Director’s Office, identifying it as such.  Said request was approved.  Councilmember Feldkamp made a suggestion for a Rec Commissioner appointment in January.

ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:29 p.m.
